Officials in Washington and
Beijing don’t agree on much these
days, but there is one thing on which
they see eye to eye: the contest between
their two countries will enter a decisive
phase in the 2020s. This will be the
decade of living dangerously. No matter
what strategies the two sides pursue or
what events unfold, the tension between
the United States and China will grow,
and competition will intensify; it is in- |
evitable. War, however, is not. It re-
mains possible for the two countries to §
put in place guardrails that would pre-
vent a catastrophe: a joint framework for
what I call “managed strategic competi-
tion” would reduce the risk of competi-
tion escalating into open conflict.

The Chinese Communist Party is
increasingly confident that by the
decade’s end, China’s economy will fi-
nally surpass that of the United States as the
world’s largest in terms of GDP at market ex-
change rates. Western elites may dismiss the sig-
nificance of that milestone; the CCP’s Politburo
does not. For China, size always matters. Taking
the number one slot will turbocharge Beijing’s
confidence, assertiveness, and leverage in its deal-

ings with Washington, and it will make China’s
central bank more likely to float the yuan, open its
capital account, and challenge the U.S. dollar as
the main global reserve currency. Meanwhile,
China continues to advance on other fronts, as
well. A new policy plan, announced last fall, aims
to allow China to dominate in all new technology

-I domains, including artifi-
' cial intelligence, by 2035.
And Beijing now intends to
| complete its military mod-
ernization program by 2027
| (seven years ahead of the
previous schedule), with
the main goal of giving
China a decisive edge in all
conceivable scenarios for a
conflict with the United
States over Taiwan. A vic-
tory in such a conflict
would allow President Xi
Jinping to carry out a
forced reunification with
Taiwan  before leaving
power—an  achievement
that would put him on the
same level within the CCP pantheon as Mao Ze-
dong.

Washington must decide how to respond to
Beijing’s assertive agenda—and quickly. If it
were to opt for economic decoupling and open
confrontation, every country in the world would
be forced to take sides, and the risk of escalation

would only grow. Among policymak-
ers and experts, there is understandable
skepticism as to whether Washington
and Beijing can avoid such an out-
come. Many doubt that U.S. and Chi-
nese leaders can find their way to a
framework to manage their diplomatic relations,
military operations, and activities in cyberspace
within agreed parameters that would maximize
stability, avoid accidental escalation, and make
room for both competitive and collaborative
forces in the relationship. The two countries need
to consider something akin to the procedures and
mechanisms that the United States and the Soviet
Union put in place to govern their relations after
the Cuban missile crisis—but in this case, without
first going through the near-death experience of a
barely avoided war.

Managed strategic competition would in-
volve establishing certain hard limits on each
country’s security policies and conduct but would
allow for full and open competition in the diplo-
matic, economic, and ideological realms.

COVID-19 Update: Vaccination Phase 1C & Phase 2

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon Husted today pro-
vided the following updates on Ohio's response to
the COVID-19 pandemic.

VACCINE AVAILABILITY

Governor DeWine announced today
that Ohio is expected to receive more than
448,000 doses of COVID-19 vaccine this
week. Of that total, more than 96,000 dos-
es of the new Johnson & Johnson vaccine
will be delivered to around 200 new inde-
pendent pharmacy providers as well as
chain pharmacies, hospitals, and health de-
partments.

Ohio now offers more than 1,200
provider locations. Ohioans can find vac-
cine provider locations at vaccine.coron-
avirus.ohio.gov. Those who do not have
access to the internet or are having trouble
managing the online scheduling systems
should call their local health department,
the 211 helpline center, or the Area Agencies on
Aging at 1-866-243-5678.

PHASE 1C AND PHASE 2 VACCINATION
ELIGIBILITY

In response to this significant increase in the
amount of vaccine coming into Ohio, Governor
DeWine today outlined the individuals who are in-
cluded in Phase 1C and Phase 2 of Ohio's vaccina-
tion plan which will go into effect on March 4.

Phase 1C includes approximately 246,000
eligible Ohioans with certain occupations and with
certain medical conditions not addressed in previ-
ous phases.

Ohio’s COVID-19 cases
are surging for the third time, and
social media channels have exploded with anecdotes
describing how much space there is available at area
hospitals. Some “undercover” videos show patients
roaming empty wards. Other posts tell tearful stories
by doctors and nurses exhausted from overwhelming
demand.

After a seven month legal battle, the Ohio
Court of Claims recently ordered the Ohio Depart-
ment of Health to release to Eye on Ohio local infor-
mation on the number of beds, ventilators, and other
equipment available at local hospitals.

The data paints a complicated, constantly
changing picture of Ohio’s efforts to “flatten the
curve.” Some hospitals seem to be doing fine, while
other hospitals seem to be constantly scrambling for
open beds. The result is heavily dependent on where

patients live, though overall the number of available
staffed beds is shrinking.

“We are already at a very high level. We are
already seeing our hospitals fill up,” said Governor
Mike DeWine at a press conference on Tuesday.

Some hospitals have seen their available re-
sources shrink, while others have remained relatively
stable. For example, despite having roughly the
same population as Cleveland or Cincinnati, Colum-
bus has seen far fewer beds available for hospital-
ized patients.

And rural areas with a relatively stable number
of beds available have, on average, far fewer beds
overall.

Dr. Matthew Colflesh at Trinity Health System
in Steubenville, said that in the first two waves, his
rural hospital didn’t see that many patients, just nine

in the first wave and five in the second.

“My theme now is that things are different. We
have reached a point in the past two weeks where
the max number of hospitalizations in this hospital is
34,” he said.

One bright spot has been that personal protec-
tive equipment has, so far, remained relatively sta-
ble, though half of Ohio’s known coronavirus cases
have been reported in just the past five weeks.
Though not all hospitals report their equipment num-
bers.

On March 19, Ohio postponed all elective
surgeries, causing a large spike in hospital beds
available. On June 2, Ohio resumed other proce-
dures. In early November, hospital officials an-
nounced they would start transferring patients to oth-
er systems to help even out patient loads.

TThe Ohio Department of
Health released records of staffed
hospital capacity to Eye on Ohio
from March 16 through Nov. 20.
Eye on Ohio has requested the
most recent data, from after that
date.

“As is true in areas across the
state, our biggest capacity constraint is not in physi-
cal space, but in staffing availability, both of which
we monitor daily,” said Lisa Henderson, Vice Presi-
dent of Health Initiatives at the Greater Dayton Area
Hospital Association. “Our hospital leaders continue
to work together to plan for what comes next, on be-
half of our regional hospital community to ensure we
can continue to care for the people in our region,
whether that care is needed for COVID-19 or any
other medical condition.”

In terms of hospital capacity, our hospitals are
extremely busy,” said Dr. Bruce Vanderhoff, Chief
Medical Officer of the Ohio Department of Health.
“Any time you have a SINGLE diagnosis that is oc-
cupying 20, 30 percent of the beds in your hospital,
you’re extremely busy.

friend showed up at the right moment that night
and scared the attackers away.

“Definitely glad I was there,” Joseph Cha
said. “Thankful to God I was there.”

The Los Angeles Police Department said it re-
ceived a 911 call around 8:40 p.m. that night
reporting the attack.

Asian American and Pacific Island Communi-
ty groups said hate incidents were way up in
California and across the nation since the pan-
demic began — some targeting the elderly.

“It’s just absolutely senseless, and it really
breaks my heart that people are hurting and tar-
geting the elders,” Kim said.

“Watching this violence against Asian Ameri-
cans is just so upsetting, Tam Nguyen, co-founder
of Nailing It For America, said.

The community organization works to raise
awareness about anti-Asian hate crimes.

“Whether it’s speaking up, whether it’s shar-
ing, or whether it’s lending a hand and reaching out
to your Asian American friends brothers and sisters
in the community,” he said.
