$122 billion from the American Rescue
Plan will help achieve President Biden’s goal to
open the majority of K-8 schools within his first
100 days in office

Today, less than a week after President
Biden signed the American Rescue Plan (ARP),
the U.S. Department of Education (Department)
announced the amount of ARP Elementary and
Secondary School Emergency Relief (ESSER)
funding that each State, Puerto Rico, and the Dis-
trict of Columbia will receive to support their ef-
forts to reopen K-12 schools safely this month and
equitably expand opportunity for students who
need it most. Secretary of Education Miguel Car-
dona delivered the news directly to state educa-
tion commissioners in a letter issued today and
said the Department will begin to make these
funds available to state educational agencies
(SEAs) this month. The announcement coincides
with the Department of Health and Human Ser-
vices” announcement that the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC) will provide $10
billion to states to support COVID-19 screening
testing for K-12 teachers, staff, and students in
schools, and marks swift action by the Biden-Har-
ris Administration to meet the President’s goal of
safely reopening the majority of K-8 schools with-
in the first 100 days of his administration.

"This pandemic has taken an extraordinary
toll on students, parents, educators, and schools,
and we know that our schools, students, and com-
munities need help now to reopen safely and
quickly, and to stay open,” said Secretary of Edu-
cation Miguel Cardona. “These funds from the
American Rescue Plan and the extraordinary steps
the Department is taking to get these resources to
states quickly will allow schools to invest in miti-
gation strategies to get students back in the class-
room and stay there, and address the many im-
pacts this pandemic has had on students—espe-
cially those disproportionately impacted by the
pandemic.”

The Department announced the allocation
that each SEA will receive under the American
Rescue Plan Elementary and Secondary School E-
mergency Relief (ARP ESSER) Fund, totaling
$122 billion in relief for K-12 schools. The De-
partment will begin to make these funds available
this month so that they may act to fund health and
safety measures consistent with CDC guidance,
address the disruptions to teaching and learning
resulting from the pandemic—especially for stu-
dents hardest hit by the pandemic—and get stu-
dents back in the classroom quickly and safely.

In his letter, Secretary Cardona urged states
and school districts to utilize these funds with the

same sense of urgency the President and Congress used
to pass the American Rescue Plan Act and with the
same commitment that families and educators have to
getting students back in classrooms for in-person in-
struction safely.

The ARP ESSER funds may be used to address
the many impacts of COVID-19 on pre-K through 12 e-
ducation, including:

-Investing in resources to implement CDC’s K-12 op-
erational strategy for in-person learning to keep educa-
tors, staff, and students safe; improving ventilation;
purchasing personal protective equipment (PPE); and
obtaining additional space to ensure social distancing in
classrooms.

-Avoiding devastating layoffs and hiring additional ed-
ucators to address learning loss, providing support to
students and existing staff, and providing sufficient
staffing to facilitate social distancing.

-Implementing strategies to meet the social, emotional,
mental health, and academic needs of students hit hard-
est by the pandemic, including through evidence-based
interventions and critical services like community
schools.

-Funding crucial summer, afterschool, and other ex-
tended learning and enrichment programs.

-Hiring additional school personnel, such as nurses and
custodial staff, to keep schools safe and healthy.
-Providing for social distancing and safety protocols on
buses.

-Funding for Wi-Fi hotspots and devices for students
without connectivity for remote learning and supporting
educators in the effective use of technology; and
-Additional uses as allowed in the statute.

Secretary Cardona also underscored the impor-
tance of advancing equity in states’ efforts to reopen
schools quickly and safely. The Secretary encouraged
states to make sure students who have been hit hardest
by COVID-19 are provided with the resources and sup-
port they need to emerge from this pandemic stronger.
American Rescue Plan funds can be used by SEAs and
school districts to equitably expand opportunities for
students who need the funds most, including students
from low-income backgrounds, students of color, stu-
dents with disabilities, English learners, students expe-
riencing homelessness, and students with inadequate
access to technology. Secretary Cardona also reaffirmed
the Department’s ongoing commitment to providing
technical assistance, guidance, and best practices to
states as they work to utilize these funds.

The below table outlines the amount of funding
each SEA will receive from the ARP ESSER Fund. Ad-
ditional information, including an ARP ESSER Fact
Sheet and allocation tables, can be found at https://oese.

These funding levels do not include the $10 bil-

lion in funding HHS will invest for screen-
ing testing to help schools reopen.

Department of Education to Host National Safe School Reopening Summit on Wednesday, March 24

Following the passage of the American Res-
cue Plan recently signed by President Biden, the
U.S. Department of Education (ED) announced
more details today regarding the virtual National
Safe School Reopening Summit, which will take
place on Wednesday, March 24, 2021 at 12pm
EDT. The summit program will include welcom-
ing remarks from First Lady Dr. Jill Biden as well
as remarks from Secretary of Education Dr.
Miguel A. Cardona, and the Director of the Cen-
ters for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) Dr.
Rochelle Walensky. It will also consist of three
panels that will include health experts, educators
and education leaders, and students.

“Since day one, my top priority, and a top
priority for President Biden and Vice President
Harris, has been to get kids safely back into
schools full time. To accomplish this, we need to
bring together students, educators, and school dis-
trict leaders to listen and learn from one another as
we work together to reopen schools quickly, safe-
ly, and equitably, and address the academic, social

and emotional needs of our students,” said Secre-

The Summit is one of a series of steps the
Department is taking to provide support and re-
sources to schools as they work to reopen quickly
and safely. Last month, the Department released
the first volume of the COVID-19 Handbook,
which provided educators and staff with practical
examples, roadmaps, and tools to implement
CDC’s K-12 operational strategy for in-person
learning, including the recommended five key mit-

Volume 2 of the Handbook in April. Earlier this
month, President Biden also directed all U.S.
states and territories to prioritize vaccinations of
teachers and staff in Pre-K-12 schools and child-
care providers throughout this month, with the
goal of all providing these frontline essential
workers with at least one dose of a vaccine by the
end of March.

Lisa is a co-founder and current co-producer of
the Cleveland Asian Festival and Wayne is the Lead MC and is
on the executive com-
mittee. They both also
serve on the board of
OCA - Asian Pacific
American Advocates,
Greater Cleveland
Chapter (Lisa as Presi-
dent and Wayne as V.

Driven by deep
roots in the community they are excited to see AsiaTown grow
and continue to work with many other talented and energetic
community leaders.

Last year, Wayne embarked on a new creative venture by

AsiaTown,

forming Red Dragon Media to make a short film called “First
Job.” First job was filmed entirely in AsiaTown and highlights
some favorite locales. Previously, both Lisa and Wayne and their
kids have been involved with various short and feature film pro-
jects, many alongside Johnny Wu, a filmmaker who also works
with the Wong couple on the Cleveland Asian Festival and
OCAGC.

Previously, Wayne enjoyed acting and had also written four
short film scripts.  “First Job” came about unintentionally after
Wayne took film editing classes from Johnny and was challenged
to make a short film. Wayne researched film production, bought
equipment, and spent two months in pre-production. Wayne en-
listed family, friends and a few fellow filmmakers to serve as the
small cast and crew. The film was shot over three full days -
Wayne recalls the most challenging was on New Year’s Day
2020 - which was shot inside KoKo Bakery. He recalls “I had
scouted it out a week earlier and it was quiet on a weekday after-

noon. What I did not expect is that on New Year Day many fami-
lies were off work and wanted their buns and bubble tea.” Being
a first time Producer/Director/Actor was hard enough, but doing it
when the restaurant was full of celebrating patrons was quite a
challenge. Other AsiaTown locations featured include Asia
Plaza, AsiaTown Center, and outdoor scenes on Payne Avenue.
The film team is very
grateful to the own-
ers of these beautiful
AsiaTown locations.
Wayne wanted to
work with his son
Alex on this film and
created the story with
him in mind as the
lead actor. The story
is about a young man
who is torn between
his friends and his
obligations to family,
especially his father.
He is challenged to
do a job that he has
trained most of his
life to do. After filming during the Holidays when Alex was on
break, Wayne completed editing the film in March 2020. It was
entered into international film festivals, but then the pandemic
happened, and all film events were cancelled or postponed. Nev-
ertheless, “First Job” has won several awards already and has
been accepted into multiple film festivals. It won 2nd Place
Award most recently at the 25th Indie Gathering International
Film Festival which was held virtually March 12-14. It was also
nominated for best cinematography for an Ohio Film. Other film
festivals awards and selections include Horror Hotel (summer
2021), Action on Film -Las Vegas, KinoDrome International,
MLC Awards, and Louisville’s International Festival of Film.
While it was Wayne s first time as Producer, Director, Writer,
“First Job” was also the first
Starring role for Alex Wong, and first film roles for Sam Galicki
and Josh Goodman. The film also features actors Lisa Wong,
Tyler Thomas, Melissa Suon Zoellner, Chris Blackfire, and John
Cosma. The crew were cameramen Vidas Pliodzinskas and
Shawn Adams with Lisa, Alex, and Tyler also helping with pro-
duction. For this passion project, Wayne wanted to be able to
share it in-person with family, friends, and especially with the cast

“Since my first full day in
office, when we created the Home
Visiting Advisory Committee, we
have been working to reduce in-
fant mortality and the racial dis-
parities that exist,” said Governor
DeWine. “This Task Force is the
next step we are taking to ensure
that all babies have the opportuni-
ty to grow up and reach their full
potential. This group of experts
will hear personal testimonies,
explore barriers Ohioans are facing, and recom-
mend solutions that help develop new action steps
for the state.”

In the transformed Museum, our new Visi-
tor Hall will feature floor-to-ceiling glass walls
that admit natural light. It will also be free to the
public, sharing eight of the Museum’s signature
specimens with the community. On the
right-hand side of the above rendering, you can
“school of Dunk,” or group of Dun-
kleosteus terrelli. The Museum holds the world’
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s best-preserved specimens of this prehistoric
predator, recently named Ohio’s state fossil fish.
Dunkleosteus ruled the shallow sea that covered
Ohio 360 million years ago, during the Devonian
Period. A home in the future Visitor Hall will
put the spotlight on this ferocious fish.

This week, as we continue honoring Muse-
um icons, we feature one of the more dramatic
displays in the Sears Hall of Human Ecology.
Depicting a moment of action that would be dif-
ficult to capture in real life, the display shows a
leopard with its paw about to graze the leg of its
catch—a  springbok. The
African leopard (Panthera
pardus pardus) is a nocturnal
species, primarily hunting its
prey at night. Its coloring and
pattern allow it to blend in
with its surroundings. Leop-
ards are fierce but nimble
hunters, capable of sprinting
at high speeds. They stalk
and ambush their unsuspect-
ing prey, making powerful
use of their forelegs, claws,
jaws, and teeth.

The springbok (Antidorcas

marsupialis) is a species of antelope that browses
the low shrubs of the open, dry savannas of
southern Africa. Though springboks are hunted
by many predators, their keen senses of hearing
and smell and wide field of vision help them e-
vade danger. They also live in large herds, which
provide safety in numbers. Springboks are ex-
tremely agile—running at speeds of up to 50
mph and leaping as high as 12 feet in the air. The
next time you visit the Museum, stop by Sears
Hall to admire this arresting showdown between
predator and prey.

Balto’s Birthday Bash
is in full swing with two up-
coming DiscoverE programs.
Dogs of the Iditarod Trail,
taking place on Wednesday,
March 24, at 6:30pm, will be
co-hosted by the Iditarod
Trail Race Headquarters and
Museum. Learn all about the
historical Serum Run and to-
day’s Iditarod from a panel
of experts, including a
four-time Iditarod champion
and this year’s Iditarod
Teacher on the Trail. Regis-
ter today for this free virtual
event.

Our DiscoverE program
on Friday, March 27, at 7pm
will feature Dr. Lee Morgan,
an Iditarod Trail veterinarian
since 2012. In Running Un-
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der Dancing Lights: A Trail Veterinarian’s Mis-
sion to Care for the Dogs of the Iditarod, Dr.
Morgan will share his stories and photos, plus
images by Jeff Schultz, the official Iditarod pho-
tographer. Register for this special online pro-
gram to learn all about tending to the 300+ dogs
that run the race every year.
