Thank you, Mr. President. Thank you for convening us

And through this process, I learned
a simple truth: Racism is not the problem
of the person who experiences it. Those
of us who experience racism cannot, and
should not, internalize it, despite the im-

pact that it can have on our everyday lives.

We must face it down, every time, no matter
whom it s directed towards.

Racism is the problem of the racist. And it is
the problem of the society that produces the
racist. And in today’s world, that is every society.
And in so many of our communities and coun-
tries, racism is endemic. It’s built in, like a rot in
a frame. And it remains, and it festers, and it
spreads because many of those in charge allow it
to. Others look away and pretend it’s not there.
But like a cancer, if ignored, it grows.

Today, we commemorate our joint commit-
ment to end all racial discrimination. And we take
stock of our efforts during the midterm review of
the Decade of People of African Descent. In
America, conducting that review requires a reck-
oning - a reckoning with our dark history of
chattel slavery.

Four-hundred-and-two years ago, African
slaves were forced onto the shores of the colony
of Virginia. Two years ago, the 1619 Project
brought attention to this anniversary, and put the
consequences of slavery, and the contributions of

Black Americans, back at the center of our history
and of our national narrative. As the project de-
tailed, slavery is the original sin of America. It’s
weaved white supremacy and black inferiority into

our founding documents and principles.

The Legacy Museum in Alabama traces this
history, and if you’ve not been there, I encourage
you all to take a trip. Its exhibits draw a direct line
from slavery to lynchings to segregation to mass in-
carceration and testify to this terrible history and the
impact it is having on our people today.

But even though slavery is our original sin,
America is not the original source of slavery. Others
share this shame with us. Slavery has existed in ev-
ery corner of the globe. Africans enslaved fellow
Africans long before the American colonists existed.
And sadly, in many places around the world, slavery
still exists today.

As the scholar Isabel Wilkerson argues, humans
in all contexts have ranked human value, pitting the
presumed supremacy of one group against the pre-
sumed inferiority of others. In America, that takes
many forms. Chief among them: our legacy of white
supremacy.

This year, the senseless killing of George
Floyd, Breonna Taylor, and so many other Black
Americans sparked a reckoning with racial justice, a
movement that spread across the world: Black Lives
Matter.

And because Black Lives Matter, we need to
dismantle white supremacy at every turn. This means
looking at other kinds of hate, too. (V& P17)

to commemorate this important day. And I thank the Secre-
tary-General, Madam High Commissioner, and Dr. Iweala, for
your leadership in pressing us all to do more toward the elimi-
nation of racial discrimination, wherever and by whomever.

This meeting - this commemoration - is personal to
me. [ am a person of African descent. But more importantly, I
am a descendant of slaves. My great grandmother Mary
Thomas, born in 1865, was the child of a slave. This is just
three generations back from me.

I grew up in the segregated South. I was bused to a seg-
regated school, and on weekends, the Ku Klux Klan burned
crosses on lawns in our neighborhood. When I was in high
school, I was asked by a little girl, for whom I babysat, if I was
an N-word because her dad had used that word for me.

I know the ugly face of racism. I lived racism. I have ex-
perienced racism. And I survived racism.

BBB Fraud Watch:Watch Out For Foreign Lottery Scams

Scammers will not always try to scare
you into sending them money. Sometimes,
scammers will try to make you think you have
won something to get your personal informa-
tion or funds. This type of scam is called a for-

In this scam, victims are contacted by e-
mail, phone, or letter. Scammers tell the victim
they won money in a foreign lottery or contest
that the victim never entered to win. The victim
is told they have to pay for taxes, shipping, or
other costs to receive their winnings. If the
scammer sends a letter or email, the message
has authentic-looking government seals or

In some cases, the victim is sent a check
to cover the costs needed to receive their win-
nings. They are told to deposit the check into

scammers: No legitimate company will ask
you to pay to receive your winnings or im-
prove your chances of winning. Do not pay
for taxes, shipping, and handling, or process-
ing fees to receive winnings. You also cannot
win a contest you have never entered. If you
regularly enter contests, keep track of what
contests you have entered so you know if a
letter or call saying you have won is real. Al-
so, remember that checks can bounce weeks
after you have deposited them or withdrawn
the funds. Just because the check says it is
cleared does not mean that the check is real.
Once the check is labeled as fake, you will be
responsible for covering the bounced money.
If you receive a call from a foreign lottery
scammer, remember these tips and report the
call or other scams at bbb.org/scamtracker.

their bank and wire money or send gift cards in
that amount to a third party. Once the victim sends
the money, the check bounces and the victim is
forced to pay the costs from their own account and
never receives the winnings.

Foreign lottery and sweepstakes scams are
common in the Cleveland area. One local victim
lost almost $2,000 USD to this scam. The victim
received a letter saying they had won a foreign lot-
tery and they would receive a check in the mail for
$1,800 USD. They were told to wire the $1,800 to
a third party to receive their winnings. The bank
determined that the check was fake weeks after the
victim had sent the money, and the check
bounced. The victim was forced to “use all of my
savings to fix the fake check.”

During the recent “Stop Asian Hate” event in
Cincinnati, I heard many powerful voices. Many
API community members and leaders shared their
personal experiences with racism and their
grievances towards the United States. Leaders
from other communities also participated in the
event, showing their unwavering support and shar-
ing the burden of the API community’s struggles.
Thus, I feel empowered to share my own voice just
like the other brave community members who
spoke at the event. Growing up, my first few years
of school was not always pleasant. For example,
many of my peers made fun of my appearance by
making slanted eye gestures while laughing at me.
some of my classmates would also fake a Chinese
accent and attempt to talk to me in that way be-
cause they believed I was not fluent in English. Al-
though I was ignorant of these stereotypes as a
young child, these incidents began to affect me
personally as I progressed to middle and high
school. In many ways, the model minority myth
has affected others' perception of my character

throughout those years. Accordingly, many of my
classmates expected me to always achieve A-plus-
es on every single assignment and test. Given the
nature of human beings, we are imperfect and sus-
ceptible to mistakes. Thus, I inevitably experi-
enced some academic failures despite the belief
that I was a straight-A student. When I would
achieve below such expec-
tations, my classmates re-
acted with extreme disbe-
lief. They said that I was an
ingenuine Asian. They said
that I had disgraced my
family name. Most painful-
ly of all, they said that an
unintelligent Asian is an
anomaly: an individual who
does not belong anywhere.
When I did manage to suc-
ceed, people overlooked my
achievements,  believing
that academic success was
an automatic guarantee for
Asian Americans.

Thus, it is quite dis-
heartening to see that dur-
ing this COVID-19 Pan-
demic, Asian misconcep-
tions have affected not only
me, but also my entire
beloved community. Ac-
cordingly, there has been a rise in Asian hate
crimes worldwide, most commonly in predomi-
nantly Asian areas. To name some instances of
such crimes, Pak Ho, a 75-year-old Asian elder,
was beaten to death in Oakland, California, by
three attackers. In New York, CNN News reports
that at least ten Asian hate crimes were committed
between January 1st to March 14th, a span of
roughly three months. In San Francisco, a video
surfaced of Xiao Zhen Xie, an Asian grandmother,
with her face bruised and bloodied by her as-
sailant. At the same time, she recalls her self-de-
fense during the terrifying moment. Outrageously,
paramedics were seen tending to the needs of the
assailant rather than those of the elderly victim.
Most recently, The tragedy in Atlanta, Georgia has
garnered the most attention. Eight people, six of
which were of Asian descent, were slaughtered in
three Asian spa parlors. Currently, the perpetrator,
Robert Long, refuses to admit that the attack is
racially motivated. He instead states that sexual ad-
diction and a desire to eliminate his sexual tempta-
tions led him to commit his crime. Simultaneously,
many communities across the United States debate
whether or not this was in fact a racially motivated
attack. [ believe that this attack undoubtedly stems
from the race. In popular media, Asian women are
often objectified and stereotyped as quiet and sub-
missive individuals. These stereotypes are danger-
ous towards the Asian communities because it cre-

ates a sense of misogyny and racism among certain
people when they discover that these stereotypes
do not hold. Undoubtedly, Robert Long viewed
Asian women as sexual objects and became frus-
trated at them when they refused his advances. As
a result, this anger and frustration led him to com-
mit his heinous crime.

Among the many feelings I have about all
these tragic hate crime stories, loneliness is one of
the strongest feelings. Often, we as human beings
struggle to understand what we have not experi-
enced; thus, empathizing and sharing another's
burden presents a challenge. Due to dangerous
stereotypes such as model minority myths and
Asian womens' portrayal in media, we as Asian
Americans feel othered by society because we feel
voiceless. We feel that the issues we face are not
deeply considered or properly addressed by the
mass media because people feel we deserve such
mistreatment. As a whole, we demand that our
voices are heard and our struggles recognized.
Rather than euphemizing a killer's motives and in-
tentions, such as having "a bad day" and suffering
from unnamed "issues," news stories should shed
light on the victims and the real and tragic nature
of the event. Unfortunately, such change on the na-
tional scale is often slow. It may take years,
decades, and even centuries. As a member of
Asian Pacific Islander American Public Affairs
(APAPA), I believe that it is critical for the next
generation of APIs to plant the roots of change. We
must take the initiative and make a difference start-
ing on the local level. Accordingly, Interracial Dia-
logue plays an important role in the betterment of
Cincinnati and underrepresented people all over
the United States. Although the Asian hate crimes
that many APIs face are unique to our ethnicity
and skin color, the nature of these issues can be re-
lated to racism and misconceptions. I believe that
there are many other communities just like ours
who face issues of racism, and we must come to-
gether and support one another. Therefore, I am
deeply proud of the Cincinnati API community's
efforts to reconcile our differences with similarly
underrepresented communities through generous
food drives and resource donations. By demon-
strating that we care about and relate to them, we
can foster a new culture of understanding. This al-
lows us to create a stronger network of assistance
for the API community's most vulnerable. Overall
we as a whole need not despair society's dismissive
attitude towards the APIs community. Instead, we
must display patience and perseverance against
these circumstances. We must all strive for higher
representation and create a stronger network of
protection for our community peacefully. In the
end, only pain strengthens relationships, for love
and hate are nexuses; love cannot arise if hate does
not corrupt.

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‘Slap an Asian’ challenge has San Francisco police, Muni on alert
SFPD has warned transit agencies to keep an eye on vulnerable Asian
American seniors as word of the "challenge"” spreads.
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(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor
Mike DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon Husted to-
day announced the approval of assistance for
seven projects set to create 992 new jobs and
retain 1,047 jobs statewide. During its monthly
meeting, the Ohio Tax Credit Authority (TCA)
reviewed economic development proposals
brought to the board by JobsOhio and its re-
gional partners. Collectively, the projects are
expected to result in more than $64 million in
new payroll and spur more than $778 million in
investments across Ohio.

Projects approved by the TCA include:

CENTRAL

Goosehead Insurance Agency LLC, city of
Columbus (Franklin Co.), expects to create 100
full-time positions, generating $7.7 million in new
annual payroll as a result of the company’s new
project in Columbus. Goosehead Insurance is an in-
dependent insurance agency serving the continental
United States. The TCA approved a 1.800 percent,
nine-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this project.

International Technical Coatings Inc. (ITC

Manufacturing), city of Columbus (Franklin Co.),
expects to create 67 full-time positions, generating
$3.1 million in new annual payroll and retaining
$8.3 million in existing payroll as a result of the
company’s expansion project in Columbus. ITC
Manufacturing produces wire mesh products for the
material handling and storage products industries.
The TCA approved a 1.269 percent, seven-year Job
Creation Tax Credit for this project.

WillowTree LLC, city of Columbus (Franklin
Co.), expects to create 50 full-time positions, gener-
ating $4.5 million in new annual payroll and retain-
ing $11 million in existing payroll as a result of the
company’s expansion project in Columbus. Wil-

lowTree builds digital products such as mobile
apps, responsive websites, and voice skills. The
TCA approved a 1.757 percent, eight-year Job
Creation Tax Credit for this project.

AML RightSource LLC, city of Cleveland,
village of Highland Hills (Cuyahoga Co.), expects
to create 273 full-time positions, generating $18.7
million in new annual payroll and retaining $30.5
million in existing payroll as a result of the com-
pany’s expansion project in Cleveland and High-
land Hills. AML RightSource develops solutions
focusing on the Anti-Money Laundering (AML)
/Bank Secrecy Act (BSA) and financial crimes
compliance. The TCA approved a 1.949 percent,
nine-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this project.

Ardagh Metal Beverage USA Inc., city of
Huron (Erie Co.), expects to create 211 full-time
positions, generating $16.6 million in new annual
payroll as a result of the company’s new project
in Huron. Ardagh manufactures aluminum bever-
age packaging. The TCA approved a 1.999 per-
cent, nine-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this
project.

Edge Plastics Inc., city of Mansfield (Rich-
land Co.), expects to create 67 full-time positions,
generating $2.3 million in new annual payroll and
retaining $3.3 million in existing payroll as a re-
sult of the company’s expansion project in Mans-
field. Edge Plastics provides plastic manufactur-
ing services for consumer, commercial, and indus-
trial products companies. The TCA approved a
1.107 percent, six-year Job Creation Tax Credit
for this project.

WESTERN

Royal Canin U.S.A. Inc. (Mars Petcare),
Harrison Township (Preble Co.), expects to create
224 full-time positions, generating $11.5 million
in new annual payroll and retaining $5.4 million
in existing payroll as a result of the company’s
new project in Harrison Township. Mars Petcare
produces dog and cat food. The TCA approved a
1.521 percent, 10-year Job Creation Tax Credit for
this project.

The FBI has reported a spike in hate crimes
over the past three years - particularly against
Latino Americans, Sikhs, Muslim Americans,
Jewish Americans, and immigrants. The most re-
cent data shows hate crimes rising to a level not
seen in over a decade. And that doesn’t even cap-
ture the bullying, discrimination, brutality, and vi-
olence that Asian Americans have faced since the
outbreak of COVID-19.

The mass shooting in Atlanta is only the lat-
est example of this horror. At President Biden’s
direction, we are flying our flag at half-staff at the
U.S. Mission to the United Nations, to honor the
victims of this terrible, senseless tragedy.

It is so important we stand together - we
stand unified - against this scourge. In unity, we
have strength. But divisions and misperceptions
about each other work against all of us.

We also need to recognize that racism is far
from unique in America. Across four decades and
four continents in the Foreign Service, I experi-
enced racism in countless international contexts,
from overly zealous searches at airports, to police
racially profiling my son, to being made to wait
behind white patrons for a table at a restaurant.
Racism was and continues to be a daily challenge
wherever we are.

And for millions, it’s more than a chal-
lenge. It’s deadly. Like in Burma, where Ro-
hingya and others have been oppressed, abused,
and killed in staggering numbers. Or in China,

where the government has committed genocide
and crimes against humanity against Uyghurs and
members of other ethnic and religious minority
groups in Xinjiang.

The prevalence, and pervasiveness, of racial
discrimination might make the situation look
hopeless. But let me be clear: I remain hopeful. 1
am hopeful because I have seen how communities
and countries can enact change. And I have expe-
rienced that progress in my own lifetime.

Personally, I am just one example of what
hope and strength can do. After all, this descen-
dant of slaves is before you today as
the U.S. Representative to the United
Nations. The first chapter of my life
story - born in poverty to uneducat-
ed parents - this could not have
been predicted.

So I ask, what can we do to pro-
mote change and keep hope alive for
victims of racism?

We can’t control the hate in
people’s heart. But we can change
the rules that give them license.
That’s how I’ m sitting here. It’s why
we were able to welcome Vice Presi-
dent Kamala Harris to the UN this
week. It’s why President Biden’s cabinet is the
most diverse in history and includes the first Na-
tive American named to a cabinet post.

We can make our communities, and our gov-
ernments, reflect our highest aspirations - even if
some individuals still fall short. We can act. And
in the Biden-Harris administration, we are doing
just that.

In the first 60 days, the President has made

this a priority: from redressing racial discrimina-
tion in housing, to ending private prisons that
warehouse young black and brown men, to re-
specting the sovereignty of Native American
tribes, to combatting xenophobia and discrimina-
tion against Asians, Asian Americans, and Pacific
Islanders.

The Biden-Harris Administration also recog-
nizes how the COVID-19 pandemic and economic
crisis has been disproportionately damaging to
members of racial and ethnic minorities. So, we
have taken steps, like providing emergency relief

funds, increasing access to nutritious food, and
passing* federal student loan payments, that we
know will particularly help Black and brown com-
munities.

To be clear, this is just the beginning. Ending
racial discrimination, particularly in our criminal
justice system, will be an ongoing top priority for
the President, and for the entire Biden-Harris Ad-
ministration. And we ask that other countries join

us.

We call for all countries to ratify and imple-
ment the International Convention on the Elimina-
tion of All Forms of Racial Discrimination. After
all, this is about shaping the future. It’s shaping
the future we want for our children, and our
grandchildren, and their grandchildren.

Already, they are demanding we do better.
They are coming up with new ideas and they’re
pushing for progressive action. They’re asking
more from their politicians and their governments.
And theyre in the streets, marching for charge.

They say that “Black Lives Mat-
ter.” Because they do.

They chant: “This is what democ-
racy looks like.” Because it is.

This is the American way.

We have flaws. Deep, serious
== flaws. But we talk about them. We
§ work to address them. And we press
on, in hopes that we can leave the
country better than we found it.

We can do the same on a multilat-
eral scale. Let us expose the racism
and racial discrimination endemic in
every society, around the globe. Let
@ us press forward, to root out that dis-
crimination and remove the rot from our founda-
tions. And on this day dedicated to ending racial
discrimination, as our flags fly at half-staff, let us
leave our children a less hateful, more hopeful
world.

Let us give them a future. A future without
fear. A future without violence. That is the legacy

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Anti-Asian Attacks Place Andrew Yang in the
Spotlight. How Will He Use It?

Mr. Yang is seeking to become New York
City’s first Asian-American mayor, but critics say
that some of his past comments have fed racial
stereotypes.

During a surge in attacks on Asian-Americans
last spring, Andrew Yang — then recently off the
2020 presidential campaign trail — wrote an op-ed
suggesting that “we Asian-Americans need to em-
brace and show our Americanness in ways we nev-
er have before.”

To many Asian-Americans, the message
seemed to place yet another burden on victims, and
it stung.

One year later, as Mr. Yang hopes to make
history as New York City’s first Asian-American
mayor, some New Yorkers have not forgotten that
op-ed, or their sense that Mr. Yang’s remarks dur-
ing the presidential campaign — describing himself
as “an Asian man who likes math,” for instance —
could feed stereotypical tropes.

But many Asian-Americans also see in his
candidacy an opportunity for representation at the
highest level of city government, an increasingly
meaningful metric amid violent attacks on
Asian-Americans in New York and across the na-
tion, including the fatal shootings in the Atlanta
area last week that left eight people dead, six of
them women of Asian descent.

“I grew up Asian-American in New York, and
I was always accustomed to a certain level of bully-
ing, of racism, but it took a form of mockery, of in-
visibility, of disdain,” an emotional Mr. Yang said
at a news conference in Times Square the next day.
“That has metastasized into something far darker.
You can feel it on the streets of New York.”

As New York’s diverse Asian-American con-
stituencies grapple with both overt violence — the
city saw three more anti-Asian attacks on Sunday
— and more subtle forms of bigotry, Mr. Yang and
many of the other leading mayoral candidates are
racing to show how they would lead a community
in crisis. They are holding news conferences, con-
tacting key leaders and attending rallies in solidarity
with Asian-Americans who have at once demon-
strated growing political power and are experienc-
ing great pain now.

But more than any other candidate, it is Mr.

Yang who is in the spotlight, with the moment e-
merging as the most significant test yet of his ability
to demonstrate leadership and empathy under pres-
sure. He is also looking to respond in a way that
will strengthen his support among Asian-Ameri-
cans, a group whose backing he is counting on,
while simultaneously building a broader coalition.

In recent weeks, Mr. Yang has visited a
branch of Xi’an Famous Foods, a popular New
York restaurant chain that has been hit hard by an-
ti-Asian harassment. Along with other contenders
he joined a rally against Asian-American hate in
Manbhattan late last month and participated in a vig-
ilon Friday and other outreach efforts over the
weekend.

“We have to start building bonds of connec-
tion with the Asian-American community to let
them know that this city is theirs, this city is ours,”
Mr. Yang said at a rally on Sunday. “One great way
to do that is by electing the first Asian-American
mayor in the history of New York City. Because
you know I’ 11 take it seriously.”

Throughout the race he has made frequent
visits to heavily Asian-American neighborhoods
across the city, expanding his coalition of “Yang
Gang” supporters, a cohort that in his 2020 cam-
paign included many young, white men. He has al-
so taken multiple turns on national television to dis-
cuss attacks on Asian-Americans, including an ap-
pearance with his wife, Evelyn, on ABC’s “20/20”
on Friday.

Earlier this month, Mr. Yang visited Xi’an

Mr. Yang was not, however, the first con-
tender to condemn the Georgia shootings, tweeting
late that night instead about a St. Patrick’s Day
scarf, in a move that struck some observers as tone
deaf. (He later said that he had not seen the news
on Tuesday. He issued a series of tweets about At-
lanta on Wednesday morning, before making public
remarks.)

On Thursday, Mr. Yang’s voice appeared to
waver with emotion as he spoke at an event con-
vened by the Rev. Al Sharpton, the civil rights lead-
er. Speaking in starkly personal terms, Mr. Yang
discussed the importance of  “seeing that
Asian-Americans are human beings, Asian-Ameri-
cans are just as American as anyone else.”

“I’m glad that he’s leaning in,” said Repre-
sentative Grace Meng, the only Asian-American
member of New York’s congressional delegation.
“I felt like he was getting a little emotional. And I
think that the Asian-American community likes to
see more of that.”

Jo-Ann Yoo, the executive director of New
York’s Asian American Federation, said there
were signs that Mr. Yang was connecting in partic-
ular with younger Asian-American voters.

“They’ ve said, well, nobody has invited us,
drawn us into politics, we don’t see ourselves re-
flected in any of these spaces,” she said. “If those
are the reasons Asian-American young people are
not engaging, I think Yang’s done a pretty good job
of leading the conversations and drawing young
people in.”

But, she added, “Other non-Asian candidates
should not assume that Asians only vote for
Asians.”

Interviews with around a dozen community
leaders, elected officials and voters suggest that the
candidates who are best-known to Asian-American
New Yorkers include Mr. Yang, a son of Tai-
wanese immigrants, and two veteran city officials:
Eric Adams, the Brooklyn borough president, and
Scott M. Stringer, the city comptroller.

“It’s really a test of whether people are going
to lean into longer-term relationships with electeds
like Eric and Scott, or are they going to base their
decision, especially the newer voters, on more iden-
tity politics, like with Andrew Yang ” said Ms.
Meng, who has not endorsed a candidate.

Some also mentioned interest in candidates
including Maya D. Wiley, the former counsel to
Mayor Bill de Blasio; Dianne Morales, who has re-
lationships with community leaders from her time
as a nonprofit executive; and Councilman Carlos
Menchaca, a low-polling contender who represents
a significant Asian-American population in Brook-
lyn. Ms. Meng also described Kathryn Garcia, a
former city sanitation commissioner, as being espe-
cially proactive in her outreach.

Like every other constituency in New York,
the Asian-American slice of the electorate encom-
passes a diversity of views on high-priority issues
including education, the economy, poverty and
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health care. But community leaders say that the
matters of security and confronting bias have plain-
ly become among the most urgent, though there are
differences of opinion around the role policing
should play in combating the uptick in attacks.

“Especially during these times, it’s really im-
portant to be that candidate to show that you can
empathize with the Asian-American community,
that you're reaching out actively to the community
and you’re thinking of ways to bring different
coalitions together,” Ms. Meng said.

In Queens, the borough with the largest popu-
lation of people of Asian descent, Mr. Yang's
greatest competition for those voters appears to be
Mr. Adams, a former police officer who has been
vocal in calling for more resources to combat an-
ti-Asian attacks, and who is widely seen as a strong
mayoral contender despite trailing Mr. Yang in the
little public polling that is available.

Eric Adams, the Brooklyn borough president,
has been vocal in requesting more resources to
combat anti-Asian attacks.

“Eric seems to have engaged in the broadest
level of outreach in communities across the city, in
particular, in Asian-American communities,” said
State Senator John C. Liu of Queens, an influential
voice in New York Asian-American politics.

Asked about Mr. Yang’s outreach, he replied,
“I’m going to limit my comments to things I will
positively say about specific candidates.”

“You can use that as my response to your specific
question,” he added.

The parents of Wenjian Liu, a police of-
ficer who was fatally shot in a patrol car in
Brooklyn in 2014, endorsed Mr. Adams on
Sunday.

“Eric Adams was there for us when we
lost our son — and he’s always been there
for the Asian community, not just when he
decided to run for mayor,” Wei Tang Liu
and Xiu Yan Li said in a statement provid-
ed by the Adams campaign.

It’s a message that some may see as a
swipe at Mr. Yang, who has lived in New
York City for years — building a career in
the nonprofit and start-up worlds — but
has not been active in local politics until
now.

At the rally against Asian-American hate late
last month, Jessica Zhao, 36, said she felt torn about
his candidacy. She approved of his outreach to
Asian-American voters as a mayoral candidate, but
she remained concerned by last spring’s op-ed, in
which Mr. Yang offered a wide range of recom-
mendations — including advising that Asian-Amer-
icans should wear red, white and blue.

Indeed, Ms. Zhao had outfitted her husband
— a Navy veteran — with masks bearing the mili-
tary logo out of a “desperate” concern for his safe-
ty. But she detested the notion that proof of patrio-
tism might ward off hate crimes, and was deeply
bothered that, in her view, Mr. Yang seemed to put
the onus for safety on Asian-Americans under at-
tack.

“To put even more of a burden on us — we
could do even more to supposedly pacify racists e-
nough that they won’t attack us — really hit a
nerve,” said Ms. Zhao, who is active with the For-
est Hills Asian Association in Queens. “To say that
he felt ashamed to be Asian, it was like the opposite
of what we needed in that moment. We were so
desperately hoping he could be a galvanizing voice
for us.”

In an interview last week, Mr. Yang declined
to say whether he regretted writing the op-ed, but
said repeatedly that he was “pained” by how it was
perceived.

“It pained me greatly that people felt I was
somehow calling our Americanness into question
when really my feeling was the opposite,” said Mr.
Yang, who also pledged to be more active in New
York’s Asian-American communities. “Which
was, we are just as American as everyone else, and
then, how can we help our people in this time when
there is so much need and deprivation ”

Asked whether he had changed how he ap-
proached matters of race and identity since running
for president, he paused.

“This is a very difficult time,” Mr. Yang final-
ly said. “Our sense of who we are in this country
has changed appreciably in the last number of
months.”

And in the last few weeks, Ms. Zhao’s sense
of Mr. Yang has changed, too, she said.

“Seeing his, 1 guess, evolution, in being able
to properly address anti-Asian sentiment in this
country, that has been encouraging,” she said. “I
can tell that he brings a unique perspective of what
Asians are suffering through. And that’s when rep-
resentation really does come through. That’s when
it does matter.”
