The Cleveland Museum of Art Announces New Acquisitions

Cleveland (January 10, 2022)—Recent acquisitions by the
Cleveland Museum of Art (CMA) include an important water-
color by Paul Cé zanne; a mixed-media artwork by Rashid
Johnson and three sculptures from Melvin Edwards’s series,
Lynch Fragments, that build upon the CMA’s commitment to
diversifying its collections.

Footpath in the Woods

Watercolor by Paul Cézanne is a new
highlight in the CMA’s internationally rec-
ognized collection of works on paper

The acquisition of Footpath in the Woods, a watercolor by
Post-Impressionist Paul Cé zanne, builds upon the CMA’s in-
ternationally recognized stature as a repository of important
19th-century French art.

With its innovative depiction of a trail traversing a forest at the
Jas de Bouffan, an estate Cé zanne inherited from his father,
Footpath in the Woods exemplifies the artist’s groundbreaking
practice. He used selective strokes of watercolor from a limited
palette to suggest light and shade, and allowed work in graphite
in combination with the paper’s whiteness to construct the im-
age. The result is a seemingly unfinished work that was in fact
carefully rendered through a process that did not allow for revi-
sion.

The subject of Footpath in the Woods is C& zanne’s most char-
acteristic; he depicted and reinterpreted the chestnut tree forests
of the Jas de Bouffan in various media throughout much of his
life. This experimental approach allowed Cé zanne to interro-
gate vision itself, as if to suggest that seeing occurs just as much
through absence as it does presence. The composition’s balance
of abstraction and representation, as well as its experimental
style, make Footpath in the Woods an ideal example of the
artist’ s watercolors.

Although the CMA has three paintings and several drawings and
prints by the artist, Footpath in the Woods is the first watercolor
by Cé zanne to enter the museum’s collection and will be high-
lighted in the forthcoming exhibition and publication Nine-
teenth-Century French Drawings at the Cleveland Museum of
Art, on view from January 20 through April 30, 2023.

Standing Broken Men (2021) by Rashid John-
son is an important addition to the CMA’s con-
temporary collection and meaningfully
advances the museum’s goal of diversi-
fying its holdings.

At the center of a frenzied mosaic, an
abstract, fractured  figure
wide-eyed at the viewer. Standing Bro-
ken Men and a related series of mosaic
works grew out of Johnson’s Anxious
Men and Anxious Audiences series
(2015 - 18). As Standing Broken Men
exemplifies, Johnson’s latest works
continue to represent the experience of
anxiety by composing figures through
fragmented shards of ceramic and mir-
rored tiles. Through this technique, bro-
kenness is inherent in the figures and
the worlds they inhabit. However, their pieces are re-
assembled into a dynamic colorful whole, suggesting the
possibility for healing and renewal. As with much of
Johnson’s work, Standing Broken Men can be interpret-
ed as a poignant reflection on the time when it was
made, defined by a global pandemic and a heightened
reckoning with racial inequality. Standing Broken Men
comes to the museum as a generous gift from Agnes
Gund in honor of Helena Huang.

Alongside recent acquisitions by artists such as Robert
Colescott, Simone Leigh, Emma Amos and Wadsworth
Jarrell, among others, Standing Broken Men expands the
range of narratives surrounding African American expe-
riences on view at the CMA. This monumental work al-
so complements three prints by Johnson from his Anx-
ious Men series that the museum acquired in 2020
(2020.77, 2020.78 and 2020.79). Together, they capture
the innovative evolution of Johnson’s art across media.

Melvin Edwards further enhance the CMA’s commitment to di-
versifying its collections and presenting a broad range of histo-
ries in its galleries.

Long Term, a Lusaka and Miliki belong to an ongoing series,
Lynch Fragments, that Melvin Edwards began in 1963. The
Lynch Fragments are relatively small-scale, abstract met-
al wall reliefs that feature recognizable objects—often
objects that could serve as weapons, such as chains,
knives and railroad spikes. Through Edwards’s compo-
sition and welding technique, familiar elements lose their
\ functional associations and yield innovative sculptural
shapes. These forms reveal Edwards’s influences, which
range from Western modernist sculpture and jazz to tra-
ditions of African metalsmithing.

The series title, Lynch Fragments, the artist has ex-
plained, is reflective of his intention to encourage con-
sideration of the violence and destruction wrought by
racism in and beyond American society. The title is not,
he has said, to be taken literally; from the outset he de-
termined that the series would never depict narrative
scenes or recognizable figurative imagery. Even without
literal scenes of violence, the works invite a direct con-
frontation with the viewer; they are displayed at eye lev-
el and protrude off the wall into the viewer’s space.

Through the Lynch Fragments series, Edwards combines
his commitment to abstraction with his investment in the
social and racial histories unfolding outside his studio
walls. In this sense, his work shares attributes with peers
that include David Hammons, Jack Whitten and Martin
Puryear, whose works are represented in the CMA’s col-
lection and offer rich context for this acquisition.

Ohio Expands COVID-19 Testing Locations
with Support from Ohio National Guard

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor
Mike DeWine today announced additional Guard
deployments to support COVID-19 testing loca-
tions across the state, including three testing loca-
tions in Cincinnati.

“We are grateful that National
Guard members are continuing to fill
critical roles in our state's response to
this pandemic, especially as the strain
on our health care providers contin-
ues,” said Governor DeWine. “As cas-
es increase across the state, the best
thing Ohioans can do is to stay up to
date on their COVID-19 vaccine.”

The National Guard is now sup-
porting 12 testing locations across the
state as part of ongoing efforts to ease
some of the burden on the state’s
hardest-hit hospitals as Ohio is experi- | °
encing the highest number of |
COVID-19 driven inpatient hospital-
izations, ICU admissions, and patients on ventila-
tors seen throughout the pandemic. Today, the O-
hio Hospital Association reported 6,727 inpatient
hospitalizations.

cal support, and approximately 2,100 offering
general support, including testing,
food services, in-hospital patient
transportation, administrative tasks,
and more.

The testing locations are helping
to divert testing traffic from hospital
emergency rooms. For example,
since the launch of the Walker Test-
ing Center in Cleveland, more than
22,000 people have been tested, av-
eraging more than 1,100 people dai-
ly.

“Ohio hospitals appreciate the
continued support and service of the
Ohio National Guard during this
critical time of healthcare need re-
lated to COVID-19. The testing locations orga-
nized by the Guard and hospitals have been ex-
tremely important to provide this dedicated ser-
vice to give better access to testing while alleviat-
ing demand of hospitals’ emergency depart-
ments. We will continue to assess daily the needs
for testing and the best utilization of Guard sup-
port during this surge,” according to a statement

from the Ohio Hospital Association.

The Ohio Department of Health and the O-
hio Hospital Association are evaluating the situa-
tion in Ohio’s hospitals daily to assess and maxi-
mize staffing to ensure Guard members are assist-
ing in locations with the most critical needs. Hos-
pitalizations for COVID-19 and non-COVID-19
patients and testing needs change every day, and
staffing adjustments are being made accordingly.

As COVID-19 cases continue to rise, main-

taining up-to-date vaccination remains the best
tool against COVID-19 hospitalization and death.
As Ohio is experiencing record-setting hospital-
izations amid the spread of the Delta and Omi-
cron variants, it’s critical that Ohioans follow
prevention strategies including getting vaccinat-
ed, getting a booster shot if eligible, wearing face
masks, washing hands frequently, getting tested,
and staying home if sick, even if symptoms are
mild.
COVID-19 vaccines are widely available
throughout the state at doctor’s offices, commu-
nity vaccine clinics, hospitals, community health
centers, pharmacies, and more.

Statewide, many providers offer walk-in ap-
pointments, or Ohioans can schedule a vaccina-
tion appointment at gettheshot.coronavirus.ohio.
gov. Ohioans who want to learn more about
COVID-19 testing, and the safety, efficacy, and
side effects of COVID-19 vaccines should talk to
their doctor, nurse, or pharmacist, or visit coron-
avirus.ohio.gov/vaccine.

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Ohio Governor Mike DeWine Week in Review
For the week ending January 7, 2022

On Monday, Governor Mike DeWine an-
nounced that the Ohio Department of Health, the
Ohio National Guard, and the Ohio Hospital Asso-
ciation will expand COVID-19 testing locations in
nine Ohio cities, including several new locations,
starting this week. The additional testing locations
will be mobilized with support from Ohio Nation-
al Guard personnel. The locations, which are in-
tended to divert testing traffic from hospital emer-
gency rooms, come as the state is experiencing the
highest number of COVID-19 hospitalizations
during the pandemic. On Monday, the Ohio Hos-
pital Association reported a record-setting 6,177
inpatient hospitalizations.

“As the demand for COVID-19 testing in-
creases, adding to the pressure our hospitals are
facing, members of the Ohio National Guard will
continue to play a critical role in the state’s re-
sponse,” said Governor DeWine. “I commend
Guard members for their commitment to their fel-
low Ohioans as they answer the call to serve.”

About 300 members of the Ohio National
Guard will provide support at the additional test-
ing sites, which will be operated in partnership
with Ohio hospitals and health networks.

On Wednesday, in honor of the life and
legacy of Cleveland Police Officer Shane Bartek,
Governor DeWine ordered that flags of the United
States and the State of Ohio be flown at half-staff
upon all public buildings and grounds throughout
Cuyahoga County, the Ohio Statehouse, The Vern

of his funeral, January 11, 2022.

Industry Sector Partnership Grant
Also on Thursday, Lt. Governor Jon
Husted, Director of the Governor’s
Office of Workforce Transformation,
announced that 13 workforce partner-
ships located throughout the state will receive
awards through the Industry Sector Partnership
(ISP) Grant. The program supports partnerships
that help bring Ohioans into the workforce
pipeline while meeting the needs of job creators
and the local economy.

The selected partnerships have been
awarded a total of $2.58 million and focus on
multiple in-demand industry sectors, including in-
formation technology, manufacturing, healthcare,
transportation, and aerospace.

“The awards made today support Industry
Sector Partnerships across the state as they expand
best practices to help Ohioans enter the workforce
in many different industries,” said Lt. Governor
Husted. “These partnerships give everyone a seat
at the table and require collaboration between the
public and private sectors. We have seen this mod-
el succeed and will continue to invest in partner-
ships that prepare more students and job seekers
for high wage jobs in their regions.”

Business, industry, and education leaders
from across the state issued support for the Indus-
try Sector Partnership Grant after receiving
awards.

Additionally, Governor DeWine and O-
| hio Department of Natural Resources
(ODNR) Director Mary Mertz an-
— nounced on Thursday that the Shawnee
State Forest will expand by more than

1,200 acres.

“By growing Shawnee State Forest, we
are securing, protecting, and conserving
important land in Ohio for the future,”
said Governor DeWine. “The expansion
| will significantly increase Ohio’s
largest contiguous block of forest, en-
hancing biodiversity and providing a
mix of recreational opportunities, as
well as other direct and indirect benefits to all O-
hioans.”

Shawnee State Forest

ODNR’s Division of Forestry acquired the
property with a federal partnership grant through
the Forest Legacy Program.

The 1,252-acre tract in Scioto County is ap-
proximately 75 miles south of Columbus and 65
miles east of Cincinnati. The land, located near
Shawnee State Park and The Nature Conservan-
cy’s Edge of Appalachia Preserve, is now part of
the state forest. This purchase will allow ODNR to
partner with the Buckeye Trail Association and
reroute a section of the Buckeye Trail off the road
and through the wooded area.

“This partnership with the Buckeye Trail As-
sociation will provide people with an amazing op-
portunity to see our largest state forest,” said Di-
rector Mary Mertz. “More public land under con-

servation management will protect water quality,
improve wildlife habitat and forest products, in-
crease recreational opportunities, and improve e-
cosystem services for the local community and

people all over the state.”

Ohio’s Forest Legacy Program, which uses
perpetual working forest agreements or fee-simple
purchase on working forest lands, was established
in 2005. The Division of Forestry has obtained
Legacy Program funding to permanently protect
9,720 acres of important working forest land with-

in Ohio. More information about the program can
be found here and by searching for “Forest Lega-
cy” at ohiodnr.gov.

In addition to the U.S. Department of Agri-
culture Forest Service’s financial support provid-
ed with grant cost-share from the state, the Ohio
Chapter of the National Wild Turkey Federation
and the Ruffed Grouse Society both contributed
funds to support the acquisition.

Ohio students seeking to earn a Commer-
cial Driver’s License (CDL) now have the op-
portunity to receive financial aid thanks to a new
program announced on Thursday by the Ohio
Department of Higher Education (ODHE) and
Governor DeWine.

The Commercial Truck Driver Student Aid
Program is meant to promote and encourage job
growth for Ohio’s commercial drivers through e-
ducational training in programs related to em-
ployment opportunities. Funds awarded to eligi-
ble institutions through a competitive application
process will be disbursed in the form of grants and
loans to students who enroll in approved CDL
training programs at those institutions. The Stu-
dent Aid program was originally enacted in the
state’s biennial budget bill (HB110), with addi-
tional parameters of the program set forth in
SB166, signed by Governor DeWine last month.

“Commercial truck drivers are a vital part of
Ohio’s economy, and this program will allow for
the growth of this in-demand occupation,” said
ODHE Chancellor Randy Gardner. “T am grateful
for the leadership of Governor DeWine and the
General Assembly in addressing this critical need
and providing the funding to help Ohio students
succeed.”

Students receiving funds to complete a CDL
program must commit to reside and be employed
in Ohio for a minimum of one year upon comple-
tion of the program. A total of $5 million in fund-
ing is available through the program over the next

two years, and eligible institutions can request a
maximum of $200,000 per year to support their
CDL programs.

The application period for institutions opens
today. Application materials can be found on the
ODHE website at https://www.ohiohighered.
