The letter addresses the following:
* Student Wellness and Success
funding for mental health program-
ming and training
* Ohio School Safety Center re-
sources and expansion
* $100 million in grants for school
safety and security upgrades
* New behavioral threat assess-
ment training for educators
* Optional arming of school staff
and training requirements

"House Bill 99, which I
signed this week, addresses the op-
tion of arming school staff. Arming
school personnel is a serious deci-
sion that is left up entirely to your
school. It is optional. It is one of
many tools that you can choose
based on your unique school situa-

tion. Other tools, such as a school
safety officer, may serve your
school better," wrote Governor
DeWine in the letter. "I signed this
bill because we know some schools
want to do this and know that each
school situation is different 1 did
not want to deny schools this op-
tion and wanted to make sure that
if a school chooses this option that
all training hours are directly rele-
vant to situations that could occur
in schools. However, I have made
it clear that, in my opinion, the
much preferred option is to have a
school resource officer in each
school building."

Governor DeWine's recent
school safety announcements are
part of a multi-faceted, comprehen-
sive approach to school safety that
has been in process since taking of-
fice 2019. Ongoing initiatives di-
rectly and indirectly impact school
safety through efforts contributing
to an overall reduction in violence
and enhanced mental wellness ser-
vices for youth.

Governor DeWine Announces 112 Brownfield Remediation Projects Throughout Ohio

(COLUMBUS, Ohio) -- Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon Husted today an-
nounced state support for 112 brownfield remedi-
ation projects that will help clean up contaminat-
ed properties in Ohio to make way for future eco-
nomic development.

As part of the Ohio Brownfield Remedia-
tion Program, the Ohio Department of Develop-
ment is awarding $192 million for projects im-
pacting 41 Ohio counties.

“These properties are vital spaces in our
communities, ones that are not only being wasted
in their current capacity, but oftentimes are a dan-
ger to their local communities,” said Governor
DeWine. “Today, we’re reclaiming these spaces
for the future of our residents, businesses, and
communities.”

Today’s $192 million in grant awards in-
cludes approximately $187.8 million for 79
clean-up projects and $4.5 million for 33 assess-
ment projects. These grants are in addition to the
$60 million in Ohio Brownfield Remediation
Program grants awarded in April. An additional
$98 million in funds will be awarded in the com-
ing months.

“This is revitalization at its finest,” said Lt.
Governor Husted. “These investments in cleaning
up brownfields take blighted properties and turn
them into parks, housing, or economic develop-
ment sites that improve the quality of life for ev-
eryone in the local community.”

Funds awarded today will help to assess
and clean up industrial, commercial, and institu-
tional brownfield sites that are abandoned, idled,
or underutilized due to a known or potential re-
lease of hazardous substances or petroleum. Fol-
lowing site remediation, properties can be rede-
veloped to revitalize neighborhoods and attract
new economic development.

“These funds are significant investments in
the future of our communities,” said Lydia Miha-
lik, director of the Ohio Department of Develop-
ment. “By cleaning up these hazardous sites, we’

Examples among the 112 projects receiving
funding are:
* Belmont County Health Department: $897,460
for the Belmont County Habilitation Center As-
bestos Abatement and Demolition Project. Origi-
nally developed as an assisted living facility for
residents with intellectual disabilities, this 85-bed
facility served six counties in Southeast Ohio be-
ginning in 1981. The facility operated as such un-
til the early 2000s, and the building has been va-
cant since. After remediation and development,
the county plans to construct a building to serve
as the new home of the county health department
and as a county records building.
* Beacon Communities (Cuyahoga): $1,450,000
million for the remediation of asbestos and lead
paint at the Central High School building, which
has been vacant since 2013 and is currently a
danger to the neighborhood in its current condi-
tion. Initially constructed in the 1880s for resi-
dential properties, the site was later an ice cream
factory in the 1920s, and all structures were de-
molished by the late 1930s to make way for the
construction of Central High School. The build-
ing operated as a school until 2013 and has been
vacant since. After cleanup, the property will be
renovated as approximately 80 affordable apart-
ments for seniors and community space.
* Half Baked Holdings, LLC (Franklin):
$3,113,983 for the remediation of asbestos in the
former Kroger Bakery along Columbus’ Cleve-
land Avenue Corridor. Kroger operated the bak-
ery for more than 90 years until operations ceased
in 2019. After cleanup, the building will be a part
of the larger Kroger Bakery redevelopment, in-
cluding residential apartments, restaurant and
commercial space, and office space.
* Port of Greater Cincinnati Development Au-

of asbestos and lead paint in the Crosley Build-
ing, which was built in 1929 and served as the
home to the Crosley Radio Corporation until
1946. The site was then used primarily for indus-
trial purposes until it was abandoned in 2006 and
later condemned in 2012. The building will be re-
developed as The Crosley, a 200-unit affordable
housing project, including commercial and studio
space, a rooftop garden, and lounge space.

* Lawrence County Port Authority: $3,239,250
for the removal and disposal of asbestos-contain-
ing materials present throughout the South Point
Biomass site. From the 1940s to the late 1990s,
various chemical plants producing ammonia, ure-
a, melamine, fertilizer, ethanol, and formaldehyde
operated on the property and the surrounding
area. After remediation, the site will be available
for economic development efforts underway at
the Point Industrial Park.

* Western Reserve Port Authority (Mahoning):
$496,000 for the removal of petroleum contami-
nants and groundwater remediation of CASTLO
Area A, which is a five-acre property that was
once part of the Youngstown Sheet and Tub
Struthers division. After cleanup, the site will be
redeveloped as a mixed-use facility, supporting a
new retail outlet, indoor sports training, and small
manufacturing operations. Site acreage along the
Yellow Creek and Mahoning River will become a
public park and gathering space for outdoor activ-
ities.

* SP Rotunda (Montgomery): $823,624 for the
cleanup of asbestos in the Dayton Arcade's North
Arcade, which has been vacant for nearly 30
years. The North Arcade's historic buildings make
up more than 85,000 square-feet of space and are
directly attached to the South Arcade. Once com-
pleted, the North Arcade will feature a 91-room
Hilton Garden Inn with ground-floor retail and
restaurant space.

* Muskingum County Land Reutilization Corp:
$120,000 for asbestos abatement at Munson Ele-

solely as an elementary school until 2005. The
site has been vacant for 17 years and is in poor
condition. Brownfield Remediation Program
funds will allow for asbestos abatement through-
out the site. After cleanup, the county plans to re-
habilitate the property as mixed-income residen-
tial units.

* Port Authority of Northwestern Ohio (Putnam):
$2,571,596 for the remediation of asbestos and
the removal of universal wastes at the Display
Components Manufacturing Facility. Since 1947,
a variety of industrial operations have utilized this
site, primarily manufacturing cathode ray tubes
for televisions. Operations ceased in 2002, and
the site has remained largely vacant with build-
ings in various states of disrepair. After remedia-
tion, some of the buildings will be demolished for
public safety, and the remaining 400,000
square-feet will be marketed to industrial users.

The Ohio Brownfield Remediation Program
was created with support from the Ohio General
Assembly in the current operating budget. Fund-
ing for the program is first come, first served with
a $1 million set-aside for each county. Today's
funding awards are the final grants to be awarded
as part of the first round of grant funding. Appli-
cations for the next round, which is exclusively
for counites that have not yet exhausted their $1
million set-aside, are currently under considera-
tion. All remaining funds not used by counties in
the first two rounds will be made available
statewide in the third round, which will open for
applications on July 1, 2022.

The Brownfield Remediation Program is
part of Governor DeWine's Ohio BUILDS Initia-
tive, which focuses on supporting targeted solu-
tions that impact quality of life, such as water in-
frastructure improvements, broadband expansion,
brownfield redevelopment, the demolition of
blighted buildings, and more.

‘Invisibility is Not a Superpower’ — Indian Country Today
Re-emerges as a National Platform for Native Americans

Ed. Note: Earlier this week the Corpora—
tion for Public Broadcasting (CPB)announced?
a $500,000, two —year grant to support?Indian
Country Today’s daily news broadcast. The an—
nouncement comes after ICT’s closure four
years ago and its re —emergence as a national
multimedia platform covering Native American
communities. The news also comes as Native
American communities are experiencing greater
visibility on the national stage. Mark Trahant is
a veteran reporter and Editor-at—large for ICT.
He spoke with EMS’s Peter Schurmann about
ICT’s role covering Indian Country at this his—
toric moment.

Indian Country Today’s re —emergence
comes as Native American communities are
gaining greater visibility. What is the signifi—
cance of this moment?

Crystal EchoHawk did?a study?about four
years ago on changing public perceptions of Na-
tive Americans and said at the time that invisibility
is not a superpower, that it weakens your ability to
be in the public discourse. And we are now at a
moment when--- there is the rise of popular shows
like Rutherford Falls, Dark Winds, Reservation
Dogs, all these media experiences that are putting
Native Americans in the limelight. And globally,
we are about to see the rise of Indigenous nation-
hood in a different way. I am thinking specifically
of?Greenland’s transition from Denmark?to be-
coming an independent nation, and how more
people are going to see and experience interna-
tional governance from Indigenous people. How
that changes the conversation will be really inter-
esting. But all of this comes at a time when people
still don’t know much about tribal communities.

Does that inform how do you see ICT’s
role in the broader media landscape?

This goes to our philosophy. Part of it is that
we don’t want to be event driven, but issue driv-
en. Which means we try to look for the big picture
on stories and try to explain things. In the old
world of journalism, journalists rushed to be first
on a story. And frankly, we don’t care if we’re
first. We really want to have it right, and we’ll
take an extra day or two--+ whatever it takes to get
that context. And the other part is that Native
Americans didn’t—and still don’t—see them-
selves in media. I mean, here we are in 2022 and

just two weeks ago MSNBC hired its first Native
American as an on-air commentator. There is not a
single Native on-air reporter or on-air producer. I’
m working on a story now about corporate board
participation and of all public media companies
there is not a single Native American. So we are
still in a position where there are so many zeroes
out there.

How were you able to rebuild ICT s au—
dience after it’s closure?

We knew we wanted to be a non-profit and
started asking readers for money. And that came
really quick, mostly through small donations--- the
average was $35. We got letters from across the
country and one of my favorites was a letter from
Pine Ridge, South Dakota with a $15 money or-
der. Which means someone cared enough about
our success to stand in line at a post office to buy a
money order, and then mail that to us with a letter.
That’s really incredible. The other interesting
thing the data shows is that our readership is really
young. Our number one readership group is 25 to
34, and that’s been very consistent from the be-
ginning.

And what do you attribute to being able
to connect with younger audiences?

Mobile. One of the first decisions we made
when I was brought on was to have everyone in-
volved in the project remember that the mobile
phone is the most powerful instrument ever in-
vented. It is really easy in the newspaper world to
think of web pages as being your vehicle--- but ev-
ery day our traffic is 85% mobile. So from the
very beginning we looked at what our load times
are on mobile, how our stories look on mobile. 1
remember before we launched, I was up in Bethel,
Alaska, and [ was testing page load times.

There’s been a lot of reporting about the lack
of connectivity in tribal communities. Did that
present an obstacle to growing your audience
reach?

Policy makers are really focused on expand-
ing broadband access, and that’s important for
schools and homes and things like that. But for us
it is all about mobile access and that is a whole
different game. I remember five years ago in
Navajo country how difficult it was to get mobile
reception, and now you can travel across the entire
reservation while keeping a signal. And I think
that is a fundamental change that made this whole
project easier.

What role has technology played in the
rising visibility of Indian Country ?

Social media has brought about a funda-
mental change for Indigenous people. Now what
happens in New Zealand or Australia, for exam-
ple, becomes local. The connections are real and
lasting. Events like Idle No More in Canada and
Standing Rock, meanwhile, captured social media
in ways no one expected, connecting the world to
these stories. Hollywood is a different matter.
‘What helped with Hollywood was that one success
led to another. The rise of shows like Rutherford
Falls led to Reservation Dogs, the same group of
people working together. And Hollywood started
to see that this is successful, that there is a market
there they haven’t thought of. Which is essentially
what we’re doing too. There is a market here that
people haven’ t thought of.

What are the top issues for Indian Coun—
try that warrant wider attention?

Climate, partly because the climate story has
only been told from the disaster point of view,
which is important. But the resiliency side hasn’t
been told. Sovereignty is another big issue, having
communities be able to decide their own future. If
you look at the world’s land base, Indigenous
people control roughly 25% of the land. And if

you look at all the minerals required to transition
to electric vehicles, 95% of these mineral deposits
run through Indian Country. Lithium, copper -+
almost all the minerals required. And so one of the
conversations with our readers is, can you be a-
gainst everything when it might be the only way to
get forward on climate.

How will you gauge ICT’s success in the
coming years?

The big one is to get on more public televi-
sion stations and be a true national broadcast. We’
re now on about 30 public television stations. Hav-
ing the CPB imprint will really help expand this.
On the digital side we’d like to get to 1 million
visitors a month: we’re at about 800,00 now. Per-
sonally, I look for the day when we have kids
coming through here on school tours every day,
because that is when [ know we’re telling the next
generation this is a career for you.
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started in 2010, had its last in-person event
in 2019. With a two year break due to the
pandemic, the Festival received over- B
whelming support for the return of an
in-person event on May 21-22, including =
over 30,000 attendees during the weekend,
122 hard working volunteers, the generous
sponsors that make everything possible,
over 100 vendors and exhibitors, commit-
ted partners, and the talented performers
and martial artists.

Survey results also indicate
that most of the attendees will return to
AsiaTown to dine or shop - which is one of the
primary goals of the Festival: to help drive the
growth of the AsiaTown neighborhood, and con-
tribute to the rich diversity of Cleveland. Other
goals include sharing of the Asian culture with all
people, and celebration of Asian Pacific Ameri-
can Heritage month in May.

The many excellent and
diverse Asian food offerings
continued to be one of the
biggest draws of the festival.
Additionally, the two tent-cov-
ered stages were packed with
attendees eager to see the a-
mazing martial arts demonstra-
tions, Colors of Asia Fashion
show, and many wonderful
cultural performances repre-
senting Chinese, Indian, Tai-
wanese, Japanese, Korean,
Nepalese, Karen and other eth-
nicities. A festival highlight
was the 5th Asian-Pop / K-Pop
dance competition which drew §
contestants from all over Ohio
including Cincinnati, Dayton,
Columbus and NE Ohio. The
5K team won $1000 1st place,
Classick won $500 2nd 500,
and Solar Dance Team won F%
$250 3rd place. The Festival
