Olympic star Dominique Moceanu will be
the Grand Marshal of the 2022 Parade of Flags.
Dominique was part of the first U.S. Women's
Gymnastics Team to ever win Olympic Gold in
1996. Her team broke barriers in the sport and in-

= spired generations to come
with  its  monumental
Olympic victory for the US.
Dominique remains the

Championship silver and bronze
medalist. In 1998, Dominique
became the only American
woman in history to win the
Goodwill Games All-Around ti-
tle. She’s been inducted into the
USA Gymnastics Hall of Fame
and the U.S. Olympic Hall of
Fame with her 1996 teammates.
She authored a New York
Times bestselling memoir titled
Off Balance, which shared her
story and shone a light on mak-
ing the sport safer for future gen-
erations of athletes. Having long
called for improvements and
positive change in her sport, Do-
minique has become an advocate

for young athletes - in an attempt to provide
them with support and safety measures she herself
never received.

Dominique believes athletes can have a
healthy experience, free from abuse and still be
successful at the highest levels of their respective
sports. She was called to testify before the Senate
Judiciary Committee to push for a system of man-
dates to protect child athletes from abuse.

Dominique is also the proud business owner
of the Dominique Moceanu Gymnastics Center in
Medina, OH, where she practices what she has
preached - offering a safe, supportive and enjoy-
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able experience for the young athletes, where par-
ents are welcome and there is even a yoga studio
on site!

Dominique is proud of her Romanian her-
itage and is eager to be part of the diversity of One
World Day.

Governor DeWine Announces $5 Million
Grant Program for New H20hio Best Manage—
ment Practice

(TOLEDO, Ohio)—Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine and the Ohio Department of Agriculture
(ODA) today announced a $5 million grant pro-
gram for a new H20hio Best Management Prac-
tice (BMP) - the Two-Stage Ditch. A two-stage
ditch is a conservation practice that modifies the
shape of a drainage ditch to create vegetation
benches on each side. The vegetative benches
slow water flow and reduce downstream nutrient
runoff.

“Clean water for all Ohioans is a top prior-
ity,” said Governor DeWine. “I am pleased that
H2O0hio continues to implement new solutions to
improve water quality.”

The two-stage ditch becomes the eighth
BMP that ODA has offered in the H2Ohio pro-
gram. H2Ohio incentivizes producers to imple-
ment proven conservation practices to reduce nu-
trient runoff and improve water quality.

“We are very excited to expand the H20-
hio program with an additional best management
practice,” said ODA Director Dorothy Pelanda.
“We always strive to evolve with H2Ohio, look-
ing at science to offer the best practices to reduce
nutrient runoff.”

The Two-Stage Ditch Grant Program is
available in the 24 counties in the Western Lake

Erie Basin. Soil and Water Conservation Districts
(SWCDs), and county engineers are eligible to
apply for up to full reimbursement of the
two-stage ditch construction.

"Two stage ditches are an important tech-
nology that reestablishes the natural floodplain
area, which lowers flood risk and increases water
quality,” said Lucas County Engineer Mike
Pniewski.  “H2Ohio's investment will improve
the quality of life for those in the Maumee River
Watershed."

Applications for the grant program will be
mailed directly to SWCDs and county engineer
offices and must be completed and submitted by
November 30, 2022.

H20hio is Governor DeWine’s initiative to
ensure safe and clean water in Ohio. It is a com-
prehensive, data-driven approach to improving
water quality over the long term. It is a collabora-
tion between ODA, the Ohio Department of Nat-
ural Resources, and the Ohio Environmental Pro-
tection Agency. H20hio focuses on encouraging
agricultural best management practices, restoring
wetlands, and replacing home septic systems to
reduce nutrients that contribute to harmful algal
blooms.

Governor DeWine Announces Final Approval
Of Extended Health Coverage for New Moms

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine today announced that the Centers for
Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) ap-
proved Ohio Medicaid’s extended coverage for
new moms from 60 days to 12 months after the
birth of their child. With this extension, CMS es-
timates approximately 21,000 Ohio women annu-
ally will be eligible for this extended health cov-
erage.

“Maternal health is a strong predictor of a
child’s health, so by extending health coverage
for new moms, we are helping to provide the
healthiest possible start in life for Ohio’s chil-
dren,” said Governor DeWine. “Ohio began this
extended coverage on April 1, 2022, and CMS’s

final approval is the last step to ensuring we can
continue providing these services.”

“We know that access to postpartum care
not only saves lives but leads to better health out-
comes for moms and their babies,” said Maureen
Corcoran, director of Ohio Medicaid. “Extending
eligibility for a full year postpartum ensures
women have access to critical services that im-
pact maternal morbidity and mortality as well as
the health of their baby.”

For moms who need it, available coverage
in cludes treatment for postpartum depression;
medical care for chronic conditions, such as hy-
pertension or diabetes; breastfeeding resources;
and evidence-based nurse home visiting.

Governor DeWine Awards $5 Million

for Local Jail Projects

(COLUMBUS, Ohio) - Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine announced today that he is providing state
assistance to six county jails in Ohio for targeted
safety, security, and operational projects.

Approximately $5 million has been awarded
to the following jails through the Ohio Department
of Rehabilitation and Correction’s (ODRC) Bureau
of Adult Detention:
Darke County - $1.8 million for security upgrades
Ross County - $1.6 million for security upgrades
Monroe County - $329,000 for a sewer system pro-
ject
Erie County - $150,000 for a sewer system project
Highland County - $179,000 for security upgrades
Pickaway County - $902,000 for a sewer system
project

“Ohio is making significant investments in
the safety and overall operations of our jails to help
them better meet the demands of our criminal jus-
tice system,” said Governor DeWine. "These jail
improvements will help alleviate more significant

issues in the future and help ensure these facili-
ties are operating safely.”

Today's grant awards are part of $50 mil-
lion allocated by the legislature at Governor
DeWine's request for local jail renovations in
Senate Bill 310 of 133rd Ohio General Assem-
bly. Governor DeWine awarded $45 million to
six jails last year for major construction projects,
and the remaining $5 million in funding was re-
served for smaller-scale, immediate safety con-
cerns.

Governor DeWine has also partnered with
the Ohio General Assembly on additional grant
funding for Ohio jails that will be awarded
through the current capital budget. House Bill
687, which was passed by the 134th General
Assembly and signed by Governor DeWine this
summer, provides another $51 million in grant
funding for jail capital projects. The application
period for this new round of grant money will
open in coming weeks.

Governor DeWine Increases Ohio Violent Crime
Reduction Grant Program to $100 Million

(COLUMBUS, Ohio) -- Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine announced today that he is increasing
the amount of violent crime reduction grant fund-
ing available to local law enforcement agencies
by $42 million.

The funds added today increase the total
amount of money available to law enforcement
through the Ohio Violent Crime Reduction Grant
Program from $58 million to $100 million.

"Violent crime is spiking nationwide, and
here in Ohio, I want to ensure that our local law
enforcement agencies have as much support as
possible," said Governor DeWine. "From new e-
quipment to more staff, we're giving our agencies
the flexibility to use these grants in ways that
make the biggest impact on the safety of their
communities."

Governor DeWine made today's funding
announcement while visiting the Whitehall Police
Department, which is receiving more than
$630,000 in violence reduction funds to help
them replace aging technology in their dispatch
center and maintain reliable emergency services
for citizens.

To date, $28.7 million in grants have been

Governor DeWine partnered with the Ohio
General Assembly to launch the Ohio Violent
Crime Reduction Grant Program last year with $8
million from the state's operating budget and later
expanded the program to include $50 million
from the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA). Be-
cause the total amount of grant requests far ex-
ceeded $58 million, today's $42 million in addi-
tional funding will go toward qualifying requests
that have already been submitted. The $42 million
is part of the ARPA funding set aside by the Gov-
ernor and Ohio General Assembly specifically for
use by law enforcement and other first respon-
ders.

Uses for this funding include but are not
limited to the creation, implementation, and/or
expansion of proven or promising violent crime
reduction initiatives such as place-network inves-
tigations, focused deterrence, hot-spot policing,
and crime gun intelligence centers. Grants can al-
sobe used for recruitment efforts, retention
bonuses, hiring bonuses, payroll costs, technolo-
gy, equipment, training, technical assistance, ana-
lytical tools/support, and overtime costs associat-
ed with implementing crime reduction strategies.

Andy Beshear an-

nounced today that the two states jointly submitted
a second federal funding application to support
bridge and roadway improvements along the
eight-mile Brent Spence Bridge Corridor from the
Western Hills Viaduct in Ohio to Dixie Highway
in Kentucky.

The new funding request was made to the
Bridge Investment Program and is in addition to
the still-pending May 2022 funding request made
to the Multimodal Projects Discretionary Grant
Program. Ohio and Kentucky articulated in both
applications that a total of $1.66 billion in federal
grant funding is needed regardless of which dis-
cretionary grant program awards funds to the pro-
ject. The states are applying to multiple Bipartisan
Infrastructure Law (BIL) grant programs to give
themselves the best chance of receiving maximum
funding, a strategy that is in line with the pledges
of Governors DeWine and Beshear to pursue ev-
ery federal dollar available for this bridge project.

“Now, more than ever, our national econo-
my depends on the efficient movement of people,
goods, and services on our federal Interstate Sys-

tem,” said Governor DeWine. “The Brent Spence
Bridge Corridor Project is long overdue, and our
residents deserve to have these highway infrastruc-
ture upgrades become a reality. Ohio and Ken-
tucky continue to work closely with our federal
partners to secure the funding we need to invest in
our future through the transformation of this criti-
cal corridor."

“The time for us to act is now,” said Gover-
nor Beshear. “Kentucky and Ohio are working
with our partners to ensure we have the funding
we need to complete improvements along the
Brent Spence Bridge corridor. There is a tremen-
dous sense of urgency surrounding this project be-
cause we recognize how important it is for the
people we serve. I want us to be able to break
ground next year.”

The Brent Spence Bridge Corridor Project
calls for the construction of a companion bridge to
the west of the existing Brent Spence Bridge, as
well as improvements to the current bridge and the
roadway network that ties into each river crossing.
Ohio and Kentucky will share the cost of the new

bridge equally, and each state will be responsible
for the needed work on its side of the Ohio River.

As the project moves closer to full funding,
the pace of activity has picked up to ensure con-
struction readiness. The bi-state project team is
prioritizing the following activities while the fed-
eral funding requests are under review:

Updating the financial plan to align with ex-
isting funding opportunities and anticipated pro-
ject needs, including evaluation of the potential
impacts of inflation on the funding plans for each
state;

-Continuing development of the revised concept
for the new companion bridge, which significantly
improves safety by separating through and local
traffic;

-Analyzing potential options for construction using
the design/build process; and

-Performing environ-
mental field work, in-
cluding updating air
and noise evalua-
tions.

Brent

Spence Bridge Corridor Pro-
ject will invest in local communities and help
grow America’s economy. Spanning eight miles
between the Western Hills Viaduct in Ohio and
Dixie Highway in Kentucky, the project will ad-
dress the second-worst truck bottleneck in the na-
tion by improving safety and travel on the inter-
state connection that carries more than $700 bil-
lion worth of freight every year.

In addition, the project will improve access to
the central business districts of Cincinnati, Ohio,
and Covington, Kentucky, and will also support
local businesses and underserved communities in
historic neighborhoods on both sides of the river.
Ohio and Kentucky are working together to deliv-
er this transformative project that will improve the
quality of life for the millions of Americans who
use the federal highway system to travel between
the two states and beyond.

Sev-
eral hundred people at-
tended the event,which
included performances
by a Chinese flutist and
children’s choir as well
as the Lion Dance and a
traditional Chinese cos-
tume show. Agreat number of those attending
were families who had adopted children from
China. These families demonstrated a desire to
keep the cultural link with their children’s her-
itage by enjoying the Chinese celebrations
sponsored by the Association.

Whereas an organization may actively
support a spectrum of general cultural offer-
ings, what motivates any of us individuals to
act tends to be deeply personal.

My late husband, a native of Guangdong,
educated in Hong Kong and Taiwan, and a nat-
uralized citizen of the United States of Ameri-
ca, often spoke of the practical nature of the
Chinese character. Yes, delicious food may be
a requirement of the Chinese palate, but when
times are hard, even a stewed rodent is appreci-
ated insofar as eating it will keep you alive.

My predecessor as President had been ap-
pointed to her position, and before she asked
me to take the job as her term ended, there had
been much talk about dissolving the organiza-
tion for lack of interest. No one would step for-
ward to lead the Association.

How could I not?

A Chinese New Year Celebration was first
on the agenda. My predecessor’s advice was to
keep it simple and enjoy the job. With the gen-
erous help of several CAGY A members and my
t’ai chi students, the Year of the Dragon en-
tered with firecrackers, raffles, red envelopes
with lucky money, and greetings from various
parts of China in several dialects. With one
hundred people attending, it was a relatively
modest celebration, but certainly heartfelt.

Later in the year, just eighteen people at-
tended the Mothers Day luncheon, but all the
mothers left with red roses. Mid-Autumn Festi-
val was attended by one hundred people, in-
cluding over twenty students from China, who
were currently attending a local high school or
the university. Each family or individual left the
gathering with a white lotus seed paste moon-
cake to enjoy while sipping tea and gazing at
the harvest moon.

When I
took the job as
President, 1 had
no idea what I

was facing. I |
was grateful that
the Treasurer |

had agreed to
stay at his post
for an additional
year. He had a
history with the
organization and
managed the |
contact lists as

well as the finances. The By-Laws state that the
general meeting of all registered members is to
function as the highest authority of the Associa-
tion. I had hoped to discuss and determine the
future of the organization with this highest au-
thority. So all members were invited to a gen-
eral meeting and provided with a copy of the
Association’s By-Laws. Eight members attend-
ed the meeting. It was agreed that we should
contact former members of the Association to
ask what would bring them back to it. We also
asked what they liked most and least about their
experience with the Association.About one
hundred questionnaires were sent out. Nine re-
sponses were received.

A list of twenty-two ideas were gleaned
from these responses. All current members
were invited to another meeting to review these
ideas. A total of nine members attended this
meeting.

It was clear that all respondents regarded
welcoming newcomers at Association events as
priority #1. A majority of respondents also pri-
oritized solid leadership from within the local
Chinese community, commitment to Chinese
culture, greater participation by Association
members as well as getting to know one anoth-
er better, laughing more and having fun.

It was also clear that the non-ethnic Chi-
nese respondents were interested in learning
more about Chinese language, culture and cus-
toms. The ethnic Chinese respondents, presum-
ably satisfied with their grasp of the language,
culture and customs, were less interested in
mentoring programs for children, Chinese lan-
guage school for children or adult learners, and
speakers on interesting aspects of Chinese cul-
ture.

It also became clear that the Association is
not what it used to be. Times have changed.
Some believe that the organization’s relevance
to their lives has disappeared.

On the face of it, a broad purpose such as
the promotion and preservation of Chinese cul-
ture and traditions may raise questions such as
“Which aspects of Chinese culture should be
promoted? Which traditions?” In these modern
times, some ask “How much should we re-
member? How much should we forget?”

So at the end of my term as President, a
Former Presidents Meeting was called to seek
direction for the organization’s future. This
coming year will require a full team of partici-
pants leading the Association.

Will the organization go dormant? The ju-
ry is still out, as the Nominating Committee for
a new team of Association leaders does not
meet until early January.Who will step forward
this time?
