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Grandparents Still Targeted for Scams

Better Business Bureau Serving Greater
Cleveland (BBB?) is reminding families to be on
alert for scams targeting senior adults. In the past,
scammers would claim a grandchild was in trou-
ble with the law or in jail. However, in the
post-pandemic era, the scam has taken a new
twist. The FTC released a warning last year advis-
ing consumers to be cautious of scammers posing
as grandchildren who are sick in the hospital or
stranded overseas due to coronavirus. These com-
munications come with a sense of urgency which
panics victims into wiring money under the pre-
text of paying a hospital bill or making travel ar-
rangements.

In 2021, Better Business Bureau received
over 200 reports of scams taking the form of a
family or friend emergency. In these scams, over
35% of consumers reported losing money. Most
commonly, this was in the form of an online mon-
ey transfer or prepaid credit or gift card. Victims
were usually solicited through phone calls. BBB
wants to remind the public that older adults are
susceptible to many types of scams, not just ones
specifically targeting grandparents.

BBB also recommends seniors should:

e Verify the Caller’s Identity. Ask specific
and targeted questions that a stranger couldn’t
possibly answer, such as a middle name or the

name of an elementary school. Confirm the emer-
gency itself by contacting another family member
or friend through a trusted method.

e Resist the Urge to Act Immediately - It’
s easy to panic when a family member may be in
danger, but stay calm.

e Don’t Send Money - Scammers may
ask for cash in the form of cash, money transfers,
or gift cards. Don’t send funds until you can vali-
date contacts.

Child advocate listen to gubernatorial
candidates at forum on issues affecting chil-

The two candidates for Ohio governor said
they will focus on making life better for the state’
s kids if they win in November.

Gov. Mike DeWine, the Republican incum-
bent running for re-election, and Nan Whaley, the
Democratic candidate for Ohio Governor, made
their comments separately during a forum for
Groundwork Ohio Thursday in Columbus.

DeWine told the crowd he wants the state to
be number one in research and access to quality
health care. He said his goal for this next term is
to make sure all kids in Ohio are able to pursue a
career or job training after high school.

“The worst thing that could happen is for a child
to graduate from high school and have no path-
way," DeWine said.

DeWine talked about how he has allocated $1.2
billion in budget spending for things like wellness
clinics and counseling in schools to deal with be-
havioral health needs of students.

DeWine said?he's put wraparound services in

schools?
through his
OhioSTART
program.
Those  ser-
vices are de-
signed to
meet multi-
ple physical,
mental, and
behavioral l
health needs §
of  patients
and families
affected by
drug abuse.

He said focusing on keeping kids healthy al-
so requires a focus on their families so he wants to
make more treatment and care available in com-
munity settings.

"Our goal should be to make sure there is ac-
cess to every Ohioan who needs help, to every
family who needs help, that there is access within
the community," DeWine said.

DeWine said the state has expanded assis-
tance for foster kids. He also said the state has
spent more than $1 billion for children's initiatives

and will in-
crease
spending in
that area.

DeWine
said every
child needs
the opportu-
nity to suc-
ceed and
{ said  gov-
ernment
and com-
munities
have an
obligation to make that a reality by addressing dis-
parities of children whose families lack necessary
resources.

DeWine left immediately after he spoke and
did not answer questions from reporters.

Later, it was Whaley's turn to talk about her
plans for improving the lives of children.

She said she'd continue many of investments
that have been made in physical and mental health
care for children and their parents. And she said
she would work to break down stigmas.

Whaley also said she'd focus on making

schools and kids safer by implementing part of a
gun reform plan DeWine initially proposed that
would keep guns out of the hands of people who
could pose a danger to themselves or others.

Whaley, who took questions from reporters
after the event, said she'd stand up to the members
of the Ohio Legislature who oppose plans that
make life better for kids and would go up against
special interest groups that interfere.

"We have a weak governor that folds every single
time with the state legislature," Whaley said.

Whaley said child care workers need to be
paid more. But she said the costs of increasing
their pay could not be passed on to families. She
said the state must help pay for it instead of pro-
viding tax cuts for the wealthiest Ohioans.

"Instead of giving tax cuts to the wealthy,
give it to our kids and people who provide for our
kids," Whaley said.

The forum on Thursday was not a debate.
Whaley and DeWine were not on the forum stage
together at the same time. At this point, there are
no debates scheduled before the November elec-
tion.

Ohio Governor Mike DeWine Week in Review

For the week ending October 7, 2022

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE AWABRENESS MONTH

On Monday, Governor Mike DeWine an-
nounced that he is awarding $6.7 million to sup-
port the work of the Ohio Domestic Violence
Network (ODVN) to offer mobile and health ad-
vocacy services and temporary residential ser-
vices for domestic violence survivors across the
state. The announcement comes during National
Domestic Violence Awareness Month.

"Convenient access to health services and a
safe place to stay are vital for domestic violence
survivors because they directly impact quality of
life,” said Governor DeWine. "It's important that
we ensure easy access to these necessities so that
survivors can worry less about housing and medi-
cal care and focus more on the process toward
healing and recovery."

Also on Monday, Governor DeWine an-
nounced that 10 local law enforcement agencies
will receive a total of $12.3 million to help pre-
vent and investigate incidents of violent crime in
their communities.

The grants represent the ninth round of the
Ohio Violent Crime Reduction Grant Program.
To date, Governor DeWine has awarded $58.3
million to 129 Ohio law enforcement agencies as
part of this program. Approximately $100 million
will be awarded to local law enforcement agen-
cies as part of the grant program in total.

"Ohio continues to take proactive steps to
support our local law enforcement and make sure
they have what they need to combat the spike in
crime that's plaguing communities nationwide,"
said Governor DeWine. "With this funding, our
police officers, deputies, and prosecutors will
have more resources to hold offenders account-
able for their crimes and prevent additional crime
in the future."

Just over $2.45 million is available for new
and existing industry sector partnerships, as fund-
ed through the current state operating budget.

“Bridging the gap between educators and
businesses is vital to supporting a thriving work-
force in Ohio,” said Lt. Governor Husted. “Indus-
try Sector Partnerships are a collaboration be-
tween the public and private sectors that prepare
more Ohioans for the growing number of in-de-
mand, high-paying jobs that exist in their commu-
nities.”

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Governor DeWine Announces Honda to Invest in Ohio for Electric Vehicle Production

Including NewBattery Plant with LG Energy
Solution $4.2 billion in investments will secure
more than 2,500 new Ohio jobs

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)— Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine, Lt. Governor Jon Husted, and JobsOhio
leaders announced today that Ohio will con-
tinue its historic dominance in the automo-
tive manufacturing industry as Honda select-
ed Ohio to lead its electric vehicle (EV) pro-
duction and, with LG Energy Solution, a
joint venture battery plant.

During a special event at the Ohio
Statehouse this morning, Honda and LG En-
ergy Solution confirmed that their combined
investments of at least $4.2 billion will create
a total of 2,527 new jobs in Ohio between the
establishment of a new EV battery plant in
Fayette County and the retooling of existing
Honda plants in Union, Logan, and Shelby
counties for electric vehicle production.
Honda’s renewed commitment to Ohio
comes exactly 45 years to the day after Honda
leadership visited the Ohio Statehouse in 1977 to
announce plans for its first vehicle production fa-
cility in the United States, the Marysville Motorcy-
cle Plant.

“It has been more than four decades since
Honda first saw great promise in Ohio, and al-
though the way we manufacture vehicles is evolv-
ing, one thing that will stay the same is the quality
of our workforce and their ability to get the job
done,” said Ohio Governor Mike DeWine. “Hon-
da and LG Energy Solution now join a long list of
companies that have looked all over the country
for the best place to do business and have chosen
Ohio because we have the ideal economic climate
and an innovative and talented workforce. Today’
s announcement is further proof that there is no
better place to be right now than in the great state
of Ohio.”

Of the total investment announced today,
Honda and LG Energy Solution will invest $3.5
billion in the new Fayette County battery plant,
which will create at least 2,200 new jobs. A total
of $700 million will be invested by Honda to re-
tool its Marysville Auto Plant in Union County,
Anna Engine Plant in Shelby County, and East
Liberty Auto Plant in Logan County, creating 327
new jobs on top of its current workforce.

Construction on the Fayette County battery
plant is expected to begin in early 2023, with a
goal of starting mass production of advanced lithi-
um-ion battery modules by 2025. The site, at Inter-
state 71 and U.S. Route 35, offers more than 1,500
acres and is less than an hour's drive from Colum-
bus, Dayton, Cincinnati, and Chillicothe. It also in-
cludes access to utilities, including water, sewer,
electricity, and natural gas.

Honda has a legacy of choosing Ohio for
trailblazing initiatives. In addition to choosing O-
hio for its motorcycle plant on October 11, 1977,
the Marysville Auto Plant produced the very first
Honda Accord on November 1, 1982, and the An-
na Engine Plant, which opened in 1985, now pro-
duces more than 1 million four-cylinder, V-6, and
turbo engines for Honda auto plants throughout
North America. The East Liberty Auto Plant
opened in 1989 and has manufactured over 4.5
million Honda and Acura vehicles since its incep-
tion.

Last month,both companies an-
nounced an agreement to establish a
new joint venture company to produce
lithium-ion batteries in the U.S. to
power Honda and Acura EV models.
The pouch-type batteries produced at the new
plant will be supplied to Honda facilities. The
plant aims to support Honda’s target of making
battery-electric and fuel-cell electric vehicles 100
percent of its vehicle sales by 2040.

“In another major step toward electrification,
LG Energy Solution’s innovative battery technolo-
gies will not only power Honda’s brand-new EV
models but support Ohio’s green economy. We
extend our gratitude to everyone who played a role
in making this happen,” said Dong-Myung Kim,
Executive Vice President of Advanced Automotive
Battery Division at LG Energy Solution.

JobsOhio, the Dayton Development Coalition, One
Columbus, and other state, county, and local offi-
cials and partners all collaborated to bring the pro-
ject to Fayette County.

JobsOhio, the state’s private nonprofit eco-
nomic development corporation, has placed signif-
icant focus on supporting the automotive supply
chain as original equipment manufacturers have
begun to place a major focus on electric vehicle
production.

“Honda’s new commitment comes after 45
years of collaboration, growth, and success, shap-
ing generational opportunity and investment for O-
hioans,” said J.P. Nauseef, JobsOhio president and
CEO. “Honda and Ohio have partnered to
strengthen its current manufacturing while transi-
tioning, together, to build the vehicles of the fu-
ture.”

AccelerateOhio is also shaping the future as a
collaborative effort between the state of Ohio, Job-
sOhio, and 15 public and private organizations to
create an innovation ecosystem for the advanced
mobility sector - including automotive, aviation,
aerospace, and military industries.
