Madison served as an assistant profes-
sor of architecture at Howard University until §
he opened his office, Robert P. Madison Inter-
national, in Cleveland in 1954, the first such
office in Ohio opened by an African American
architect and only the ninth in the country. Ma-
jor building projects for the firm have included
the United States Embassy in Dakar, Senegal,
the Nuclear Facility at Tuskegee Institute (Al-
abama), and the Cleveland Browns Stadium.

His professional affiliations include the
American Institute of Architects,
Chapter, the Architects Society of Ohio and the
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College of Fellows of the American Institute of
Architects. He is the recipient of numerous hon-
ors, including an honorary Doctor of Humanities
from Howard University (1987), the Cleveland

Hall of Fame.
