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A Call for Help

On the morning of August 18, 2010, Hong Wu Zhang
passed away quietly in Huron Hospital, as a result of complica-
tions involving three gunshot wounds he received close to the
heart. During the previous week while delivering food with
his wife on his way back home from work, he and his wife
(Bing Rong Zheng) were shot several times without warning.
In addition to her husband’s wounds, Ms. Zheng received two

Ten months ago, Mr. Zhang’s teenage son, Yu Zhang,
immigrated to Cleveland, Ohio with his mother. Like other
immigrant families, members of the Zhang family had been
living in different countries for several years in order to find e-
Their reunification meant that finally
Mr. Zhang would have relatives living with him in northeast
Ohio. Since 2004, he had been working in a Chinese restau-
rant in northeast Ohio. Most of the income he had made had
been contributing to paying off debt due to relocation. His
surviving widow states that only recently this debt had been
completely paid off. She is currently unable to work, due to
her injuries. Because of these factors, Mr. Zhang’s family is
