The Crawford Auto Avia-
tion Museum of the Western Re-
serve Historical Society is bring-
ing what just may be the most u-
nique automotive display in the
nation to the Cleveland Auto
Show this year.

for its executives, so they could

promote the durability of stainless steel. We are
the only museum in the world with this trio of
stainless steel vehicles.”

The collection includes a 1936 Ford
DeLuxe Tudor sedan, 1960 Ford Thunderbird
and a 1966 Lincoln Continental. The Cleveland
Auto Show opens its doors to the public on Sat-
urday, February 26 and runs through Sunday,
March 6 at the I-X Center.

In 1935 the Allegheny Ludlum Steel com-
missioned Ford Motor Company to make stain-
less steel bodies to be placed on six 1936
DeLuxe Tudor sedan chassis. The cars were dis-
tributed to Allegheny Ludlum offices in New
York, Chicago, Philadelphia, St. Louis, Detroit,
and Cleveland.? For the next ten years, Alleghe-
ny Ludlum officers and salesmen drove the
stainless cars all over the country, invariably at-
tracting a crowd wherever they went.

In the 1950s, Allegheny Ludlum renewed
its interest in the stainless steel cars by tracking
down the surviving cars, which had been sold to
private owners.? Four of the original six were

located.

The resultant publicity from the earlier ex-
periment in 1936 and the search for the originals
convinced the company to try again. In 1960,
they produced two stainless steel Ford Thunder-
birds. This time the company kept the cars for
promotional purposes. Then, in 1966, to mark
the production of that model year’s 50,000th
Lincoln Continental, Ford and Allegheny
teamed up again, and produced three stainless
steel Lincoln Continentals, one for Ford, and the
other two for Allegheny.

The 1936 Ford and the 1966 Lincoln were
given to the Western Reserve Historical Society
by Allegheny Ludlum Steel.? To complete the
trio, in 2000, the Senator John Heinz Pittsburgh
Regional History Center then donated the 1960
Ford Thunderbird to the Western Reserve His-
torical Society.

Now you can see this rare trio of vehicles
on display at the Cleveland Auto Show. But
these rare gems are but three of the more than
1,000 vehicles you can see at the Cleveland Au-
to Show.
