Lang Lang has inspired millions with
open-hearted, emotive playing, whether it be in inti-
mate recitals or on the grandest of stages - such as the
2014 World Cup concert in Rio, with Placido Domin-
go, to celebrate the final game; the 56th GRAMMY
Award, where he played with Metallica; the Opening

Ceremony of the 2008 Beijing Olympics, where more
than four billion people around the world viewed his
performance, the Last Night of the Proms at London’s
Royal Albert Hall, or the Liszt 200th birthday concert
broadcast live to more than 500 cinemas around the
US and Europe.
