The Cleveland Cultural Gardens is a
one-of-a-kind world class collection of international gar-
dens. Each country develops their site to show their cul-
ture and history through sculptures, plaques, fountains,
and plantings of all kinds. This unique outdoor museum
exhibits sculptures from a variety of internationally
known artists. There are twenty-nine gardens located in
the City of Cleveland’s Rockefeller Park with ten more
nationalities actively developing plans to establish their
gardens. The Shakespeare Garden was the first cultural
garden initiated by Leo Weidenthal in 1916. 2016 is the
100th birthday of the Cultural Gardens.
