Adopted by the CCPL Board of
Trustees in June 2010, the $110 million CCPL
facilities master plan was one of the most sig-
nificant investments in new work by local ar-
chitects made by any public entity in North-
cast Ohio over the past decade. CCPL com-
pleted 10 building replacement projects and
14 renovation projects. CCPL is continuing to
work with local firms to design new branches
in Bay Village and Richmond Heights.
