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New Projects Expected to Create
More Than $5 Million in Investments

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon Husted today an-
nounced the approval of assistance for four pro-
jects set to create 277 new jobs and retain 1,019
jobs statewide. During its monthly meeting, the
Ohio Tax Credit Authority (TCA) reviewed e-
conomic development proposals brought to the
board by JobsOhio and its regional partners.
Collectively, the projects are expected to result
in more than $16 million in new payroll and
spur more than $5 million in
investments across Ohio.
