LOS ANGELES - A former Chinese official
who was a fugitive for over five years has been
extradited from Sweden to Los Angeles, California
to face federal charges that allege he laundered
millions of dollars of stolen money, using some of
the funds to purchase two properties in a suburban
Los Angeles—area community.

Jianjun Qiao (FHEE), 56, arrived at Los
Angeles International Airport on Friday after being
extradited by Sweden. Qiao was taken into cus—
tody by the U.S. Marshals Service and was held in
federal custody over the weekend. He is expected
to be arraigned this afternoon in U.S. District
Court in downtown Los Angeles.

A federal grand jury in July 2014 indicted
Qiao and his ex—wife, alleging two separate
schemes. A superseding indictment against Qiao
returned in December 2018 charges him with
conspiracy to commit immigration fraud and in—
ternational transport of stolen money, conspiracy
to commit money laundering, and three counts of

engaging in financial transactions in criminally de—
rived property.

As the director of a grain storehouse in
Zhoukou City, Henan Province, China, from
1998 to 2011, Qiao allegedly laundered millions of
dollars in proceeds related to fraudulent transac—
tions through banks in China, Hong Kong, and
Singapore. The indictment further alleges that
Qiao then used the stolen funds to, among other
things, purchase two properties in Monterey Park.

An indictment contains allegations that a de—
fendant has committed a crime. Every defendant is
presumed to be innocent until and unless proven
guilty in court.

Qiao’s ex—wife, Shilan Zhao (it 7Eg),
56, of Newcastle, Washington, pleaded guilty in
January 2017 to conspiring with her husband to
falsely portray themselves as still married and lying
about the source of Zhao’s foreign investment,
which was required under the EB—5 immigrant
investor program to obtain U.S. immigrant visas.
Zhao i1s scheduled to be sentenced in this case on
August 17.

If he were to be convicted of the five charges
alleged in the indictment, Qiao would face a
statutory maximum sentences of five years in fed—
eral prison for the charge of conspiracy to commit
international transport of stolen money, 20 years
for the money laundering conspiracy charge, and
10 years for each count of engaging in financial

transactions in criminally derived property.

This case is the product of a joint investiga—
tion conducted by Homeland Security Investiga—
tions and IRS Criminal Investigation, which re—
ceived assistance from U.S. Citizenship and Im—
migration Services.

The Office of International Affairs of the
Justice Department’s Criminal Division provided
substantial assistance in extraditing Qiao from
Sweden to the United States. The Justice Depart—
ment extends its gratitude to the government of
Sweden for making the extradition possible.

UPDATE: Additional Reopening Dates, Order
Signed, Ohio National Guard

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)— Ohio Governor
Mike DeWine, Lt. Governor Jon Husted, and Dr.
Amy Acton, MD, MPH, today provided the fol-
lowing updates.

ADDITIONAL REOPENINGS:

Governor DeWine announced today that the
following sectors are permitted to reopen on June
19, 2020:

Casinos

Racinos
Amusement parks
Water parks

Governor DeWine also authorized the
Memorial Golf Tournament to be held from July
13th to 19th.

"In all of these cases, these sectors have
come up with plans that reduce the number of
people, provide for sanitation, and in some cases,
provide for one-way traffic," said Governor
DeWine. "They are elaborate plans that we be-
lieve are consistent with protecting the public."
ASSISTED LIVING VISITATION ORDER:

Dr. Acton has signed the Third Amended
Director's Order to Limit Access to Ohio's Nurs-
ing Homes and Similar Facilities, with Excep-
tions.

This order allows properly prepared assisted
living facilities and intermediate care facilities for
individuals with developmental disabilities to be-
gin to allow outdoor visitation on June 8. The lift-
ed restrictions do not yet apply to nursing homes.
OHIO NATIONAL GUARD:

Governor DeWine announced today that he
has directed Adjutant General John C. Harris Jr. to
work with Ohio Department of Public Safety Di-
rector Tom Stickrath to set up enhanced proce-
dures to ensure that members of the Ohio National
Guard do not have ties to hate groups.

The announcement comes after a member of

the Ohio National Guard was removed from a
mission in Washington, D.C., after the FBI uncov-
ered information that the individual expressed
white supremacist ideology on the internet prior to
the assignment.

"While I fully support everyone's right to free
speech, the men and women of our National
Guard are sworn to protect all of us, regardless of
race, ethnic background, or religion," said Gover-
nor DeWine. "Our Ohio National Guard members
are in a position of trust and authority during
times of crisis, and anyone who displays malice
toward specific groups of Americans has no place
serving."

The Ohio National Guard and Ohio Depart-
ment of Public Safety are fully cooperating with
the FBI investigation. The Guardsman has been
suspended from all missions at this time, and fol-
lowing due process, it is highly likely that he will
be permanently removed from the Ohio National
Guard.

CURRENT OHIO DATA:

There are 37,758 confirmed and probable
cases of COVID-19 in Ohio and 2,355 confirmed
and probable COVID-19 deaths. A total of 6,385
people have been hospitalized, including 1,632
admissions to intensive care units. In-depth data
can be accessed by visiting coronavirus.ohio.gov.

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H i, My name is Dianna, a proud first genera-
tion Asian American. My parents moved to
the US

before I was born for a better life, giving
me an idyllic childhood in the suburbs of Cleve-
land, Ohio. I currently write to you with a heavy
heart from London, England, where I’ ve lived for
the past four years.

If we are looking at all this injustice occur-
ring right now in the world and have remained
silent. If we are seeing these protests all over the
news and social media and have ignored it. If we
continue to go about your day to day lives with-
out trying to figure out how to help the situation.
We are part of the problem.

And before you say my accusa-
tions are unfair, before you try to assure
me that you have good intentions, and
before you say you feel uncomfortable
talking up about these injustices - stop
and look at what is actually happening.
It is time for us as a community to let
our voices be heard.

When has this ever happened to
you or your family? When has this ever
happened to our people to this extent?
When has this level of state violence in
a Western country ever been imposed
onto East Asian people to the point
where we had to protest like this, for our right to
exist? Ultimately, Black lives are in danger, and
we have a duty, empathy, and history to support
this community, who need it more than ever.

As a minority, know the difference of
your privilege as a person of color

I am writing this letter to you all to remind
you all of the simple fact that - though we are
people of color, we do not and will never under-
stand the level of tolerance and racism faced by
Black people. Any racial slur said to us, although
hurtful will never have its roots in slavery. We are
simply not profiled by police and society in the
same way Black people are?. We don’t experi-
ence police brutality to the extent they do, in fact
I know East Asian people that just pretend they
don’t speak English when they want to get out of
a traffic fine, meanwhile Black people are mur-
dered for it. We are not held back from our jobs
because of our hairstyles. We are not seen as “un-
educated” if we use AAVE (African American

Vernacular English). White people don’t call the
police on us when we are being loud in the park.
Our people are not incarcerated on mass. None
of us have had our children stolen in cultural
genocide by colonisors. Our skin’s proximity to
whiteness means we can foolishly use makeup
products to try and blend in. We can be portrayed
in offensive ways in media such as movies, our
women are constantly fetishised however it’s still
nowhere near the level of tarnishing Black people
have received by white media throughout history
about their culture and their way of life. If any-
thing, the recent spike in anti East Asian racism
from coronavirus has shown us that even if we go
through racism, we are at least given a platform to

speak about it. There were cases after cases about
our feelings towards coronavirus racism and
when we protested, the police didn’t even care.
We are so quick to defend ourselves yet we don’t
show the same urgency towards our Black com-
munity.
Check your privilege

Writing this letter is the bare minimum I can
do, but I am also writing this letter out of my
sheer frustration towards the complicity we are
exhibiting as a community. There is no denying
that every single one of us has perpetuated some
form of anti-Black racism in our lives. This an-
ti-Black racism is so deeply ingrained in the sys-
tematic racism rampant throughout most Western
countries, sometimes we don’t even know we are
doing it. No one chooses the skin color they’re
born with. No one chooses the country they’re
born into. No one chooses the privilege they have
and no one certainly ever chooses the oppression
they face. However, regardless of all these things
we didn’t choose, we still have a choice to act a-

gainst it. We have a choice to defy these systems.
We have the choice to hold ourselves, our friends,
our family and our community accountable.

As East Asian people, we have a lot more
privilege than we realize and we need to use our
privilege and our voice. Being first generation
American, it means I can live on
stolen land and have more rights
than Native Americans. I can
shake my fists at the American
government and criticise them over their corrup-
tion without being worried about being arrested.
To my Asian American community: recognize
that your family migrated to a country built on the
slave labor of Black people yet you can’t even

stand up to defend them during this time?
! How are you going to demand Asian
American rights when you don't even
want to get involved in fundamental
rights? A lot of our families no doubt had
to flee war, some of us were refugees and
some of us had to seek political asylum.
Y We did all have to work extremely hard
to get a place in these Western countries,
not to mention the amount of racism we
would’ ve had to endure but this does not
exempt us from not fighting against an-
ti-Black racism. It makes it even more
important to stand up in support.
Check yourself

Not only do we have more privilege and
should use it, we also constantly consume Black
culture every single day. We consume it, we prof-
it off it and we exploit it. Through music, fashion,
make up, hair styles, art, food - every day in some
way or another, something we enjoy originated
from Black people. So many of us are quick to
jump on the new Beyonce remix or the new
Kendrick Lamar album and blast it through our
speakers yet when injustices like Christian Coop-
er, George Floyd and Ahmad Aubrey happen, we
are silent. We will go through hours of learning
how to do our hair in cornrows (which is cultural
appropriation, do not do this) but can’t spend a
few minutes of our time reading up on the dis-
crimination that Black people face in the world.
We will carefully watch dance music videos and
steal dance moves from Black people so we can
look cool at the club but we can’t watch docu-
mentaries to learn about how we can fight their

oppression. We spend time teaching ourselves
how to mix house and techno records but can’t
recognise the discrimination they still face on mu-
sic festival line ups. We listen to Black people
speak and steal words out of their vocabulary so

we can sound “cool”, we listen to them speak so

we can copy
their accent,
yet we can’t
listen to their experiences with racism and ask
them what we can do to support them?!

Educate yourself. Learn about the mistakes in
the past, so we can unlearn the prejudices
within.

Too many Asian Americans are uncomfort-
able talking about race. Too many of us feel like
we don’ t belong at the table. Too many of us feel
unrelated to the struggles from the institutional
racism. And your silence is uplifting white
supremacy. The racism our community exhibits
can sometimes be as violent as what white
supremacy has done and it is our responsibility to
hold our own people accountable for it.

Innocent Black people have died at the
hands of East Asian police and East Asian shop
owners.  There
have been nu-
merous cases of
East Asian peo-
ple calling the
cops on Black
people for no rea-
son. East Asian
shop owners also
are known to fol-
low Black people
around their
stores for no rea-
son other than
racism. East Asian people are also part of the
problem when it comes to the gentrification of
Black neighbourhoods. The stereotype of East
Asian people “loving a good deal” isn’t just for
supermarket sales but also property and business
hoarding which then forces Black communities
out. We need to learn about this so we can try and

combat this.

Speak to your friends, family to keep
them responsible.

Opening up intentional dialogue with fellow
East Asians is essential. It”s uncomfortable to call
out and address racism, especially with parents,

know
may be subconsciously or consciously holding
racist beliefs due to their own prejudices, the
model minority myth, the criminalization of
Black people, or all of the above. We're in a
community that emphasizes respect for our elders
and I've definitely been accused of ‘talking
back’ or being ‘ungrateful” during these conver-
sations because I’m pushing hard. It may take
many terrible and difficult conversations, espe-
cially if their views are fused with other political
issues or if there are language or cultural gaps,
but remember that you may be their only access
point to talking about this. Especially in the US
where mainstream media is so polarized and po-
litically aligned. It’s okay to feel angry and frus-
trated; as long as the conversations are happen-
ing, it’s
progress. Show
them the num-
bers, talk about
the stories and
| the  systemic
problems. Tell
them this con-
versation is out
of be-
cause I don't

love,

VA \ LAV want this issue
‘ to divide us.
Relate the issue
to their own immigrant story and their deep-root-
ed fears; try to connect them on a personal and e-
motional level to understand the fears and oppres-
sion Black people face every day.
Show up, pay up, vote.
If you are uncomfortable speaking out, then
contribute in different ways. If you can, direct

your wealth to Black supporting organizations in-
stead. It can be the money equivalent to your
monthly coffee purchase, it could be the money
that you were saving up for new shoes. It can just
be $5 dollars today.

Educating ourselves is another necessary
step in helping end what
is happening around us,
and not to us. We can no
longer act like we aren’t
part of the problem. We can no longer sit by and
expect someone else to do the work that we need
to do. And it’s not the responsibility of Black
people to teach non Black people. We must truly
listen, learn and unlearn. I encourage
all of you to follow Black leaders who
are spreading awareness and educating
those of us who have the privilege of
never experiencing what they them-
selves have to face each and every day. I

Vote. For any real change, we
need our society to reflect on our lead-
ers and vice versa. Voting in Novem-
ber is very important, however voting
for your local leaders may even be
more important to have direct change
in your communities. Barack Obama
states,

“The content of that reform agen-
da will be different for various communities, A
big city may need one set of reforms; a rural com-
munity may need another. Some agencies will re-
quire wholesale rehabilitation; others would make
minor improvements. Every law enforcement a-
gency should have clear policies, including an in-
dependent body and conducts investigations of al-
leged misconduct. Tailoring reforms for each
community will require local activists and organi-
zations to do their research and educate fellow
citizens in their community on what strategies
work best.”

At all cost, shake the model minority myth

Themodel minority myth (mostly an Ameri-
can term but it definitely happens in the UK and
Australia as well) is the myth that as East Asian
people, we can be “good citizens” and integrate
into white society. It’s a lie. This myth however
has conditioned a lot of us to turn our noses up at
the behavior of Black people, especially in this
case of these protests. Firstly, we are no better cit-

Decades of suppression, inequality and persecu-
tion has pushed a small minority to violent protest
actions out of desperation. It is racist to accuse
Black people of violence whilst completely ignor-
ing the horrific violence white supremacy has
forced upon a lot of people. We don’t get to
stand on the sidelines because we are not white,
we 1l never be. We are not the model minority,
we never will be, no matter how ' “good” our be-
havior is. Let that go.
Be mindful of what media you consume
Mainstream media can really brainwash you.

If you think you aren’t susceptible to propaganda
in the West, you are wrong. I’m sure as East
Asian people we would’ve seen the lies the me-
dia said about us in regards to coronavirus. Are
we all bat eating, evil communists, who kill exot-
ic animals at wet markets all the time? No we are
not, yet certain sections of the media tried to por-
tray us as that. If the media did that to us, then
you know they are definitely publishing mislead-
ing information about Black people to warp our
perspectives. The recent wave of protests that
have spread across the cities across the world rep-
resents decades of failure to reform the broader
criminal justice system. A small minority of the
people have resorted to violence, rioting and de-
struction of property and as history shows, the
media will extort this side of the story versus the
majority of the peaceful protests. To quote Mal-
colm X here: “If you’re not careful, the newspa-
pers will have you hating the people who are be-
ing oppressed, and loving the people who are do-
ing the oppressing.”

When it comes to fighting these injustices,
we are all on different paths. We can talk to our
immigrant families all we want to convince them
not to be racist, but we also need to scrutinize
ourselves. It’s not enough just to be a “good per-
son”. If you personally have “never” actively en-
gaged in a racist act.

With the
awareness on social media, protests and people of
all color to educate themselves will have an im-
pact for reform. We cannot sit and dwell on this
issue as if it will not solve itself.

Scott
Woods compares racism to, “It is a thing you
have to keep scooping out of the boat of your life
to keep from drowning in it. I know it’s hard
work, but it’s the price you pay for owning ev
erything.” This work is everyday to dismantle op-
pressive, racist systems because so much of the
work that needs to be done is internal, long-term

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New Projects Expected to Create More Than $252 Million in Investments

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor
Mike DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon Husted today
announced the approval of assistance for 17 pro-
jects set to create 1,943 new jobs and retain 2,247
jobs statewide. During its monthly meeting, the O-
hio Tax Credit Authority (TCA) reviewed econom-
ic development proposals brought to the board by
JobsOhio and its regional partners. Collectively, the
projects are expected to result in more than $107
million in new payroll and spur more than $252
million in investments across Ohio.

Projects approved by the TCA include:
CENTRAL

Anomatic Corporation, City of New Albany
(Licking Co.), expects to create 80 full-time posi-
tions, generating $2.4 million in new annual payroll
and retaining $33.8 million in existing payroll as a
result of the company’s expansion project in New
Albany. Anomatic manufactures anodized metal
components for the beauty, medical, pharma, auto-
motive, and consumer goods industries. The TCA
approved a 1.005 percent, six-year Job Creation
Tax Credit for this project.

Cerelia Bakery USA Inc. (Cerelia), City of
Whitehall  (Franklin Co.), expects to create 40
full-time positions, generating $2 million in new
annual payroll and retaining $5.5 million in exist-
ing payroll as a result of the company’s expansion
project in Whitehall. Cerelia makes chilled dough
products. The TCA approved a 1.225 percent,
six-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this project.

Comprehensive Pharmacy Services LLC
(CPS), City of Dublin (Franklin Co.), expects to
create 40 full-time positions, generating $4.8 mil-
lion in new annual payroll and retaining $2.4 mil-
lion in existing payroll as a result of the company’s
new project in Dublin. CPS provides pharmacy ser-
vices to hospitals and health care facilities. The
TCA approved a 2.005 percent, eight-year Job Cre-
ation Tax Credit for this project.

Engage Holdings LLC (iQventures), City of
Columbus (Franklin Co.), expects to create 45
full-time positions, generating $3 million in new
annual payroll and retaining $2.9 million in exist-
ing payroll as a result of the company’s expansion

project in  Columbus. iQventures provides
cloud-based software platforms for a variety of in-
dustry sectors, including financial services. The
TCA approved a 1.479 percent, seven-year Job
Creation Tax Credit for this project.

Sarepta Therapeutics Inc. (Sarepta), City of
Columbus  (Franklin Co.), expects to create 100
full-time positions, generating $12.3 million in new
annual payroll and retaining $4.5 million in existing
payroll as a result of the company’s new project in
Columbus. Sarepta is a biopharmaceutical company
that develops precision genetic medicines to treat
rare neuromuscular diseases. The TCA approved a
2.338 percent, nine-year Job Creation Tax Credit
for this project.

NORTHEAST

Bulten North America LLC (Bulten), City of
Streetsboro  (Portage Co.), expects to create 35
full-time positions, generating $2.7 million in new
annual payroll and retaining $1.5 million in existing
payroll as a result of the company’s new project in
Streetsboro. Bulten supplies externally threaded
fasteners to the automotive industry. The TCA ap-
proved a 1.816 percent, seven-year Job Creation
Tax Credit for this project.

RMI Titanium Company, City of Canton
(Stark Co.), expects to create 108 full-time posi-
tions, generating $5.1 million in new annual payroll
and retaining $6.9 million in existing payroll as a
result of the company’s expansion project in Can-
ton. RMI Titanium Company manufactures and dis-
tributes titanium and specialty metal mill products,
extruded shapes, and engineered systems for the
aerospace, industrial, and consumer industries.

The TCA
approved a 1.520 percent, eight-year Job Creation
Tax Credit for this project.

TrustedSec LLC, City of Fairlawn (Summit
Co.), expects to create 13 full-time positions, gener-
ating $1.6 million in new annual payroll and retain-
ing $3.8 million in existing payroll as a result of the
company’s expansion project in Fairlawn. Trusted-
Sec develops staff scheduling software focused on
employee scheduling for the long-term care and se-
nior living industries. The TCA approved a 1.837
percent, six-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this
project.

HP Pelzer Automotive Systems Inc. (Adler
Pelzer), City of Oregon (Lucas Co.), expects to cre-
ate 79 full-time positions, generating $3.5 million
in new annual payroll as a result of the company’s
new project in Oregon. Adler Pelzer manufactures
acoustics and thermal components and systems for
the automotive sector. The TCA approved a 1.293
percent, seven-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this
project.

SOUTHEAST

Dolgencorp LLC (Dollar General), Zanesville
Township (Muskingum Co.), expects to create 55
full-time positions, generating $1.8 million in new
annual payroll and retaining $29.5 million in exist-
ing payroll as a result of the company’s new pro-
ject in Zanesville Township. Dollar General is a
small-box discount retailer providing a variety of
goods, including grocery products. The TCA ap-
proved a 1.098 percent, six-year Job Creation Tax
Credit for this project.

SOUTHWEST

Carvana LLC, City of Trenton (Butler Co.),
expects to create 400 full-time positions, generating
$13.3 million in new annual payroll as a result of
the company’s new project in Trenton. Carvana is
an online platform that enables users to trade, fi-
nance, buy, and sell used cars. The TCA approved a
1.368 percent, eight-year Job Creation Tax Credit
for this project.

Helium SEO LLC (Helium), City of Blue Ash
(Hamilton Co.), expects to create 120 full-time po-
sitions, generating $6.6 million in new annual pay-
roll and retaining $1.7 million in existing payroll as
a result of the company’s expansion project in Blue

Ash. Helium provides internet marketing services.
The TCA approved a 1.520 percent, six-year Job
Creation Tax Credit for this project.

Origin Venture LLC, City of Hamilton (Butler
Co.), expects to create 64 full-time positions, gener-
ating $4.7 million in new annual payroll as a result
of the company’s new project in Hamilton. Origin
Venture is a paper company providing recycling,
papermaking, and corrugated packaging manufac-
turing. The TCA approved a 1.618 percent,
eight-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this project.

Remesh Inc., TBD, expects to create 181
full-time positions, generating $11.6 million in new
annual payroll and retaining $375,000 in existing
payroll as a result of the company’s new project in
a to-be-determined location. Remesh is an artificial
intelligence-driven research platform that allows
users to engage with customers in real-time via an
intuitive chat interface. The TCA approved a 1.826
percent, nine-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this
project.
