Veterans Hall of Fame Inductees Announced,
and Ohio To Work Initiative Begins

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor
Mike DeWine today gave the following updates
on Ohio's response to the COVID-19 pandemic.
TESTING IN NURSING HOMES AND
ASSISTED LIVING FACILITIES

Governor DeWine and Director Ursel
McElroy of the Ohio Department of Aging pro-
vided an update on testing in nursing facilities,
assisted living facilities, adult day centers, and
adult day cares. Directory McElroy explained
that frequent testing in congregate settings is im-
portant to control the spread of the virus.

She also mentioned that adult day care
and senior centers will open on September 21st.
The facilities will test staff every other week and
participants if they present symptoms. Outdoor
visitation started at Ohio nursing homes on July
20th. If visitors have questions about protocols
or concerns about a facility in their area, they
can contact the Ohio Department of Aging. The
Department of Aging is working on a dashboard
to increase transparency about the status of visi-
tation at facilities across the state.

OHIO VETERANS HALL OF FAME

Governor DeWine announced that 20
women and men, representing four branches of
the military will be inducted into the Ohio Vet-
erans Hall of Fame at a virtual ceremony on
November 5th. These Ohioans, from 16 coun-
ties, have continued to serve the United States
as well as Ohio, as business owners, community
volunteers, scientists, advocates, engineers, and
much more.

The Ohio Veterans Hall of Fame was es-
tablished by Governor George Voinovich in
1992. Governor Voinovich established the Hall
of Fame to recognize Ohio veterans’ military
service, as well as their service to Ohio and their
communities after leaving the military. A total
of 895 of Ohio’s Veterans
have been inducted into the
Hall of Fame.

It is a beauty of
hand-selected materials and furnishings from all over the world,
designed entirely by husband and wife according to their creative
thinking and liking.

The art in the gardens, consisting of monumental boulders
and rocks, unique trees, metal sculptures, pagodas and ground
covers, was acquired over a period of 10 years, starting in 1995. It
is intended to play a secondary role to the gardens themselves as
jewels and focal points of interest. Scattered throughout the
grounds we saw metallic deer, blue herons, wolves, and other
wildlife, now distinct, all blending into the landscape, even one
immense buddha. The grounds meander through ravines, across
brooks, past waterfalls through a jungle of trees, a hedge of bam-
boo, even a buckeye, native to Ohio. It’s so peaceful and serene.

Mr. Schnormeier has established a foundation to manage this
Asian inspired Garden after his death, a gift to the people of Ohio
and other visitors, all free of charge. But, as one Open House has
already revealed, the popularity of this unique attraction, cannot
handle uncontrolled crowds. The grounds will be open to the pub-
lic during the month of June by on-line appointment only, from 10
a.m. to 4 p.m., in small groups to the gardens only, not his private
home.

T wenty-nine years agofrom today, Ying Pu, my dear friend,
landed in the U.S. from China to pursue her American dream.
She spoke no English, had no connections, and worked as a wait-
ress for three Chinese restaurants in the Greater Cleveland area.

Journal, established in 2003. She has interviewed thousands of
Americans and immigrants, from politicians to business owners,
from doctors, artists, musicians, athletes to prisoners and the home-
less.

Everyone’s life is a book. Ying has a special talent and an irre-
sistible energy to open eachone’s book.

Ying invited her American Mom, Christa Acker, and me to
visit Schnormeier Gardens for her 29th American Dream anniver-
sary. Why does Ying call Christa “Mom”? Deep gratitude!
Christa was Ying’s English tutor when Ying had just arrived in the
U.S. Christa herself came to the U.S. from Germany sixty-five
years ago, right after World War II when she was a mere high
schooler.

Later on, we learned the Schnormeier Gardens are only open
tothe public during the month of June. The Schnormeier private
home is not open for public viewing. How prestigious an opportu-
nityl enjoyed to explorethe Schnormeier private house! All because
Ying had opened the Schnormeier book! The house was designed
by Ted and AnnSchnormerier. Ted credited Frank Lloyd Wright’s
Fallingwater as inspiration. Ann was a talented artist, particularly
fond of Japanese art. We accessed the first floor. Every corner
had Ann’s photo,radiant with her smiling face. Ann passed away

three years ago. Whenever Ted mentioned Ann’s name, his tone
became softer, with voice lingering, full of respect and adoration.
Ted’s career was in the window and door manufacturing business.
His father was a builder and his mother was a nurse. Both were
German descendants. Distinguished to my eyes, all materials -- ex-
terior and interior -- were carefully, tastefully, and meaningfully se-
lected. Commercial Copper finished the standing seem steel roof.
The glass walls are not only modern aesthetic attractions, they al-
soembody the mission of built-to-last. Brazilian Cherry and
Madras black granite from India paired perfectly together to form
the texture and color of the interior floor. The interior ceiling is
archedwith the three-inch by six-inch wide tongue-and groove
white fir panels,boasting seven coats of hand-rubbed finish. Ted
proudly showed us Ann’s expansive open kitchen featuring ru-
by-hued over-sized cabinets and state-of-the-art accoutrements.
The kitchen looks out ontoa Japanese garden. No doubt that Ann
was a fan of “Sukiya Living” - a philosophy that reveresthe gar-
den as part of the total living environment.

In 1995, Ted and Ann toured China for 28 days. That’s the
only time Ted visited China. Today, Ted returned the warm hospi-
tality he received in China twenty-five years ago to Ying and me.
Heguided usin his golf cart through his 75 acres and nine themed
Gardens:Japanese, Chinese Cup, Waterfalls, Stream, Serenity,
Woodland, Hosta, Quarry, and Meadow.Throughout these Gardens,
I can see that Ted and Annintegrated Feng Shui into their designs

serenity.

The Pavilion, built in the Chinese garden,
was inspired by Chinese Pagodas during Ted and
Ann’s trip to China. At each roof tip of the M
pavilion a dragon gargoyle was situated to ward :
off evil spirits. I took a photo of Ted inside the
Pavilion and looked over through one moon gate.

Built on the hill, surrounded by
ponds, streams, waterfalls and rare conifers, a
Japanese Garden House in Serenity Garden was
walled in by glass-turned-mirror -- ashield against
ghosts. Ted showed me how to ring a giant Bud-
dhist bell that was suspended over the patio. 1|
stuck it loudly three times, thereby dispelling evil
spirits, praying for good luck, and giving thanks.
In 2020, such a trio of blessings is in high de-
mand for everyone on the planet!At the moment
of entering the Garden house, Ying and I both
suddenly felt elevated power and energy. Ted
told us that his and Ann’s ashes would be placed
around the house. Love carries energy. The law '
of conservation of energy proves the eternity of ¥

love. The Schnormeier Gardens embodies
Ted and Ann’s life legacy.

On the way back, Ying Kept calling
Christa “Mom” when initiating chit chat.
Her vocalization of “Mom” sounded like a
little girl in search of reassurance, love and
i dependence. At the end of our trip, Ying
suggested we go to Hunan Restaurant in
Fairlawn to dine. That very restaurant is
the one that gave Ying her first job when
she came the U.S. twenty-nine years ago.

The undersigned organizations would like to express our
grave concern about the two Executive Orders you issued on Au-
gust 6th, 2020, effectively banning the WeChat and TikTok appli-
cations.

If fully implemented, these Executive Orders will likely vio-
late constitutional protections for all Americans and erode the
American rule of law. In addition, these orders will most certainly
harm American business operations and their ability to compete in
China. But most importantly, these orders will tarnish America’s
moral standing in the world, and certainly have an adverse and dis-
parate impact on the lives of many Americans, including millions
of Chinese Americans, by chilling their ability to freely communi-
cate with others throughout the world. As such, we respectfully re-
quest that you rescind the two Executive Orders.

WeChat and TikTok are popular applications owned by com-
panies in China that are used by hundreds of millions of people
globally, not just in China. In the case of WeChat, a mobile com-
munication and commercial platform, many Chinese Americans re-
ly on the application for daily communication with their families
and loved ones in China, for conducting business internationally,
for civic participation and free political expression in America, and
also for exchanging news and opinions that may not be easily avail-
able inside China. Thus, these Executive Orders would severely
disrupt and uproot the way of life for millions of Americans, as
well as limit the free exchange of ideas and facts both here and
abroad.

While we recognize the privacy and cyber security concerns
noted in the Executive Orders, to dictate and control the way Amer-
icans choose the Internet platforms and access information would

fly against the openness and democratic values that are at the core
of the American spirit. This unnecessarily restrictive and imperious
action is out of sync with our core values and American constitu-
tional principles like freedom of speech, and the right to due pro-
cess under the rule of law.Furthermore, by banning these popular
platforms according to the dictates of US government, we are mov-
ing dangerously close to the very censorship we so much loathe and
often condemn in autocratic societies.
