Ohlo Requires GM to Refund Tax Incentives

Ohio Requires General Motors to Refund Tax Incentives Following GM Lordstown Plant Closure
Action includes repayment of $28 million in tax credits, $12 million community investment.

(COLUMBUS, Ohio) — The Ohio Tax
Credit Authority today approved a recommenda-
tion by the Ohio Development Services Agency to
terminate the Job Creation and Retention Tax
Credit agreements with General Motors following
the company’s decision to close its Lordstown as-
sembly facility.

General Motors will be required to invest
$12 million in the Mahoning Valley by the end of
2022, and refund $28 million in tax credits. In
2008, the company entered into Job Creation and
Retention Tax Credit agreements which resulted
in the issuance of $60.3 million in tax credits.

“GM has been a major employer in the state
of Ohio for decades, investing in both the econo-
my and our workforce. While the decision to close
the Lordstown plant was terrible news for workers
and their families in the Mahoning Valley, today’
s announcement will bring relief as well as invest-
ment by GM who has committed to investing $12

million in the local
community for
workforce, educa-
tion, and infrastruc-
ture needs,” said
Governor Mike
DeWine. “GM has
also committed to
returning $28 mil-
lion to the state for ===
the job creation and &
retention credits they
were awarded. GM |
remains involved in
auto production in Lordstown to produce batteries
for electric vehicles which is also good news for
the future of the automotive industry.”

“Ohio has a long and proud history with
General Motors,” said Lt. Governor Jon Husted.
“When I spoke with GM on Friday to confirm

their commitment
to Ohio, I empha-
| sized our desire for
Ohio to be the
place where they
invest in their fu-
ture and that we
. would be a reliable
partner in provid-
ing the workforce
and business envi-
ronment they will
~ . need to compete
and succeed.”
General Motors was approved for a Job Re-
tention Tax Credit in exchange for a commitment
to retain 3,700 employees in Lordstown. The com-
pany did not maintain its commitment to retain
the jobs through 2028.
GM also received a Job Creation Tax Credit

to create 200 new jobs at the Lordstown facility by
2010. The company exceeded its commitment by
creating more than 800 jobs but did not maintain
operations at the facility through 2037 as required
by the agreement.

“Today’s action protects taxpayer dollars,
while also allowing for continued investment in
the local community,” said Lydia Mihalik, Direc-
tor of Development and Chair of the Ohio Tax
Credit Authority. “Our team at Development is
committed to ensuring taxpayers get a good return
on their investments, supporting Ohio businesses,
and strengthening communities across the state.”

General Motors has other state incentives for
its operations in Toledo and Defiance. The compa-
ny is currently compliant with those agreements.
Following today’s decision by the Ohio Tax Cred-
it Authority, the issue will now be turned over to
the Ohio Department of Taxation per the Ohio Re-
vised Code.

“Compared to traditional two-dimensional

mammograms, tomosynthesis is more accu-
rate in detection of tumors and decreasing
false positives,” Dr. Huang explains. “The
difference in detail can be compared to a CT
scan versus a traditional X-ray.”

The latest addition to the screening tech-
nologies at UH Geauga Medical Center is the
Fast Breast MRI, an efficient, 10-minute sup-
plemental examination that scientific studies
have shown to be effective in finding inva-
sive breast cancers. The Fast Breast MRI is
particularly useful for screening women who
have dense breast tissue.

Although some patients may have to pay
out-of-pocket for the optional MRI screening,
insurance may cover the test under certain
conditions, such as women with a high risk of
developing breast cancer.

Early detection of breast cancer vastly improves the likelihood of successful
treatment. That’s why the University Hospitals Breast Cancer Center at UH Geauga
Medical Center offers all of the latest diagnostic equipment available. Shown
above is Xuan Huang, MD, PhD, an oncologist specializing in breast cancer.

breast, is typically scheduled for the same
day—potentially climinating days of wor-
ry. When necessary, a biopsy to confirm

cancer also can be done on-site, Dr.
Huang promises.

To facilitate early detection, Dr. Huang
recommends that women begin mammo-
gram screenings at the age of 50, or at age
40 for those who have a family history of
cancer or other high risks for breast can-
cer.

Options are also available that may help
to reduce hair loss for some women who
undergo chemotherapy. A cooling cap,
Dr. Huang explains, cools the scalp dur-

an even more detailed image inside the

ing chemo, helping to protect hair folli-
cles from damage. Dr. Huang and her
daughter have established a cancer patient
fund to help women pay for the cooling

cap treatments.

“It"s another way that we work together to
do everything we can for our patients,” she
says.

Dr. Huang emphasizes that cancer treat-
ment is important, even during the
Covid-19 pandemic.

“We implement all of the measures re-
quired to keep our patients and staff safe,”
she says. “We screen and take temperatures
of everybody who comes into the facility,
including employees.”

factors of having dropped out of high school and suffering
from dyslexia makes it all the more remarkable. I won-
dered whether some polls might classify him as a
businessman whereas others might merely try to
characterize him as a high school drop out support-
ing Trump.

Paul Ong, a research professor at the UCLA

that more people in the community are being ex-
posed to the reality that Asian Americans aren’t
protected from being racially targeted. The surg-
ing unemployment and discrimination the group
is confronting amid the on going pandemic are
glaring examples.
