Ohio Governor Mike DeWine Week

For the week ending April 9, 2021

Throughout the week, Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon Husted provided up-
dates on Ohio's response to the COVID-19 pandemic,
as well as other state initiatives.

Governor DeWine and First Lady Fran
DeWine visit the mass vaccination site at Ohio
State University’s Schottenstein Center

For the fifth week, Governor DeWine toured
COVID-19 vaccination clinics throughout the state,
including stops in Clinton, Franklin, and Clark coun-
ties. Saturday's Pickaway County visit marks the 24th
county Governor DeWine has visited on clinic tours.

In the photo above, Governor DeWine and First
Lady Fran DeWine tour a mass vaccination site at O-
hio State University's Schottenstein Center. They are
joined by Dr. Kristina M. Johnson, president of the O-
hio State University, and Dr. Andy Thomas, chief
clinical officer at the Ohio State University Wexner
Medical Center.

On Monday, Governor DeWine announced that
the Ohio Department of Health (ODH) issued a sim-
plified health order that streamlines previous orders
into a single order that underscores the most important
tenants of infection prevention.

"Our understanding of this virus and how it
spreads is much more advanced than it was when we
first learned about coronavirus in early 2020," said
Governor DeWine. "As we move to begin a new chap-
ter in our fight against the pandemic, where more and
more Ohioans are being vaccinated, this new order
will focus on our best defense measures against
COVID-19, such as wearing a mask, social distancing,
limiting large gatherings, being outside, and practicing
good hand hygiene."

HIGH SCHOOL VACCINATIONS

Governor DeWine announced on Monday that
he has asked Ohio's local health departments and vac-
cine providers that are offering the Pfizer vaccine to
coordinate with local high schools to offer vaccina-
tions to high school students who are 16 years or old-
er. Pfizer is the only vaccine that is currently approved
for children as young as 16.

This announcement followed last week's an-
nouncement that vaccination clinics will be offered at
all higher education campuses in the coming weeks.

"As with our colleges, by taking vaccines to
schools, we’ll increase the percentage of people in
this age group who choose to get vaccinated," said
Governor DeWine.

OhioRISE

As part of the Ohio Department of Medicaid’s
managed care overhaul, Governor DeWine announced
the “Resilience through Integrated Systems and Excel-
lence (OhioRISE) program. The program will feature
new, intensive, community-based services that will
serve youth in their homes and communities, rather
than in congregate settings that can be far away from a
child’s home and support system.

Over the next ten months, Aetna Better Health
of Ohio will work with the Ohio Department of Medi-
caid and the Family and Children First Cabinet Coun-
cil to launch OhioRISE to serve all of Ohio’s eligible
children. To enroll in OhioRISE, children must be
Medicaid eligible, have significant behavioral health
needs, and require enhanced services.

Governor Mike DeWine — Broadband Announce—

ment

On Wednesday, Governor DeWine and Lt.
Governor Husted announced a new broadband ex—
pansion project located in the City of East Cleve—
land. The pilot project will connect residents to reli—
able, low—cost high—speed internet.

“East Cleveland, like many other urban and ru-

ral communities, has lacked both the infrastructure
and access to low-cost broadband for many residents.
This new project plans to provide both the infrastruc-
ture and access for up to 2,000 families,” said Gover-
nor DeWine. “All of the partners in the pub-
lic-private partnership have come together to
bring access to high-speed internet for fami-
lies throughout East Cleveland.”

The broad public-private partnership,
spurred by BroadbandOhio, includes Case
Western Reserve University, Connect, Cuya-
hoga County, Eaton Corporation, East Cleve-
land City Schools, GE Lighting- a Savant
company, Greater Cleveland Partnership, In-
novateOhio, Microsoft, OARnet, PCs for Peo-
ple, University Hospitals, and the Urban
League of Cleveland.

“As soon as I learned that most families in
East Cleveland didn’t have access to
high-speed internet, I told the InnovateOhio
team we’ ve got to fix this,” said Lt. Governor
Husted. “Starting today, more than 1,000 O-
% hio families, with many more to come, will
have the opportunity to access affordable,
high-speed internet - allowing students to do their
homework online, parents to work online and families
to be better able to participate in the modern economy,
education and healthcare systems.”

Governor DeWine and Lt. Governor Husted
Look at the antenna that will provide broadband
internet access to 2,000 homes

The project will connect more than 1,000
households in its first phase, with plans to scale up
access to 2,000 households. East Cleveland house—
holds will pay $15 per month for internet speeds of
50 Mbps for download and 10 Mpbs for upload
(twice the minimum federal definition of high —
speed internet).

The first antenna tower has been activated on the
roof of Mayfair Elementary School. Additional tower
sites will go live over the course of the coming months
to increase service to the areas of the pilot program.

The pilot program includes $650,000 in financial
investments from BroadbandOhio, Cuyahoga County,
Eaton Corporation, GE Lighting- a Savant company,
Greater Cleveland Partnership, InnovateOhio, Mi-
crosoft, and PCs for People. Additional investments
will be forthcoming.

This pilot program builds on the DeWine-Husted
Administration’s efforts to expand and enhance
broadband connectivity for businesses and families
throughout Ohio.

Also on Wednesday, Governor DeWine issued
the following statement regarding Jack Hanna, Direc-
tor Emeritus of the Columbus Zoo and Aquarium:

“Fran and I were very sad to learn of Jack Han-
na’s diagnosis of Alzheimer’s that his family so
bravely shared with Ohio and the world today.

“Over the years, Fran and 1 have had the oppor-
tunity to take our kids and grandkids to the Columbus
Zoo and Aquarium and The Wilds. When we were
there with Jack, we were so fortunate to experience his
passion for animals and the natural world.

“Along with our fellow Ohioans, we wish Jack,
Suzi, and their daughters our best as they navigate the
challenges of this disease and will be keeping them in
our prayers.”

On Thursday, Governor DeWine outlined the
progression of Ohio's economic recovery.

*Ohio’s gross domestic product (GDP) outpaced the
nation in the final quarter of calendar year 2020. The
U.S. GDP is estimated to have grown 4.3 percent in
the quarter, and Ohio’s GDP is estimated to have in-
creased 5 percent during the same timeframe.

*Ohio’s unemployment rate in February 2021
was 5 percent and the national rate was 6.2
percent.

*This month, Ohio’s tax revenues exceeded
the monthly estimate by $41 million, or 2.6
. percent, and remain 4.3 percent above the es-
timate for the fiscal year-to-date. This is a
dramatic improvement from one year ago.

These positive developments follow sever-
al steps taken by Governor DeWine at the on-
set of the pandemic to ensure that the state
| budget remained balanced and stable, includ-
ing a freeze on state government spending,
cuts in state staffing costs, and refinanced
state bonds.

"I made these hard choices early on, tight-
ening our belt because we did not know what the fu-
ture held," said Governor DeWine. "A strong
post-pandemic economy directly depends on defeating
the virus, and as we are working hard to vaccinate O-
hioans, we are seeing good signs in our economy as
well."

UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE

Using federal dollars strategically to shore up O-
hio's unemployment system will also contribute to O-
hio's year of recovery. On Thursday, Governor
DeWine recommended to the General Assembly that
Ohio use a portion of its federal COVID-19 relief and
recovery dollars to pay off the Unemployment Insur-
ance loan owed to the federal government.

"This loan was caused by the global pandemic,
and paying it off now will free Ohio employers from
this burden so they can instead focus on getting
employees across our state back to work.," said
Governor DeWine "This will help small busi-
nesses owners and employees, and I look for-
ward to working with our partners in the Gener-
al Assembly on legislation to pay off the loan."

CASE INCREASES & OHIO PUBLIC
HEALTH ADVISORY SYSTEM UPDATE

This week is the second week where the
cases over two weeks per 100,000 people have
gone up by more than 10. Two weeks ago, O-
hio's cases per 100,000 people were 146.9. As
of Thursday, cases per 100,000 people is at
183.7.

"We are moving in the wrong direction
from our statewide goal of 50 cases per 100,000
people," said Governor DeWine. "We are not
seeing the runaway case growth we saw during
the fall yet, so we can still turn this around if
more people continue to get vaccinated and we

continue to mask and social distance."

The increases in case rates are reflected in this
week’s Ohio Public Health Advisory System
map. New health data compiled by the Ohio De-
partment of Health shows case increases in 53
counties over the past week.

Level changes include:

*Franklin County moved to the watch list follow-
ing sustained increases in cases and in
COVID-related healthcare use including emer-
gency department and outpatient visits and hospi-
talizations for COVID-19.

*Putnam County moved from orange to red.
*Carroll, Mercer, and Morgan counties moved
from yellow to orange.

*Brown and Noble counties dropped from orange
to yellow.

According to Dr. Bruce Vanderhoff, chief medi-
cal officer at the Ohio Department of Health, O-
hio and the nation are enduring another wave of
COVID-19 due to variants of the original virus that are
more contagious and more deadly. Variant counts in
Ohio jumped from 92 on March 12 to 797 on Thurs-
day, a doubling time of about every 9-10 days.

Ohio Public Health Advizory System
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MULTISYSTEM INFLAMMATORY SYN-
DROME IN CHILDREN

Although COVID-19 has historically affected
older Ohioans, children are not immune to getting sick
with coronavirus, and in some rare cases, kids can de-
velop multisystem inflammatory syndrome. Since the
start of the pandemic, 166 children have been treated
for this syndrome.

According to Dr. Dustin Fleck, chief of rheuma-
tology at Dayton Children’s Hospital, this syndrome
is unique because it is not associated with an active
COVID-19 infection. Rather, symptoms usually devel-
op 2-4 weeks after a child has a symptomatic or
asymptomatic COVID-19 infection.

The syndrome is characterized by fever and in-
flammation throughout the body, specifically targeting
the heart. The syndrome can also target the gastroin-
testinal system, liver, lungs, kidneys, and brain. Par-
ents should look for symptoms of abdominal pain,
vomiting, diarrhea, rash, swelling of hands and feet,
and redness of eyes.

CHOOSE OHIO FIRST SCHOLARSHIP

Lt. Governor Husted on Thursday highlighted a
scholarship that boosts Ohio’s efforts to strengthen
the state’ s workforce in science, technology, engineer-
ing, and mathematics (STEM).

The scholarship, part of the Choose Ohio First
(COF) program, will support an estimated 3,400 Ohio
students who are new to the program, along with an
additional 3,000 existing COF scholars. The scholar-
ship awards a total of $69,826,882 over the next five
years.

“The Choose Ohio First scholarship is helping
Ohio students get a head start on their future careers,
preparing them for in-demand jobs including coding
and cybersecurity,” said Lt.
Governor Husted, who led ef-
forts to create the program as
then-Speaker of the Ohio House
of Representatives. “This new
investment shows how valuable

This new COF scholarship will support students
completing programs in the STEM disciplines at 57
colleges and universities across the state, including
several schools that are new to the program.

Lt. Governor Husted also announced enhance-

ments to the Ohio Bureau of Motor Vehicle's (BMV)
“Get In Line, Online” system.

The update allows customers to check in at the
deputy registrar agency by using a QR code, located
on the BMV deputy registrar storefront.

Instead of checking in at the self-service kiosk
and waiting inside the agency, customers may now
wait in their vehicle and will receive a text message
with instructions when it is their turn to return to the
agency to complete their transaction.

On March 16, QR codes were rolled out to ap-
proximately 10-20 agencies. By May, most agencies
will have this “Get in Line, Online” enhancement
available to customers.

The BMV is also reminding customers that the
COVID-19 automatic extension that was applied to O-
hio driver licenses, identification cards, and vehicle
registrations is ending soon.

Also on Thursday, Governor DeWine virtually
hosted the 41st Annual Governor's Holocaust Com-
memoration.

The memorial event included a prerecorded
Q&A with Sgt. Robert Coyne, a 94-year-old World
War II veteran from Newark
who helped liberate concentra-
tion camp and work camp pris-
oners in Germany while serving
in the Army in 1945.

The commemoration, presented
by Governor DeWine and the O-
hio Jewish Communities, coin-
cided with national Days of Re-
membrance — Yom Hashoah —
a remembrance of those lost to
Nazi crimes against humanity
between 1933 and 1945.

On Thursday, Lt. Governor
Husted stopped by the Ashland
County Health Department’s lo-
cal vaccine clinic at University
Hospitals Samaritan Medical Center where he thanked
all of the healthcare providers and volunteers who are
helping to get Ohioans vaccinated in the area.

On Friday, Governor DeWine announced he has
signed the following Executive Orders:

*Executive Order 2021-04D: "The Emergency Adop-
tion of Rules 3701-46-01 and 3701-46-02 of the Ohio

*Executive order 2021-05D: "The Emergency A-
mendment of Rule 4731-18-03 of the Ohio Adminis-
trative Code by the State Medical Board of Ohio"

Additionally, Governor DeWine made several
appointments, including to the Edison State Commu-
nity College Board of Trustees, Banking Commission,
Ohio AMBER Alert Advisory Committee, Technical
Advisory Council, among others.

As of Friday, there have been 1,035,552 con-
firmed and probable cases of COVID-19 in Ohio. Ad-
ditionally, 18,827 confirmed and probable COVID-19
deaths have occurred in the state. A total of 53,960
people have been hospitalized, including 7,518 admis-
sions to intensive care units.

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1,000 Marchers Rally Against Asian
Hate in AsiaTown Cleveland

In the past year, there has been a significant rise in an-
ti-Asian hate and violence. Despite decades of progress towards
acceptance and equality, in recent years, racism in America has
escalated at an alarming rate. Over a year ago, when
COVID-19 was just starting, the Asian and Pacific Islander
community suffered not just the pandemic but that of targeted
discrimination and hatred. Inexplicably, customers stopped eat-
ing and shopping at favorite Asian businesses due to illogical
wrong association with the virus. Further, in the last year since
the pandemic started, 3800 anti-Asian incidents have been
logged, a significant increase, the majority against women ac-
cording to http://aapihatecrimes.org.

stood the language or not -- the passion of the speakers was clear
as they communicated their outrage. An outrage and sadness

lives lost, draw attention to the es-
calation of anti-Asian hate every-
where including our own city, and
to show solidarity with our allies
and support to the residents and
businesses in AsiaTown.

The rally and march attracted
about 1,000 supporters. The event
started with a rally featuring 12
speakers, mostly women, provid-
ing moving and powerful speeches
about how they, their family, and
their friends have had to suffer
racial discrimination and hate.
The event was trilingual in Eng-
lish, Mandarin (with a splash of
Cantonese), and sign language. 2

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Several weeks ago, the incidents finally grabbed national
media attention when eight people, including six Asian women,
were murdered at several locations in Atlanta. This latest racist
hate-fueled violence spurred rallies of solidarity nation-wide. In
Cleveland, outraged by how Asian Pacific Americans are treat-
ed in their own country, several Asian women activists and

leaders organized a peaceful #StopAsianHate rally and march

through the AsiaTown neighborhood on March 28. They want-
ed to provide an opportunity for the community to grieve for the
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that transcends language barriers. The speakers also talked
about how they too-often endured discrimination in the past in
silence. But the group vowed to be silent “No More.” This is
America, this is our home.

After the speeches, the group marched in solidarity
throughout the AsiaTown neighborhood. On the route, the
marchers were greeted with applause and smiles of thankful
Asian business-owners and the residents including some of the
most vulnerable, the Asian elderly in the community. After the
march, attendees were encouraged to support the Asian busi-
nesses.

The event was organized by AsiaTown Cleveland, OCA
Asian Pacific American Advocates - Greater Cleveland Chapter,
OPAWL, Asian Services In Action, and MotivAsians and was
supported by dozens of other organizations, partners, and allies.
While the event drew attention to the growing anti-Asian hate,
the organizers and other community leaders are working on next
steps.
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L ast summer, a Chinese man approached
me on a crowded Beijing street and
asked me in Mandarin if [ was Chinese Amer-
ican. It seemed innocent enough, as I was speaking English with expat
friends.

But after I nodded, he switched to English and bellowed "go
back to where you f**king came from".

These stinging words are familiar for Asian Americans living in
the United States. But it was jarring to hear the phrase shouted at me
in China.

In the moment, I let out a laugh: As a Chinese American, I have now
been told to get out of each country for the other. It was a moment of
realization that regardless of where I go, I will always be a foreigner.

I was born and raised in America, but over the past few years,
I've lived in Beijing, Hong Kong and now Japan -- where the majority
of people I'm surrounded by look like me and assume I'm a native. At
first, that gave me an inexplicable -- albeit superficial -- sense of be-
longing that I never felt in America.

In the US, my answer to the constant question "where are you
from?" is never enough. When I say America, it's almost always fol-
lowed by: "But where are you really from?" Countless times I've been
asked why I can speak English "without an accent." And Asian Amer-
ican women's experiences of racism are inextricably linked to misogy-
ny. We've had nearly every part of our bodies (eyes, hair, feet, mouths,
skin, and even private parts) appraised on the basis of our race. Our
personalities are assumed by strangers to be subservient.

Recently, as US-China tensions have ratcheted up, with rhetoric
from both sides turning toxic, I've also faced animosity in China for
being American. Chinese state media has fueled anti-American na-
tionalism, calling the US the "enemy of the world" at the height of the
US-China trade war. Meanwhile, in America, roughly nine-in-10

adults consider China a competitor or enemy, according to a Pew sur-
vey.

"There's this consistent theme that when there are tensions with
an Asian country, people who are Asian American or who look Asian
American are often scapegoated," Christopher Lu, former Cabinet
Secretary to Barack Obama, said on CNN.

The irony is that often Asian Americans have a traumatic, com-
plex, or even non-existent relationship with the distant country they're
held accountable for.

This American life

My parents immigrated from China to the US for graduate stud-
ies before I was born.

Later, my grandparents, who had been farmers in China, came to
America to help care for my sister and me. They weaved pieces of
their Chinese lifestyle into the fabric of our suburban American home,
doing what felt most familiar to them. They turned our yard into a
vegetable garden, using the produce for dumplings and other Chinese
comfort foods.

My grandparents never had the opportunity to go to school. They
taught themselves how to read and write Chinese, and proudly passed
their knowledge to their grandchildren. Chinese became my first lan-
guage.

I could barely speak English when I started pre-school. My
mother became concerned about my thick Chinese accent, so we start-
ed to speak English more at home. From there, I only became more
self-conscious of my "Chinese-ness."

By elementary school, I asked my parents to stop packing Chi-
nese food for lunch. I only wanted PB&Js after getting teased for

bringing brown-colored tea eggs -- one of my favorite foods -- to
class. The other kids thought they were rotten eggs. Moments like
these made me long to be seen as the American that I am. My family,
their traditions, and those of other Asian Americans in my community
were part of the
America | knew -- a
melting pot of cul-
tures.

In fact, it was
China that felt for-
eign. During each an-
nual summer trip
there, 1 felt like a
tourist, and deep .
down, I wanted to be
treated as such. I was
so proud to be an
American.

But with each
visit, I'd learn more
about my family his-
tory and witness China's rapid development.

First, we would visit my father's village in the countryside, and
he'd show my sister and me the mud hut he had once called home. He
would often remind us that during the Cultural Revolution, my grand-
mother had to water down a single portion of porridge every day to
feed six people.

Then we would visit my mother's family in Hubei province.

More than a dozen of us would cram around a tiny table, eating bowls
of sesame noodles, while her family would recount different memo-
ries of trauma, fraught with political persecution and suicide.

My family told stories of poverty and oppression as though they
were simple child-
hood memories. For
my sister and me,
they were allegories
with a single lesson:
we should be grate-
ful to be born in the
US -- a free, toler-
ant, and wealthy so-
ciety, As immi-
P grants, they would
say, upward mobili-
ty can only come by
putting your head
down and outwork-
ing the rest.

Throughout  the
years, however, I began to notice the gap narrow between my rela-
tives' lives in China and mine in the US. Villagers in my father's coun-
tryside town slowly gained electricity, running water, cars, and
phones. My cousins in the city no longer wanted clothes from Ameri-
ca as gifts -- they liked the styles in China more.

In fact, there was almost no material possession we could bring
from America they couldn't already find in China. Yet as their physi-

cal quality of life improved, their access to information worsened, as
the Chinese government tightened internet controls and censorship.

And as the pandemic spread around the world, the news they
read differed more and more from mine.

A landmark moment

I was living in Beijing when the coronavirus outbreak began, re-

porting on cases of a mysterious new pneumonia in Hubei province in
December 2019.
My cousin, a nurse, was working on the front lines at ground zero of
the pandemic near Wuhan. We stayed in contact, as she worked long
shifts without enough protective equipment, feeling the angst of being
separated from her newborn son and family. My other relatives were
under strict lockdown for months, facing pandemic-induced fear and
anxiety. The same stress we all now know.

When the pandemic reached the US, my mother called me to say
she desperately wanted to wear a mask outside. One of our close fami-
ly friends had died of Covid-19 in Wuhan early in the pandemic, and
my mother was certain the virus was far deadlier than most believed
at the time.

But she feared being discriminated against as "the Chinese lady
who has Covid-19." At the same time, my Asian American friends
were telling me they had been spat on, yelled at in the street, and even
verbally attacked in restaurants for "bringing the virus to America."

Meanwhile, China and America engaged in a war of words over
the pandemic. Then US President Donald Trump routinely called
Covid-19 the "China virus" and "kung flu", fanning racism and hatred
that fueled attacks on Asian Americans.

The Stop AAPI Hate advocacy group has tallied more than 3,795

reported incidents of hate against Asian Americans and
Pacific Islanders in the US during the pandemic, includ-
ing the killings of six women of Asian descent at At-
lanta spas, which triggered rallies across the country.

US Secretary of State Antony Blinken has said China represents
America's "biggest geopolitical test of the 21st century," as the only
country with enough power to challenge the current international sys-
tem. Meanwhile, since 2010, China has been calling for a "new model
of major-power relations."

The difficult question for America's leadership now is how to ef-
fectively confront Beijing, without worsening discrimination at home
against people who look Chinese. That means making clear distinc-
tions -- for the public -- between the Chinese Communist Party, the
1.4 billion people in China, and millions around the world of Chinese
heritage.

"For as long as Asian Americans have been in this country,
we've been treated as outsiders, as people who can't be trusted," said
Lu, the former Cabinet Secretary. "You can go all the way back to the
1800s with Chinese railroad workers, to Japanese American intern-
ment during World War II, to the Korean and Vietnam Wars and to
rising trade tensions with Japan in the 1980s."

As I see conversations between leaders of the world's two largest
economies descend into childish bickering, I can't help but think about
all the Asian American lives uprooted or lost as a result of geopoliti-

cal disputes that are out of their control.
I also think about the younger me, who 1? TIJ

just wanted to be accepted as American, and
how hopeless she'd feel to know that, even to-
day, she would be seen as the "other" -- no mat
ter where she goes.

COVID-19 Update: Johnson & Johnson Vaccine

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon Husted provided an
update on Ohio's vaccination plans following this
morning's decision to pause the administration of
the Johnson and Johnson (Janssen) vaccine.

The majority of the Ohio's Johnson and
Johnson doses were directed to mass vaccination
clinics and to 63 public and private 4-year col-
leges and universities, most of which have already
completed their student vaccinations.

Of the mass vaccination clinics and col-
lege/university clinics that did plan to offer the
Johnson and Johnson vaccine this week, most will
proceed with their clinics by offering either the
Pfizer or Moderna vaccine. A total of eight sites
will not offer any vaccines this week as the health
community works to recognize, report, and man-
age any adverse events related to the Johnson and
Johnson vaccine.

There are many other local providers with
open appointments for the Pfizer or Moderna vac-
cine. Visit gettheshot.coronavirus.ohio.gov to look
for open appointments.

Governor DeWine, Ohio Department of
Health Director Stephanie McCloud, and Ohio
Department of Health Chief Medical Officer
Bruce Vanderhoff, M.D., directed all Ohio vac-
cine providers this morning to temporarily pause

using the Johnson and Johnson vaccine following
a recommendation by the Food and Drug Admin-
istration (FDA) and the Centers for Disease Con-
trol (CDC). The recommendation was made after
six people who received the Johnson and Johnson
vaccine experienced an extremely rare blood-clot-
ting condition in the United States. The cases have
occurred in women between 18 and 48 and the re-
actions have taken place within 6-13 days after re-
ceiving the vaccine.

Approximately 6.8 million people have re-
ceived the Johnson and Johnson vaccine in the U.
S. 264,311 of those vaccinations were adminis-
tered in Ohio.

take the information he learned and the stories he
heard back to stakeholders and policymakers.
During the conversation, participants shared high-
lights and asked for improvements based on their
experiences during the pandemic. Some of the stu-
dents spoke about the importance of continuing to
use prevention practices such as wearing masks
consistently and correctly. The Secretary encour-
aged them to share that same information with their
peers as a way to support everyone’s safety and
hasten a return to safe social events.

Other students shared that they miss social ac-
tivities and interactions among their peers. A
twelfth-grade student who joined the conversation
said, “I would say in class we would have discus-
sions, when we moved to virtual it is impossible to
get the same type of engagement in class discus-
sions. A lot of the communication between students
and teachers broke down.”

Secretary Cardona also asked each student
about how they are dealing with their mental and e-

motional health. “Parents and teachers think that
kids can handle all of the stress, but there are men-
tal health issues that are being neglected. We
haven’t been able to see our friends and need more
social interaction during school,” said a sev-
enth-grade student who participated in the conver-
sation.

Secretary Cardona said, “Listening to all of
you, I feel that there’s a sense of urgency to get this
right because our kids are waiting. Throughout this
conversation, I took great notes. I’m gathering in-
formation so when I meet with the President, when
I meet with policymakers and folks that are inter-
ested in education, we have your voice at the
table.”
