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New Projects Expected to Create More Than $99 Million in Investments

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon Husted today an-
nounced the approval of assistance for six projects
set to create 622 new jobs and retain 449 jobs
statewide. During its monthly meeting, the Ohio
Tax Credit Authority (TCA) reviewed economic
development proposals brought to the board by
JobsOhio and its regional partners. Collectively,

the projects are expected to result in more than
$29 million in new payroll and spur more than
$99 million in investments across Ohio.

HomeGoods Inc., village of Obetz (Franklin
Co.), expects to create 250 full-time positions,
generating $9 million in new annual payroll as a
result of the company’ s new
project in Obetz. Home-
Goods is a retailer of
off-price home fashions, in-
cluding giftware, home ba-
sics, accent furniture, lamps,
rugs, and wall dé cor. The
TCA approved a 1.363 per-
cent, eight-year Job Cre-
ation Tax Credit for this
project.

Pitney Bowes Global Logis-
tics LLC, city of Canal
Winchester (Franklin Co.),
expects to create 115 full-time positions, generat-
ing $4.3 million in new annual payroll as a result
of the company’s new project in Canal Winch-
ester. Pitney Bowes is a global technology compa-
ny offering solutions in the areas of e-commerce
fulfillment, shipping and returns, cross-border
e-commerce, office mailing and shipping, presort
services, and financing.

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First 2020 Census Data Release Shows
U.S. Resident Population of 331,449,281

U.S. Census Bureau Today Delivers State Population Totals for Congressional Apportionment
BRYNN EPSTEIN AND DAPHNE LOFQUIST

APRIL 26, 2021:The U.S. Census Bureau today
released the first population counts
from the 2020 Census.

At the same time, Secretary of
Commerce Gina Raimondo deliv-
ered to the President population
counts used for apportionment, along
with the number of seats in the U.S.
House of Representatives that will
be allocated to each state based on
the 2020 Census.

The population counts used for
apportionment include the total resi-
dent population for each of the 50
states, plus a count of U.S. military
and federal civilian employees living
overseas (and their dependents living
with them) who could be allocated
to a home state.

The 2020 Census shows that
the resident population of the United
States, including the 50 states and
the District of Columbia, was
331,449,281 as of April 1, 2020, an
increase of 7.4% since the 2010
Census.

Apportionment  calculations
based on the 2020 Census show that
Texas, Colorado, Florida, Montana,
North Carolina, and Oregon will
gain seats, while California, Illinois,
Michigan, New York, Ohio, Penn-
sylvania, and West Virginia will lose
seats.

What is Apportionment?

Apportionment is the process of distribut-
ing the 435 seats in the U.S. House of Represen-
tatives among the 50 states. Article 1, Section 2
of the U.S. Constitution requires that apportion-
ment happen every 10 years based on population
counts from the decennial census.

The District of Columbia and Puerto Rico
are not included in the apportionment process be-
cause they do not have voting seats in Congress,
but population counts for those areas were also
released today.

The populations of the U.S. Island Areas
— American Samoa, Guam, the Commonwealth
of the Northern Mariana Islands, and the U.S.
Virgin Islands—will not be included in this re-
lease, but resident population counts for those ar-
eas will be released later.

For more details on who was counted (and
where they were counted), see the Residence Cri-
teria and Residence Situations for the 2020 Cen-
sus.

An Apportionment Fact Sheet is available
that provides easily accessible and sharable infor-
mation about apportionment in a one-page docu-
ment.

Calculating Apportionment
The population counts used for apportionment in-
clude the total resident population for each of the
50 states, plus a count of U.S. military and feder-
al civilian employees living overseas (and their
dependents living with them) who could be allo-
cated to a home state.

For more information about who is includ-
ed in the apportionment population counts, visit
our Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs).

When calculating apportionment, each of
the 50 states gets one seat in the U.S. House of
Representatives. The rest of the seats are dis-
tributed based on each state’s apportionment
population.

Following the 1940 Census, Congress
adopted the Method of Equal Proportions for cal-
culating how the rest of the seats are distributed.
It has been used every decade since.

The method first calculates values based on
each state’s total population and the number of
potential seats each state could receive. It then

ranks those values to determine how many addi-
tional seats each state gets.

Delaware will have the largest average dis-
trict size (990,837), while Montana will have the
smallest average district size (542,704).

The 2020 Census apportionment population
for the 50 states is 331,108,434. The apportion-
ment population is the sum of the resident popu-
lation for the 50 states (330,759,736) and the o-
verseas population for the 50 states (348,698).

331,108,434 = 330,759,736+ 348,698

Based on the 2020 Census apportionment
population counts, 7 House seats will shift among
13 states. One state will gain two seats (Texas),
and 5 states will gain one seat (Colorado, Florida,
Montana, North Carolina, and Oregon). Seven
states will lose one seat (California, Illi-
nois, Michigan, New York, Ohio, Penn-
sylvania, and West Virginia).

2020 Census Resident Population
The 2020 Census resident population of
331,449,281 includes all people living in the 50
states and the District of Columbia as of April 1,
2020.

Of the U.S. resident population, 37.2%
(123,425,864) lived in the five most populous
states in 2020 and over a quarter (27.2%) were in
the three largest states: California, Texas, and
Florida (Table 1).

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2020 Census Overseas Population

The 2020 Census overseas population for
the United States, including the 50 states and the
District of Columbia, was 350,686. This included
military or civilian employees of the U.S. govern-
ment who were stationed or assigned outside the
United States on April 1, 2020, as well as their
dependents living with them outside the United

States.

U.S. government agencies and
departments provided the Census Bu-
reau with counts of their employees
and their dependents living overseas
by the employees’ home state listed in
agency administrative records.

The five states with the largest over-
seas populations had a combined
41.7% (146,368) of the total overseas
population. Three of the states with
the largest overseas population were
also the states with the largest resident
population: California, Texas, and
Florida (Table 3).

The five states with the smallest
overseas population had a combined
overseas population of 3,575, or 1.0%
of the total overseas population. Three
of the states with the smallest overseas
population, Vermont, North Dakota,
and Wyoming, were also some of the
states with the smallest resident popu-
lation.

Utah was the fastest-growing state, followed
by Idaho, Texas, North Dakota, Nevada (Table
2). The five states with the slowest population
growth, all under 2.5% , were: Connecticut,
Michigan, Ohio, Wyoming, and Pennsylvania.
North Dakota, with one of the smallest resident
populations (779,094), had one of the largest per-
cent increases in population size (15.8%). Illi-
nois, Mississippi, and West Virginia were the
states that lost population.

Here's how the 2020 census
redistributes political power.
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(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon Husted provided
the following updates on Ohio's response to the
COVID-19 pandemic.

QUARANTINE HEALTH ORDER

Governor DeWine today announced that
any Ohioan who has been fully vaccinated will no
longer have to quarantine if they are exposed to
someone with COVID-19. This health order ap-
plies to all adults, except those who are in nursing
homes, assisted living facilities, or other congre-
gate care settings. Nursing homes and long-term
care facilities, including staff and residents,
should continue to quarantine following CDC
guidance.

"The power of the vaccine allows us to do
this," said Governor DeWine. "Fully vaccinated
Ohioans, including high school students, will be
able to participate in sports and other activities,
even if they have been exposed to someone with
COVID-19."

An individual is considered fully vaccinated
two weeks after their second dose of Pfizer or
Moderna COVID-19 vaccines or two weeks after
the single dose of the Johnson & Johnson vaccine.
As of today, 4.6 million Ohioans have received
their first vaccine, and 3.6 million are fully vacci-
nated.

The health order is forthcoming.
MASS VACCINATION CLINIC
Ohio's Mass Vaccination Clinic at Cleve-

land State University's
Wolstein Center will
now accept walk-ins
and will offer first dos-
es of the Pfizer vaccine
this week and next
week. Walk-ins are
welcome from 8 a.m. to
7 p.m.

"More than
237,000 first and sec-
ond doses of the Pfizer
vaccine have been ad-
ministered in the six
weeks the Mass Vacci-
nation Clinic has been
open," said Governor
DeWine. "The time to get vaccinated is now, and
there are many open appointments at the Wolstein
Center, as well as other vaccination locations in
Ohio."

Ohioans are still encouraged to visit get-
theshot.coronavirus.ohio.gov to look for open ap-
pointments or call 833-4-ASK-ODH to book an
appointment over the phone.

ECONOMIC UPDATE

Lt. Governor Jon Husted provided an update
on Ohio’s economic landscape related to the re-
cently announced 2020 Census count, the state’s
current unemployment rate and workforce devel-

opment efforts.

Presently, on OhioMeansJobs.com, there are
180,773 total jobs available and 92,866 of those
jobs have a salary of over $50,000.

Additionally, workforce development pro-
grams, such as TechCred and IMAP, aim to up-
skill Ohioans, making businesses and the state
more competitive.

“We have training programs available that
can give you the skills you need to be ready to go
to work at an in-demand, higher paying job in one
month or less,” said Lt. Governor Husted.
INTERMEDIATE CARE HEALTH ORDER

Governor DeWine announced the Ohio De-
partment of Health is rescinding the September
24, 2020 order that gave guidelines for indoor and
outdoor visitation at intermediate care facilities.
Intermediate care facilities should now follow
current guidance from the Centers for Medicare
and Medicaid Services (CMS) to determine ap-
propriate access to the facility and resident visita-
tion.
