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U.S. Department of Education Approves First Seven State Plans for Use of American Rescue Plan Funds
to Support K-12 Schools and Students, Distributes an Additional $6 Billion in Funds to Approved States

Today, the U.S. Department of Education
(Department) announced the approval of seven
American Rescue Plan Elementary and Secondary
School Emergency Relief (ARP ESSER) state plans
and distributed remaining ARP ESSER funds to
those states. The state plans detail how states are us-
ing and plan to use ARP ESSER funds to safely re-
open and sustain the safe operation of schools, and
address the needs of students, including by equi-
tably expanding opportunity for students dispropor-
tionately impacted by the COVID-19 pandemic.

Earlier this year, the Department distributed
two thirds of the ARP ESSER funds, totaling $81
billion, to 50 states and the District of Columbia.
The remaining third of the funding to states is being
made available once their plans are approved. To-
day’s approval of state plans for South Dakota,
Texas, Massachusetts, Utah, Arkansas, Rhode Is-
land, and Washington D.C., will result in the release
of nearly $6 billion in ARP ESSER funds for these
six states and Washington D.C., following the $12
billion in ARP ESSER funds distributed to these
states earlier this year.

“It is heartening to see, reflected in these state
plans, the ways in which states and Washington, D.
C., are planning to use American Rescue Plan funds
to continue to provide critical support to schools
and communities, particularly as we move into the
summer and look ahead to the upcoming academic
year,” said U.S. Secretary of Education Miguel Car-
dona. “The approval of these plans enables states to
receive vital, additional American Rescue Plan
funds to quickly and safely reopen schools for
full-time, in-person learning; meet students’ aca-
demic, social, emotional, and mental health needs;
and address disparities in access to educational op-
portunity that were exacerbated by the coronavirus
pandemic. From investing in summer learning and
enrichment programs, to expanding access to
COVID-19 vaccinations for school staff and stu-
dents, to addressing the academic impacts of unfin-
ished instructional time and increasing students’ ac-
cess to school counselors and mental health ser-
vices, the state plans that have been submitted to the
Department lay the groundwork for the ways in
which an unprecedented infusion of federal re-
sources will be used to address the urgent needs of
America’s children and build back better.”
Highlights of how states plan to use ARP ESS—
ER funds include:

Arkansas has developed an ArkansasTutoring
Corps that will create a system to recruit, prepare,
and support candidates to become qualified tutors
who provide instruction or intervention for students
to meet academic needs of at-risk learners, or stu-
dents most impacted by lost instructional time. The
Arkansas Tutoring Corps project will enhance
learning experiences of students due to loss of in-
structional time and address gaps in foundational
skills in mathematics and literacy using ARP ESS-
ER funds.

Washington, D.C.’s Out of School Time
grants, funded by ARP ESSER funds, will enable

community-based organizations to provide summer
learning programs to students, designed to improve
academic performance through evidence-based in-
terventions.

Texas plans to use ARP ESSER funds to ad-
dress the academic impact of lost instructional time
for Texas students, and plans to offer high-dosage
tutoring, high-quality instructional materials, and
job-embedded professional learning to help address
the academic impact of lost instructional time.

In South Dakota, the state education agency
will use ARP ESSER funding to focus on strategies
designed to engage and re-engage students that may
have missed out on instruction and educational op-
portunities over the last year.

With a portion of ARP ESSER funds, Mas-
sachusetts will help schools fund Acceleration A-
cademies this summer (2021), which will allow stu-
dents to learn and build skills working intensively
on one subject in small, hands-on learning environ-
ments with excellent teachers. This will be a mul-
ti-year program that the Department anticipates will
impact more than 50,000 students statewide each
year.

Utah will award ARP ESSER funds for evi-
dence-based summer learning and afterschool pro-
gramming through a competitive grant process to
both districts and community-based organizations
which will support students’ academic and social,
emotional, and mental health needs.

Rhode Island will significantly expand sum-
mer learning options statewide through its
All-Course Network platform, which provides free
instruction to students on topics ranging from AP
classes to animation courses.

The following remaining ARP ESSER funds
will be distributed today to the seven states and ter-
ritories with the approval of the state plans:
Massachusetts: $611,331,608
Rhode Island: $138,468,766
Texas: $4,148,464,081
South Dakota: $127,339,745
Utah: $205,578,303
Washington, D.C.: $128,932,230
Arkansas: $418,634,738

A total of 40 states have submitted their ARP
ESSER state plans to the Department. The Depart-
ment is reviewing the plans expeditiously and is in
contact with states to ensure their plans meet all
necessary requirements in order to access the re-
maining funds, as outlined in the ARP. The Depart-
ment is also in contact with states that have not yet
submitted plans, the vast majority of which are due
to state board of education or legislative review re-
quirements.

Distribution of ARP ESSER funds is part of
the Department’s broader effort to support students
and districts as they work to reengage students im-
pacted by the pandemic, address inequities exacer-
bated by COVID-19, and build our education sys-
tem back better than before. In addition to providing
$130 billion for K-12 education in the American
Rescue Plan to support the safe reopening of K-12

schools and meet the needs of all students, the
Biden-Harris Administration also has:

Released three volumes of the COVID -19
Handbook.

Held a National Safe School Reopening Sum-
mit.

Prioritized the wvaccination of educators,
school staff, and childcare workers. As of the end of
May, an estimated 84% of teachers and school staff
were fully vaccinated.

Provided $10 billion in funding for COVID-19 test-
ing for PreK-12 educators, staff, and students.

Launched a series of Equity Summits focused
on addressing inequities that existed before but
were made worse by the pandemic.

Released a report on the disparate impacts of
COVID-19 on underserved communities. Devel-

oped a Safer Schools and Campuses Best Practices
Clearinghouse elevating hundreds of best practices
to support schools’ efforts to reopen safely and ad-
dress the impacts of COVID-19 on students, educa-
tors, and communities.

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Governor DeWine Awards Recovery Ohio
Grants to Local Drug Task Forces

(COLUMBUS, Ohio) - Ohio Governor
Mike DeWine announced today that more than two
dozen local drug task forces in Ohio will receive
RecoveryOhio grant funding to support efforts that
disrupt the drug trade and promote substance use
awareness, prevention, and recovery.
A total of $2 million in grants from Governor
DeWine’s RecoveryOhio Law Enforcement Fund
will be awarded among 27 existing drug task
forces to intensify their efforts to identify high-lev-
el drug traffickers, dismantle large drug trafficking
organizations, interrupt the flow of money and
drugs from Mexican cartels, and prevent the sale
of illegal narcotics to those suffering from sub-
stance use disorder.

Grant funding will also be used to support
the mission of Governor DeWine’s RecoveryOhio
initiative which aims to increase substance use and

mental health awareness, implement age-appropri-
ate prevention education in schools, connect those
who need help with treatment, and promote recov-
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“Local drug task forces are the first line of
defense against the traffickers who are putting
drugs into the hands of those battling addiction,"
said Governor DeWine. "This funding will provide
vital tools in the area of drug use prevention, edu-
cation, and treatment that will promote effective
strategies to reduce the prevalence of substance use
disorders and overdoses."

Examples of programs that will be created
or expanded with RecoveryOhio Law Enforcement

Fund grants include:

* Central Ohio Drug Enforcement Task Force
($35,859.30) in Licking, Coshocton, Knox,
Guernsey, Muskingum, and Perry counties will use
funds to reduce the availability of illegal narcotics
in the six-county region and to provide profession-
al training and information-sharing opportunities
for the task force and community partners in addic-
tion and recovery.

*  Hamilton County Heroin Task Force
($230,577.81) will use funds to expand services of-
fered by its Quick Response Team (QRT) of social
workers and counselors to include overdose
hotspot outreach partnerships and programs with
social service agencies.

* Lawrence Drug & Major Crimes Task Force
($60,568.94) will use funds to increase efforts in
drug prevention and education as well as treatment
for substance abuse disorders.

* Multi-Area Narcotics (MAN) Unit ($18,371.25)
in Defiance, Fulton, Henry, Paulding, Putnam, and
Williams counties will use funds to provide train-
ing by MAN Unit officers for area law enforce-
ment, schools, county workers, retail personnel,
community administrators, and public agencies for
awareness of local drug trends, heroin abuse, and
overdose and meth components.

* Westshore Enforcement Bureau ($42,981.62) in
Cuyahoga County will use funds to support the re-
tention of a youth prevention specialist and contin-
ue annual contracts with two separate preven-
tion/education agencies that provide training
throughout the school year on subjects such as
leadership, anti-bullying, suicide, and drug addic-
tion prevention.

Governor DeWine established the Recovery-
Ohio Law Enforcement Fund to provide existing
drug task forces with additional resources to inter-
cept illegal drugs and enhance their role in sub-
stance use awareness, prevention, and recovery.
Funding for these grants was awarded as part of
the biennium budget approved by the Ohio General
Assembly for 2020-2021. The continuance of the
fund was among Governor DeWine's priority bud-
get items for the new biennium, and the Ohio Gen-
eral Assembly dedicated $5 million to the program
over the 2022-2023 budget year.

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Ohio Governor Mike DeWine Week in Review

For the week ending July 9, 2021

On Monday, in response to a request for assis-
tance from Texas Governor Greg Abbott, Ohio Gov-
ernor Mike DeWine has authorized a contingent from
the Ohio State Highway Patrol (OSHP) to respond to
Texas to assist local law enforcement with border
surveillance.

A total of 14 OSHP troopers and supervisors
will travel to Texas. During this two-week assign-
ment, the OSHP will not be tasked with making ar-
rests.

Last week, Governor DeWine approved the de-
ployment of 185 members of the Ohio Army National
Guard to Texas to provide non-law enforcement sup-
port to the United States Custom and Border Protec-
tion. The activation was made at the request of the U.
S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS) and the
National Guard Bureau (NGB). The service members
will be deployed on federal Title 10 status in late
2021.

Approximately 115 members of the Ohio Na-
tional Guard's 1484th Transportation Company were
previously deployed to support the Southwest Border
operations at the request of DHS and NGB. These
Soldiers currently remain on active duty.

Governor DeWine holds up SB 126 after
signing on Tuesday.

On Tuesday, Governor DeWine signed Senate
Bill 126 into law, also known as Collin's Law.
Collin's Law is Ohio's Anti Hazing Act, enacting a
number of changes intended to end hazing and any
cultural issues that allow hazing to persist.

"Simply put - we cannot tolerate hazing," said
Governor DeWine in his remarks before signing the
bill. "I believe Collin's Law will help change the cul-
ture surrounding hazing and save lives."

Collin's Law makes a number of changes, in-
cluding but not limited to:

* Expands the definition of hazing and specifies that
hazing may include “coercing another to consume al-
cohol or a drug of abuse."

* Increases the penalty for hazing to a 2nd degree
misdemeanor.

* Expands the list of officials required to report haz-
ing.

* Widens the scope of those who can be punished for
participating in or permitting hazing. (A violation that
results in serious harm is a 3rd degree felony.)

* Requires that those aware of hazing report it to au-
thorities, with penalties up to a Ist degree misde-
meanor for failing to do so.

* Requires the Ohio Department of Higher Education
to implement a statewide anti-hazing plan.

* Requires staff and volunteers at colleges and uni-
versities to undergo training on hazing awareness and
prevention.

Home Sewage Treatment System

A total of $1.6 million in H20hio funding will
go to the counties listed below to help low- to moder-
ate-income households repair and replace failing
home sewage treatment systems. Each county will re-
ceive $150,000 for the projects.

* Westshore Enforcement Bureau ($42,981.62) in
Cuyahoga County will use funds to support the reten-
tion of a youth prevention specialist and continue an-
nual contracts with two separate prevention/education
agencies that provide training throughout the school
year on subjects such as leadership, anti-bullying, sui-
cide, and drug addiction prevention.

Governor DeWine established the Recovery-
Ohio Law Enforcement Fund to provide existing drug
task forces with additional resources to intercept ille-
gal drugs and enhance their role in substance use
awareness, prevention, and recovery. Funding for
these grants was awarded as part of the biennium bud-
get approved by the Ohio General Assembly for
2020-2021. The continuance of the fund was among
Governor DeWine's priority budget items for the new
biennium, and the Ohio General Assembly dedicated
$5 million to the program over the 2022-2023 budget
year.

Participants in the
day’s festivities enjoyed walleye fishing on Ohio’s
Great Lake thanks to 19 licensed charter boat captains
who donated their boats for use during the event.

“Fish Ohio Day provides a great opportunity to
experience the world-class fishing on Lake Erie,” said
Governor DeWine. “This also gives us a chance to
highlight the excellent work and partnerships that are
needed to keep Lake Erie healthy and its fish popula-
tions bountiful.”

Lake Erie is a premier outdoor recreation desti-
nation. Ohio’s portion of Lake Erie boasts the best
walleye fishing in the country and has an estimated
population of 95.5 million walleye aged 2 or older.
The health of Lake Erie is a top priority for Governor
DeWine’s administration through the H20hio initia-
tive which aims to develop long-term, sustainable so-
lutions to improve water quality in Lake Erie and its
tributaries.

Additionally, on Thursday, Governor DeWine
and Lt. Governor Husted announced the next launch
of the In-Demand Jobs Survey for Ohio businesses to
provide feedback on the state’s In-Demand Jobs List.
“We want Ohio’s businesses to have the qualified
workers they need to thrive, and this survey will help
us direct training dollars into the most needed jobs,”
said Governor Mike DeWine. “By working in part-
nership with business owners to determine which
jobs are most in-demand, we can strengthen our
workforce, create new jobs, and positively impact the
economy of our state.”

The Survey, managed in partnership with the
Governor's Office of Workforce Transformation
(OWT), the InnovateOhio Platform and the Ohio De-
partment of Job and Family Services (ODIJFS), cre-
ates a simple user experience and allows businesses
to offer input on Ohio s current and future in-demand
jobs in just minutes.

“This survey helps us ensure that the In-De-
mand Jobs List is updated with the most accurate in-
formation so students and job seekers know where to
look for the best opportunities,” said Lt. Governor
Jon Husted, who serves as Director of the Governor's
Office of Workforce Transformation. “With insight
from the business community, we can better reflect
the needs of employers so that training dollars are in-
vested towards preparing people for the jobs available
in the workforce now.”

Additionally, on Friday, Gov-
ernor DeWine vetoed Senate Bill
113, which would have made
changes regarding Ohio fireworks
safety laws. The following is the
text of the Governor's veto mes-
sage:

"Pursuant to Article II, Section 16,
of the Ohio Constitution, which
states that the Governor may disap-
prove of any bill, I hereby disap-
prove of Substitute Senate Bill 113 and set forth the
following reasons for so doing as it is not in the best
interest of Ohioans.

"Substitute Senate Bill 113 (SB 113) would allow the
discharge, by nonprofessionals, of fireworks, includ-
ing bottle rockets, firecrackers, and aerial fireworks,
at all hours of the day (twenty-four hours per day) on
a minimum of twenty-five (25) separate holidays in a
calendar year (if certain holidays fall on a Sunday
then two days would be allowed for that holiday in-
creasing the number of allowable days).

"The bill doubles the allowable square footage
of fireworks stores, increasing them from 5,000 sq.
feet to 10,000 sq. feet, without requiring adequate
safety features in those stores with enhanced square
footage.

"Since the Scottown, Ohio, (Lawrence County)

fireworks store tragedy in 1996, there have been 2
major studies, one by Battelle Labs in 2000 and an-
other study by Southwest Research Institute in 2008
(produced for the fireworks industry) to help find bet-

ter ways to build and operate fireworks stores. SB
113 does not require compliance with the safety mea-
sures outlined in these studies but nevertheless dou
bles the square footage of stores that are selling these
devices to the public.

"SB 113 would be a dramatic change in Ohio
law, which would make Ohio one of the least restric-
tive states in regard to fireworks laws.

"For these reasons, this veto is in the public in-
terest."

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Department of Education Approves Borrower Defense

Claims

The U.S. Department of Education (Depart-
ment) announced today the approval of over 1,800
borrower defense to repayment (borrower defense)
claims for borrowers who attended three institutions:
Westwood College, Marinello Schools of Beauty and
the Court Reporting Institute. This is the first time the
Department has announced approved borrower de-
fense claims for students who attended institutions be-
sides Corinthian Colleges, ITT Technical Institute,
and American Career Institute since 2017.

These borrowers will receive 100 percent loan
discharges, resulting in approximately $55.6 million
in relief. This brings total loan cancellation based on
borrower defense by the Biden Administration to over
$1.5 billion for nearly 92,000 borrowers.

“Today’s announcement continues the U.S.
Department of Education’s commitment to standing
up for students whose colleges took advantage of
them,” said U.S. Secretary of Education Miguel Car-
“The Department will continue doing its part to
review and approve borrower defense claims quickly
and fairly so that borrowers receive the relief that they
need and deserve. We also hope these approvals serve
as a warning to any institution engaging in similar
conduct that this type of misrepresentation is unac-
ceptable.”

Westwood College

The Department is approving two types of
claims related to Westwood College (Westwood).
First, the Department found that, from 2002 through
its 2015 closure, all of Westwood’s campuses across
the country engaged in widespread misrepresentations
about the ability of students to transfer credits. De-
spite claims by Westwood, students were generally
unable to transfer their credits to other institutions.

Related to Three Additional

The inability of Westwood students to transfer their
credits meant that they had to—or would have to—
restart their education at a different school.

Second, the Department found that, from 2004
until its closure in 2015, Westwood made widespread,
substantial misrepresentations to students that its
criminal justice program would lead to careers as po-
lice officers in Illinois, particularly in the Chicago
area. The institution told students they would be able
to find employment with the Chicago Police Depart-
ment and other law enforcement agencies when, in
fact, these agencies would not accept Westwood cred-
its in their hiring processes. Borrowers said that in-
stead of obtaining employment as a police officer after
graduation from Westwood, they often had to accept
minimum wage jobs or jobs that required no degree at
all. The result was that students were worse off after
attending Westwood. The Department has approved
over 1,600 claims, representing approximately $53
million in relief for former Westwood students.

Westwood College was owned by Alta College,
Inc. (Alta), which was located in Colorado. Major ex-
ecutives at Alta included co-founder Kirk Riedinger
and George Burnett. In 2002, Alta was acquired by
Housatonic Partners, a private equity firm located in
California and Massachusetts.

Marinello Schools of Beauty

The Department found that Marinello Schools of
Beauty (Marinello) made widespread, substantial mis-
representations about the instruction that would be of-
fered at its campuses across the country. These mis-
representations occurred from 2009 until the schools
closed in 2016 after the Department denied Marinel-
lo’s application for continued participation in federal
student aid programs. Borrowers regularly asserted

that the schools failed to train them about key ele-
ments of a cosmetology program, such as how to cut
hair. The Department found that Marinello left stu-
dents without instructors for weeks or months at a
time as part of a pattern of failing to provide the edu-
cation it promised. As a result, students found it ex-
tremely difficult to pass necessary state licensing tests
and receive any return on their educational invest-
ment. As of today, the Department has approved over
200 claims, representing approximately $2.2 million
in relief for former Marinello students.

At all times relevant to the findings, Marinello
was owned by B&H Education Inc. (B&H), which
was a Delaware corporation. The leaders of B&H in-
cluded Rashad Elyas, Nagui Elyas, Mike Benvenuti,
and Michael Flecker in 2013 when it was sued under
the False Claims Act in a lawsuit that resulted in an
$8.6 million settlement in 2016.

Court Reporting Institute

The Department found that from 1998 through
its 2006 closure, the Court Reporting Institute (CRI)
made widespread, substantial misrepresentations
about the time it would take to complete its court re-
porting program. The majority of CRI students were
never able to complete the court reporting program
and, therefore, could not become court reporters. In
fact, data reviewed by the Department showed that
just two to six percent of students graduated and those
who did finish the program took much longer to do so
than the institution claimed. These findings cover
each of the institution’s locations, which were in
Washington, California, and Idaho. As of today, the
Department has approved 18 claims, representing ap-
proximately $340,000 in relief for former CRI stu-

Institutions

During the findings period and at the time of its
closure, CRI was owned by Alen Janisch.

The findings regarding Westwood and CRI were
made possible by evidence provided by law enforce-
ment partners at the offices of the Washington, Col-
orado, and Illinois attorneys general. The Department
will continue working with these law enforcement
partners and others to identify institutional miscon-
duct that harms federal student loan borrowers.

Today’s action continues efforts by the Biden
Administration to ensure borrower defense and other
targeted loan cancellation, forgiveness, and discharge
programs deliver relief to students and borrowers. In
March, the agency announced that it would grant $1
billion in relief to 72,000 borrowers with approved
borrower defense claims related to Corinthian Col-
leges and ITT Technical Institute (ITT). Subsequently,
the Department announced an additional $500 million
in relief for 18,000 borrowers with approved borrower
defense claims related to ITT. The Department also
suspended requests for earnings documentation from
borrowers who had received a total and permanent
disability discharge; this action reinstated discharges
for 41,000 borrowers and will help protect another
190,000 borrowers from the risk of losing their dis-
charges for this reason.

The Department is considering a future rulemak-

ing on borrower defense
and held public hearings to
receive stakeholder feed-
back in late June.

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Greater Cleveland COVID-19 Rapid Response Fund eclipses $16 million in grantmaking

Deadline for Phase II applications is August 1

CLEVELAND  (July 14, 2021) - The
Greater Cleveland COVID-19 Rapid Response
Fund announced today its 16th cycle of biweekly
grants as part of its Phase II efforts to support the
Greater Cleveland nonprofit community during the
ongoing pandemic. In total, $448,500 was granted
to 12 organizations and groups serving Cuyahoga,
Lake and Geauga counties. Since the start of the
fund in March 2020, partners have granted more
than $16 million.

The latest round of grant recipients includes:
* Hunger Network of Greater Cleveland ($32,500):
To provide emergency food supplies and hot meals
to community members.

* Ease of Spirit Ministries of HOPE ($11,000): To
fund the provision of food and PPE to low-income
families, the homebound, and attendees of the orga-
nization’s grief counseling classes.

* Medworks ($38,000): To fund the successful im-
plementation of 14 vaccine clinics at various
churches from March-May 2021 in partnership with
the Cleveland Department of Public Health and
Greater Cleveland Congregations. A total of 1,600
people were fully vaccinated.

* JAYSTARR HOMES 2 INC ($35,000): To pro-
vide affordable housing solutions for young adults
exiting the foster care system.

*Vaccination Access and Mobilization ($332,000):
To coordinate getting residents registered and vacci-
nated, utilizing the following organizations as hubs

in their respective communities: Bellaire Puritas
Development Corporation, Burten, Bell, Carr De-
velopment Inc., Global Cleveland, May Dugan Cen-
ter, Neighborhood Connections, Northeast Ohio Al-
liance for Hope (NOAH), University Circle Inc. and
University Settlement Inc.

The Homeless Services Taskforce, an ad hoc
subgroup of the Rapid Response Fund, is also work-
ing to make investments in the homeless services
system leading to long-term, systemic impact on
clients and how services are provided. Investment
priorities include those increasing the capacity of
the system to provide safe, healthy non-congregate
shelter and those supporting rapid movement of
clients out of emergency shelter and into stable
housing. The Taskforce continues reaching out to
system providers to discuss these priorities and in-
vite proposals meeting these goals. The following
six Taskforce awards close out the $4 million grant
from Cuyahoga County’s Coronavirus Aid, Relief,
and Economic Security (CARES) Act fund ear-
marked for investments in the homeless services
system:

* Campus District Inc.  ($650,816): To support the
installation, fees, and maintenance of a network of
high-quality permanent public restrooms throughout
Downtown and Ohio City for use by individuals ex-
periencing homelessness, as well as the general
public

* Emerald Development and Economic Network,

Inc. (EDEN) ($200,000): To assist with capital costs
associated with the creation of affordable housing to
serve previously homeless families
* Joseph’s Home ($121,460): To assist with capital
costs and IT updates to the Joseph’s Home and
Mary’s Home buildings, and capital costs for the
creation and on-going operations of isolation rooms
at Mary’s Home.
* Lutheran Metropolitan Ministry ($690,000):
Funding for ongoing efforts to support service pro-
vision to and housing of individuals experiencing
homelessness in Cuyahoga County.
* Ohio City Incorporated ($350,000): To purchase
the Front Steps building located on West 25th Street
to be used by the YWCA of Greater Cleveland to
house homeless women.
* YWCA Greater Cleveland ($127,208): To sup-
port staffing and operations of the Front Steps build-
ing located on West 25th Street to house homeless
women due to de-concentration efforts at the Norma
Herr Women’s Shelter as a result of COVID-19.
The Fund welcomes applications from non-
profits seeking support to address community needs
in the areas of basic needs, housing, PPE, testing
and vaccination access. Applicants are asked to
demonstrate that the program or project will have a
direct impact on reducing the spread of COVID-19.
The Fund is especially interested in applications that
help vulnerable populations access the vaccine.
Contributions to the second phase of the

Greater Cleveland COVID-19 Rapid Response
Fund total more than $10.9 million; this includes
new gifts from the Jack, Joseph and Morton Mandel
Foundation, Jane and Jon Outcalt Foundation, and
The Treu-Mart Fund. Funding partners urge other
foundations, corporate entities, individuals and or-
ganizations to contribute to the Fund. Donations of
any amount are welcomed, and all contributions are
tax deductible.

Based upon the charitable structure of the
Rapid Response Fund, the second phase is currently
accepting grant applications through August 1 from
eligible organizations serving Cuyahoga, Lake
and/or Geauga counties. The Fund is designed pri-
marily to support human service nonprofits with op-
erational budgets of less than $20 million. The Fund
partners encourage collaborative proposals that in-
volve multiple organizations within similar sectors
or neighborhoods working on shared issues.

The Fund is expected to continue its funding
through the end of August. Awards range in size
from $5,000 to $100,000, with a maximum grant
amount of $100,000 for any nonprofit organization.
Organizations that were funded during Phase I (be-
tween March-July 2020) are eligible to apply for ad-
ditional funding. Grants are limited to 501 (c)(3)
nonprofit organizations, groups fiscally sponsored
by a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization, or other char-
itable organizations able to receive a tax-deductible
contribution.
