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Since China hosted visitors from the USA
for the first ping pong games in 1972 between the
nations, sports has been used to build a bridge of
international goodwill. From that starting point,
the relationship between the USA and China had
continued to develop in mutually beneficial ways.

China joined the World Trade Organization
(WTO) in 2001, and along with the rest of the

world, the East-West ties grew stronger over the
years, with sports being at the center of many
Sino-USA projects.

In 2019, an American Col-
lege football team went to
Shanghai, China to play 2 good-
will exhibition games, which were well attended.
China has also sent groups of young basketball stu-
dents from China to the Cleveland area for sports
training camps in 2018-2019 summer time. Prior
to the Covid-19 outbreak that has limited group
travel to China since February 2020, USA-China
based company TGBTG Sports had been in talks
with Cleveland area Notre Dame College for a po-
tential trip to China for the games. Notre Dame
College, a top NCAA Division II program, would
have played 4 games -- 2 in Shanghai and 2 in Bei-
jing, according to the original format of the good-
will games.

"Notre Dame College athletic director Scott
Swain has done a great job keeping a great football
program together, and we hope we can get them to
China for the games in the future," said Cyril
White, managing director of TGBTG Sports. "Mr.
Swain understands that sports in more than a game,
and we certainly want to use our platform to unite
people in these times."

Chinese companies had already become
heavily involved in sponsoring Western sports
teams, leagues, and athletes, Several NBA players
have been sponsored by top apparel brands in Chi-
na, while many national teams and leagues abroad
have benefitted from China's growing interest in
branding through sports. Jackson White says that
now that football is more popular in China, more

ootball players can build relationships with brands
because of this interest.

"Football fans will pay more attention to foot-
ball players, and we will get better sponsorship
deals and more fan engagement," said Jackson,
whose website www.firstdownjacksonwhite.com
launched in China in September 2021. "The op-
portunity makes me realize I'm always more than
just a player-- I am a sports ambassador. I want to
be a part of why we see each other as being more
alike and not as being more different."

China and the USA enjoyed a relatively ami-
cable relationship during the Barack Obama presi-
dential years, and political differences began to e-
merge during the Donald Trump administration,
most notably the disputes over Covid-19, its origin,
and how both countries handled the virus and/or
shared information to contain it, With president
Joe Biden as the new leader of the USA, it remains
to be seen how the current leadership can bring a
positive change in the relationship between the na-
tions.

SBA’s Awards $900,000 in FY2022 STEP
Funding to the State of Ohio to Expand Exporting by
Ohio Small Businesses

Nationally, $19.5 Million Awarded to Help
Small Businesses Compete in the Global Marketplace

(COLUMBUS, Ohio) - Ohio small businesses now
have access to $900,000 in continued funding from the
U.S. Small Business Administration’s State Trade Ex-
pansion Program (STEP) for assistance in exporting.
Nationally, SBA has awarded $19.5 million for
FY2022 to 48 state and territory international trade a-
gencies through the competitive STEP program, which
supports export growth among U.S. small businesses.
In Ohio, the STEP award will support the International
Market Access Grant for Exporters (IMAGE) pro-
gram, which is administered by the Ohio Department
of Development.

STEP is designed to increase the number of
American small businesses selling abroad and to am-
plify the value of that trade. Since the program’s cre-
ation in 2010 as part of the Small Business Jobs Act,
Ohio has received approximately $8 million in STEP
awards. Ohio’s FY2022 STEP award enables the De-
partment of Development to assist small businesses
with information and tools needed to succeed in ex-
port-related activities. These undertakings include par-
ticipation in foreign trade missions, foreign market
sales trips, and services provided by the U.S. Depart-
ment of Commerce. In addition, the Department of
Development uses STEP funds to provide export train-
ing workshops to the small business community and to
help small businesses design international marketing
campaigns and develop export trade show exhibits.

“STEP grants, along with SBA’s other export
resources, including SBA-backed export financing and
U.S. Export Assistance Centers (USEACs), are critical
tools for helping Ohio’s small businesses enter and
develop foreign markets,” said Gil Goldberg, SBA
Cleveland District Director. “From heavy industry to
high tech, Ohio-based smaller enterprises should look
beyond U.S. borders for growth opportunities. SBA’s

STEP grant, as administered by the State of Ohio’s
Department of Development, helps level the playing
field for small companies so they can compete in the
global marketplace.”

“Exports by small businesses are vital to the eco-
nomic health of our state, especially as Ohio recovers
from the COVID-19 crisis,” said Everett M. Woodel
Jr., SBA Columbus District Director. “SBA’s Office
of Advocacy’s most recent profile of Ohio notes that
small firms exported goods worth $10.8 billion in
2019, making up 22.1% of all exports from our state.
The State of Ohio’s IMAGE program, supported by
SBA’s STEP grant, is crucial to ensuring small busi-
ness exports will help Ohio’s economy to grow and
flourish.”

“We’re excited to again partner with the SBA to

help Ohio small businesses launch export programs or
build on existing ones,” said Lydia L. Mihalik, Direc-
tor of the Ohio Department of Development. “Export-
ing is a great way for businesses to expand their reach
and sustain their success, and we also know that Ohio
is known around the world for excellent products and
workmanship.”
The State of Ohio’s International Market Access
Grant for Exporters (IMAGE) program provides grant
funds to eligible businesses to engage in eligible ex-
port promotion activities. Companies can access up to
$10,000 in 2022 grant year funds on a 50% reimburse-
ment basis.

Governor DeWine and Lt. Governor Husted Announce New Pro-
jects Expected to Create More Than $12 Million in Investments

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon Husted today an-
nounced the approval of assistance for five projects
set to create 679 new jobs and retain 549 jobs
statewide. During its monthly meeting, the Ohio Tax
Credit Authority (TCA) reviewed economic devel-
opment proposals brought to the board by JobsOhio
and its regional partners. Collectively, the projects
are expected to result in more than $42 million in
new payroll and spur more than $12 million in in-
vestments across Ohio. Projects approved by the
TCA include:

NORTHEAST Iten Defense LLC, village of
Saybrook (Ashtabula Co.), expects to create 102
full-time positions, generating $3.7 million in new
annual payroll and retaining $3.1 million in existing
payroll as a result of the company’s expansion pro-
ject in Saybrook. Iten Defense manufactures ad-
vanced composite armor products that are used by
customers for personal protection, military vehicles,
watercraft, and aircraft. The TCA approved a 1.098
percent, seven-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this
project.

SOUTHWEST Coterie Applications Inc.,
Blue Ash (Hamilton Co.), expects to create 10
full-time positions, generating $750,000 in new an-
nual payroll and retaining $2.7 million
in existing payroll as a result of the
company’s expansion project in Blue
Ash. Coterie is a commercial insur-
ance company that creates insurance
products and buying experiences. The

TCA approved a 1.319 percent, six-year Job Creation
Tax Credit for this project.

Divisions Inc. (DMG), Cincinnati (Hamilton Co.),
expects to create 256 full-time positions, generating
$25.6 million in new annual payroll and retaining $19.1
million in existing payroll as a result of the company’s
new project in Cincinnati. DMG provides facility main-
tenance services. The TCA approved a 2.102 percent,
10-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this project.

EPC - Columbia Inc., Lebanon (Warren Co.), ex-
pects to create 50 full-time positions, generating $1.9
million in new annual payroll and retaining $1.1 mil-
lion in existing payroll as a result of the company’s ex-
pansion project in Lebanon. EPC provides plastic injec-
tion molded products for major industries including au-
tomotive, appliances, medical, healthcare, and commer-
cial food products. The TCA approved a 1.018 percent,
six-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this project.

WESTERN Legrand North America LLC, city of
Union (Montgomery Co.), expects to create 261
full-time positions, generating $10.3 million in new an-
nual payroll and retaining $1.4 million in existing pay-
roll as a result of the company’s new project in Union.
Legrand provides electrical and digital building infras-
tructure. The TCA approved a 1.399 percent, eight-year
Job Creation Tax Credit for this project.
