The Ohio Department of Health reported that
1,264 Ohioans died of COVID-19 in October. The
number may continue to increase as reports are re-
ceived. To put this in perspective the number of indi-
viduals who died of COVID-19 was the sixth highest
during the month of October than at any other point

in the pandemic.

In October, at least 173 of these deaths oc-
curred amongst people in their 50s. At least 78
of these deaths occurred amongst people in
their 40s - and at least 28 of these deaths oc-
curred amongst people in their 30s.

On average there are more than 41 Ohioans dy-
ing each day from COVID.
