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Governor DeWine Announces School Safety Grant Program Accepting Applications

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor
Mike DeWine announced today that the State
is now accepting applications for $53 million
in grant funding for schools as part of his
$100 million Ohio K-12 School Safety Grant
Program.

The Ohio Facilities Construction Com-
mission (OFCC), in partnership with the O-
hio School Safety Center, is encouraging
more than 4,000 eligible public schools, dis-
tricts, and chartered non-public schools
statewide to apply for the grant opportunity.
Applicants can request up to $100,000 per
school building to cover expenses associated

with physical security enhancements, such
as security cameras, public address sys-
tems, automatic door locks, visitor badging
systems, and exterior lighting.

“A safe school plays a crucial role in
improving the physical and mental health
of students and staff, alike,” said Governor

DeWine. “These grants help create safe inally applied for but did not receive funding in the 2021
learning environments, so students have the program. !

Governor DeWine first launched the

K-12 School Safety Grant Program in edthe  Ohio
2021, with an appropriation of $5 million, School Safety

Due to the high volume of applicants, not all
schools who applied received funding. This year, the
Governor and legislature partnered to increase the grant
program by an additional $100 million with support
from the American Rescue Plan Act. Earlier this month,

It is housed at the Ohio Department of
Public Safety and works to assist local
schools, colleges and universities, and law
enforcement agencies to prevent, prepare for,
and respond to threats and acts of violence,
including self-harm, through a holistic, solu-
tions-based approach to improving school
safety.

Governor DeWine Awards $8.5 Million to Support Local Law Enforcement

(WILLARD, Ohio)
Mike DeWine announced today that he is
awarding $8.5 million to 21 local law enforce-
ment agencies to help them strategically combat
violence in their communities.

Governor DeWine announced the seventh
round of recipients to receive grant funds as part
of his Ohio Violent Crime Reduction Grant Pro-
gram while visiting Willard this afternoon. The
Willard Police Department is re-
ceiving a grant of $393,097.78 to
maintain its workforce and to at-
tract and retain new officers with

the seventh round of the Ohio Violent Crime
Reduction Grant Program include:

The Bexley Police Department (Franklin
County) will receive $239,628.18 to upgrade its
portable radios to eliminate dropped calls and
improve communication with neighboring po-
lice departments.

The Boardman Police Department (Ma-
honing County) will receive $628,358.56 to buy

L

hiring and retention bonuses.

“Many law enforcement a-
gencies across Ohio are facing an
increase in resignations and a de-
crease in new applicants to fill
those vacant positions, which has
a direct impact on the safety of
their communities," said Governor
DeWine. “I am committed to sup-
porting agencies that need help
filling their ranks so that they can
effectively protect their citizens and themselves.

Since the launch of the Ohio Violent
Crime Reduction Grant Program in April, Gov-
ernor DeWine has awarded $37.2 million to 119
Ohio law enforcement agencies to help them
prevent and investigate violent crime through
new and enhanced anti-violence programs and
improved staffing levels. Governor DeWine will
award approximately $100 million to local law
enforcement agencies in total.

“This grant couldn’t have come at a bet-
ter time,” said Willard Police Chief Shannon
Chaffins. “This will make a huge difference to
an agency of our size in retaining our seasoned
officers and attracting new candidates.”

Other agencies receiving grants as part of
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The  Groveport Police  Department
(Franklin County) will receive $69,219.46 to
deploy technology in high crime areas to more
easily identify suspects responsible for acts of
violence.

The Orange Village Police Department
(Cuyahoga County) will receive $239,689.39 to
help gain leads using new technology to identi-
fy, apprehend, and prosecute criminal offenders.

The Warren Police Department
(Trumbull County) will receive
$237,326 to upgrade the mobile
forensic capabilities of its Criminal

ballistic panels and shields, initiate more human

trafficking investigations, link victims of crime
to available services, and pay for overtime ex-
penses.

The Crawford County Prosecutor’s Office
will receive $215,217.68 to hire a criminal in-
vestigator to assist local law enforcement agen-
cies with case investigations.

The Garfield Heights Police Department
(Cuyahoga County) will receive $1,311,936.82
for advanced crime analysis and new technolo-
gy to help identify repeat offenders and hotspots
for crime.

The Grove City Division of Police
(Franklin County) will receive $421,200 for
technology to capture real-time data to better
target problem areas in the city.
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Intelligence Unit to reduce the time
it takes to provide investigators
with crucial digital evidence. The
upgrade will also drastically de-
crease the number of mobile de-
vices sent to outside agencies for
analysis.

Governor DeWine, in partnership with the Ohio
General Assembly, created the Ohio Violent
Crime Reduction Grant Program last year to
give local law enforcement additional tools to
address violence, including increases in crime
associated with law enforcement retirements
and resignations.

The program is funded through both the
state operating budget and with American Res-
cue Plan Act (ARPA) funds that Governor
DeWine and the Ohio General Assembly have
dedicated to first responders to counter various
pressing issues exacerbated by the COVID-19
pandemic, including violent crime. The grants
announced today are all funded through ARPA.

The program is administered by the Ohio
Office of Criminal Justice Services within the
Ohio Department of Public Safety.

This project inspired
journalist Leo Weidenthal along with Charles J. Wolfram and Jen-
nie K. Zwick to organize the Civic Progress League which be-
came the Cultural Garden League by 1925. The group would ful-
fill the vision of many unique gardens honoring different commu-
nities that make up Cleveland. The City of Cleveland and the
Works Progress Administration helped make the vision a reality.

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Loss of 1.7 Million Immigrants Fuels U.S. Labor Shortages and Inﬂaﬁon

Close to 15% of job openings that employ
immigrant or foreign-born workers in the U.S. are
still vacant, while the legal immigration system is
in dire straits. From meat packing to home build-

ing to STEM professionals to nurses, the
post-pandemic economy is reeling from a labor
force decimated by restrictive immigration poli-
cies, which worsened under Donald Trump’s ad-
ministration.

The Halting of Immigration

“From the middle of 2019 until the end of
2021, there has been essentially zero net immi-
gration to the U.S,” said Giovanni Peri, Ph.D.
Professor of Economics and Founder and Direc-
tor of the UC Davis Global Migration Center,
citing US Bureau census data.

“Although in late 2021 and early 2022
these numbers started growing again, the fact
that the inflow of immigrants stopped made the
country lose more than 1.7 million (immigrants),”
added Peri, noting that 900,000 of them would
have been college educated who work in the
STEM sector - doctors, computer scientists,
biomedical engineers, bio experts — and 800,000
would have been non-college educated concen-
trated in sectors such as food, hospitality, elderly
and child care. “We are talking about the 1.1% of
the US labor force,” Peri added.

Peri spoke during a?media briefing?on
8/26/22 hosted by Ethnic Media Services that
sounded the alarm over how the lack of immi-

grants is hurting the economy. Meanwhile, public
discussion focuses on an estimated 2 million bor-
der crossings for the fiscal year.

The halting of immigration coincides with
more and more US citizens opting to work from
home in online jobs, and people in their 50s and
60s opting for early retirement. When companies
are struggling to hire people, wages go up and the
rising cost of labor translates into inflation, Peri
explained.

According to the Bureau of Labor Statistics
in July 2022, there were 10 million unfilled jobs
in the US. Before COVID, in a similar period, that
figure was 6 million.

Experts agree that there should be a govern-
ment effort to make the H1B visa program (spon-
sored by employers) stronger and more inclusive
for all sectors, while addressing the monstrous
backlog in green cards and asylum claims.

Backlogs and Delays in the Immigration
Processes

“In the past six or seven years we have seen
tremendous delays in the immigration processes
across the country, both in the courts and also
through the US Citizenship and Immigration Ser-
vices (USCIS),” said Gregory Z. Chen, Senior Di-
rector of Government Relations at the American

Immigration Lawyers Associ-
ation. Chen noted that when
President Barack Obama left
office, there were about
500,000 immigration cases in '
the backlog compared to 1.4
million cases during the
Trump administration.

“As of today we have
about 1.6 million cases that
are waiting to be heard, (each
one) typically takes four to six
years now,” Chen said.
“Many businesses can’t wait

Although al-
most 70% of Americans are in favor of it, there
has been no appetite in a polarized Congress to
ease restrictions for even legal immigrants.

Chen highlighted how President Biden’s In-
flation Reduction Act -recently signed into law-

originally included provisions to legalize unautho-
rized immigrants, a provision that had to be aban-
doned to gain bipartisan support.

“The concern about the benefits immigration
provides to the country and the economy has been
subsumed by the idea that it’s related to border
national security issues,” said Chen, who doesn’t
see a major immigration reform bill happening
even in 2023.

Shortage of Nursing Professionals

COVID. This left us with fewer nurses to fill the
open positions in our units.”

Although COVID floors have been essential-
ly shut down, hospitals are short staffed and
one-on-one patient care is over, she said. “Often-
times nurses are caring for multiple patients,
which is increasing their chances of creating errors
and causing emotional distress,”

There are close to 194,000 open positions for
nurses, and not enough US nurses to fill them.
Since the 80s, when hospitals were understaffed,
nurses from other countries have filled these roles.
But today, annually, HIB visas are limited to
140,000 and family-sponsored visas are limited to
226,000.

“I am seeing how tired and exhausted the
nurses are and how frustrated they feel like their
voices aren’t being heard,” Collins said.” If hos-
pitals come up with a system so that they could
keep bringing in (immigrant) nurses, they
wouldn’t have problems filling their open posi-
tions,” she concluded.
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Today, the U.S. Department
of Education (Department) an-
nounced that it has approved more
than $10 billion in debt relief for
over 175,000 borrowers in 10
months through the Public Service
Loan Forgiveness (PSLF) program.
This follows changes the Department announced
in October 2021 that transformed the program by
changing certain rules to make it easier for public
servants with federal student loans to have their
debts cancelled.

“For far too long, teachers, nurses, veterans,
government employees, and countless others dedi-
cated to serving our country found Public Service
Loan Forgiveness to be nothing more than an
empty promise, and before President Biden took
office, only 7,000 borrowers ever managed to
qualify,” said U.S. Secretary of Education Miguel
Cardona. “Today’s announcement that we’ ve sur-
passed $10 billion in forgiveness for more than
175,000 public servants shows that the Biden-Har-
ris administration’ s efforts to cut red tape are turn-
ing the Public Service Loan Forgiveness program
from a promise broken into a promise kept. We’re
committed to helping borrowers who choose to
pursue careers in education, public health, social
work, law enforcement, and other critical fields re-
ceive the benefits to which they’re entitled for
leading lives of service.”

Department continues to encourage borrowers to apply for the Public Service

Loan Forgiveness (PSLF) before October 31 waiver deadline

PSLF program and more than 1 million borrowers
have also received additional credit toward for-
giveness, with the typical borrower receiving more
than a year’s worth of progress. The Department
is encouraging individuals to take action before
the October 31 deadline. Federal student loan bor-
rowers who are eligible can receive credit for pay-
ments that would otherwise not qualify for the
program.

Temporary Changes to PSLF

The temporary changes allow student bor-
rowers to get credit for payments made on loans
from Federal Family Education Loan (FFEL) Pro-
gram, Perkins Loan Program, and other federal
student loans. These borrowers must apply to con-
solidate their loans into a Direct Consolidation
Loan before the deadline of October 31 to qualify
for the program under the temporary changes.

Additionally, under the temporary changes,
past periods of repayment count whether or not
borrowers were on a qualifying repayment plan or
whether or not borrowers made payments.

Most borrowers who work or worked for a
non-profit, or federal, state, Tribal or local govern-
ment since 2007 and who were repaying their
loans are eligible. Borrowers can also combine

multiple sources of part-time employment to qual-
ify and months in service do not have to be con-
secutive.

“The Department recognizes this relief has
made a meaningful difference in the lives of pub-
lic service workers and non-profit employees and
encourages borrowers to visit StudentAid.
gov/pslfwaiver to learn more about the program
before the October 31 deadline,” said Under Sec-
retary of Education James Kvaal.

The Biden-Harris Administration is leading
four PSLF Days of Action, each focused on a dif-
ferent public sector, to encourage public servants
across the nation to take advantage of temporary
changes to the PSLF program. A PSLF
