My dear friends:

Today is a day for celebration. I’ m writing to
announce a historic settlement in my two lawsuits
seeking accountability for the government’s ille-
gal and discriminatory investigation of me, its
wrongful prosecution, and its termination of my
employment with the National Weather Service.
The settlement is one of the largest paid to an in-
dividual plaintiff in Commerce Department histo-
ry. As compensation, the Commerce Department
is paying me $550,000, and I’ 1l receive an annuity
from the U.S. government valued at

$1.25 million over ten years. In addi-
# tion, the Commerce Department is
hosting a private meeting between me
and a senior agency official, and it is
providing me with a letter that ac-
knowledges my extensive accomplish-
ments during my tenure as a U.S. gov-
ernment hydrologist.

Today’s settlement is not only a
victory for me; it is also a victory for
our community and for the rule of law.
It makes clear that profiling and dis-
crimination are unacceptable, and that

rogue investigative units like ITMS have no place
in a democratic society. The government cannot
escape the consequences for these wrongs. It will
be held to account.

Of course, no amount of money can ever ful-
ly repair the injustices I’ ve experienced. But to-
day’s settlement is a critically important step to-
ward achieving justice for myself and for so many
Chinese Americans who have been subjected to
unjustified government scrutiny.

Your unwavering support has been essential
to this fight every step of the way. Although I’'m
unfortunately unable to celebrate with each of you
in person, please know that I’m thinking of each
of you, and I am so grateful for your kindness and
generosity over this years-long fight. You’ve giv-
en me the strength to go on.? Thank you so much!
