Contaminated Waste Removal

The removal of hazardous waste
from the derailment site has been paused
by the U.S. EPA.

In an update to the public on
Thursday, the state provided information
that Norfolk Southern had chosen to
contract with licensed hazardous waste
treatment and disposal facilities in Texas
and Michigan for the disposal of haz-
ardous waste from the derailment.

According to the U.S. EPA, the U.S. EPA
ordered the transport be stopped so that additional
oversight measures could be put in place to super-
vise where Norfolk Southern disposes of the con-
taminated materials.

Of the twenty truckloads (approximately
280 tons) of hazardous solid waste hauled away
from the derailment site, 15 truckloads of contami-
nated soil had already been disposed of at the li-
censed hazardous waste treatment and disposal fa-
cility in Michigan. Five truckloads of contaminat-
ed soil were returned to East Palestine.

The licensed hazardous waste treatment and
disposal facility in Texas will dispose of liquid
waste that has already been trucked out of East
Palestine, but no additional liquid waste will be
accepted at the Texas facility at this time.

Currently, about 102,000 gallons of liquid
waste and 4,500 cubic yards of solid waste remain
in storage on site in East Palestine, not including
the five truckloads returned to the village. Addi-
tional solid and liquid wastes are being generated
as the cleanup progresses.

In all circumstances involving hazardous
waste in the United States, the waste must be dis-
posed of at a licensed hazardous waste treatment
and disposal facility. All licensed treatment and
disposal facilities must meet the requirements of
the federal Resource Conservation and Recovery
Act’s hazardous waste permitting program, which
ensures the safe management of hazardous waste
in a manner that protects public health and the en-
vironment. Both the Texas and Michigan facilities
are licensed.

New Water Monitoring Wells

Out of an abundance of caution, Ohio EPA
is conducting additional sampling of the ground-
water near East Palestine’s municipal water sup-
ply. Although it is not believed that contaminants

from the derailment will spread to the municipal

water wells, four monitoring wells have been in-
stalled to monitor groundwater between Leslie
Run and the village’s wellfield. Testing the water
in these wells will allow for any potential contami-
nants to be discovered before they reach the vil-
lage’ s municipal water wells. Both the Ohio EPA
and a private contractor are conducting this sam-
pling and will send the samples to separate labora-
tories. Sampling will take place once a week, and
results are expected within seven days.

The first water sample results from private
water systems of East Palestine area homes
showed no harmful levels of contaminants associ-
ated with the train derailment.

The Columbiana County Health Department
on Friday received verified laboratory results from
12 private water systems that were sampled be-

tween Feb. 10th and 14th.

- Of those 12 systems sampled, eight
samples showed no detectable con-
taminants. Three sample results had
trace detections at levels well below
safe drinking water standards. At this
time, there is no evidence that links
these trace detections to the derail-
ment.

One system had elevated levels of
disinfection byproducts, which re-
sulted from the resident’s well main-
tenance practices. No harmful levels
| of derailment-associated contami-
nants were found. The resident was
advised not to drink their water until
the system could be flushed and
re-sampled.

Residents of all 12 homes accepted the coun-
ty health department’s offer to have their private
water systems re-sampled. The re-sampling sched-
ule has not yet been determined.

In total, 119 private wells have been tested in
the impacted area of the derailment. Residents
near East Palestine who would like their pri-
vate water system sampled should call
330-849-3919.

Air Monitoring

The U.S. EPA reported that they have
conducted indoor air testing at a total of 574
homes. No contaminants associated with the
derailment were detected. Those living in
East Palestine who have not yet requested
free air sampling can call 330-849-3919. Out-
door air monitoring is ongoing with 15 air

monitors in the area. These monitors have not de-
tected contaminants associated with the derail-
ment.

Governor DeWine, Lt. Governor Husted Announce
New Projects Expected to Create 223 New Jobs,$10 Million in Payroll

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon Husted today an-
nounced the approval of assistance for two pro-
jects set to create 223 new jobs and retain 165
jobs statewide.

During its monthly meeting, the Ohio Tax
Credit Authority (TCA) reviewed economic de-
velopment proposals brought to the board by Job-
sOhio and its regional partners. Collectively, the
projects are expected to result in more than $10.1
million in new payroll and spur more than $4.4

million in investments across Ohio.
Projects approved by the TCA include:
SOUTHEAST

Starr’s Auto Body LLC, city of Chillicothe
(Ross County), expects to create 150 full-time posi-
tions, generating more than $7.4 million in new an-
nual payroll as a result of its new location in Chilli-
cothe. Starr’s manufactures a variety of products,
such as cab caps, for Class VIII Heavy Duty Trucks.
The TCA approved a 1.384%, eight-year Job Cre-
ation Tax Credit for this project. Vinyl Kraft

Acquisition LLC, village of New Boston
(Scioto County), expects to create 73
full-time positions, generating more than
$2.6 million in new annual payroll and re-
taining more than $5.4 million in existing
payroll, as a result of its expansion project
in New Boston. Vinyl Kraft is a manufac-
turer of vinyl remodeling windows and
doors. The TCA approved a 1.500% ,
10-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this
project.

On Tuesday, Governor Mike DeWine joined
state, local, and federal officials in East Palestine
to provide an update on the status of remediation
work at the site of the Norfolk Southern train de-
railment. Governor DeWine discussed the opening
of the new Health Assessment Clinic, which is
available for area residents who have medical
questions or concerns related to the derailment.

Also on Tuesday, Lt. Governor Jon Husted
joined local leaders from Akron to discuss the
$150 million allocated in the Executive Version of
the State Operating Budget toward the creation of
new innovation hubs throughout the state. The ini-
tiative aims to increase research and development,
create new jobs, preserve existing jobs, and sup-
port improved economic conditions throughout O-
hio.

Finally, on Tuesday Governor DeWine’s
RecoveryOhio Initiative, the Ohio Department of
Higher Education, and the Ohio Department of
Health announced a collaboration to provide emer-
gency naloxone access cabinets for installation on
public college and university campuses around the
state.

Naloxone, also known by the brand name
Narcan, is a medication that can reverse an over-
dose caused by an opioid drug (heroin, fentanyl, or
prescription pain medications). When administered

during an overdose, naloxone blocks the effects of
opioids on the brain and quickly restores breath-
ing. The wall-mounted emergency access cabinet
is an effective and easy way to provide the public
with access to life-saving naloxone.

“Moments after taking the oath of office, my
first action as Governor was to create Recovery-
Ohio to ensure that we take an innovative ap-
proach to addressing the addiction crisis and invest
in the health and well-being of our citizens.
Through this new partnership with the higher edu-
cation community, we are taking another step for-
ward in reducing the stigma associated with addic-
tion and mental illness while ensuring that help is
available when needed,” Governor DeWine said.

On Wednesday, Governor DeWine provided
a status update on the ongoing municipal water
sampling, private well sampling, air monitoring,
surface water cleanup, and soil removal in East
Palestine, Ohio.

In addition to the remediation work, the Ohio
Bureau of Workers’ Compensation has created a
team to specifically handle any workers’ compen-
sation claims related to the derailment.

Lt. Governor Husted delivering his remarks
On Thursday, Lt. Governor Husted provided
remarks at the groundbreaking celebration for

Rumpke’s new 200,000-square-foot,
state-of-the-art recycling campus on the northeast
side of Columbus.

Also on Thursday, Governor DeWine provid-
ed a status update on the contaminated waste re-
moval, impacted aquatic species, animal disease

testing, private well sampling, air monitoring, and
surface water cleanup in East Palestine.

On Friday, Governor DeWine issued a
proclamation recognizing the one-year anniversary
of Russia's invasion of Ukraine.

"On the first anniversary of the Russian inva-
sion of Ukraine, Ohio’s support for the people of
Ukraine remains steadfast," said Governor
DeWine. "Ohio is home to about 42,000 people of
Ukrainian descent, and we welcome any Ukraini-
ans who seek refuge in the Buckeye State."

Last March, Governor DeWine signed Execu-
tive Order 22-02D which prohibited the state from
engaging in purchasing activity that would aid
Russia in violating the rights of the Ukrainian peo-
ple, and ordered all state agencies, boards, com-
missions, state educational institutions, and pen-
sion funds to divest investments in, and terminate
contracts with Russian institutions or companies in
support of Ukraine.

Also on Friday, Governor DeWine signed an
Executive Order 2023-06D, officially creating the
Ohio Governor’s Nursing Home Quality and Ac-
countability Task Force.

During his 2023 State of the State Address,
Governor DeWine announced his plan to form the
task force to study issues surrounding quality of
life and quality of care in Ohio’s nursing homes.
The Governor also announced during his address
that the group would be tasked with completing
their work on an expedited timeline. In keeping
with this directive, the task force will travel to
communities across the state between now and
May to hear directly from nursing home residents
and their loved ones about their experiences and
issue a report of their findings.

“I promised that this task force would move
quickly because we can’t afford to wait,” Gover-
nor DeWine said. “While many of our state’s
nursing homes are very good, others are not meet-
ing the standards we expect for those caring for
our older loved ones. All too often - we hear of
preventable tragedies occurring: medication errors,
failure to provide care, poor infection prevention
and control, and sometimes even elder abuse.”

Also on Friday, Lt. Governor Husted visited
Belcan LLC, a global supplier of design, software,
manufacturing, supply chain, information technol-
ogy, and digital engineering solutions. He spoke
with company leadership and employees about
their use of the TechCred program and the addi-
tional funding allocated in the executive budget to
enable the program to grow. Belcan has been ap-
proved for almost 100 credentials at more than
$135,000.

After visiting Belcan LLC, Lt. Governor
Husted visited Lakota West High School to high-
light their Cyber Academy and presented a com-
mendation to instructor Ben Dougherty for being
awarded the 2022 Presidential Cybersecurity Edu-
cation Award.

Also on Friday, Governor DeWine provided a
status update on the East Palestine Health Assess-
ment Clinic, contaminated waste removal, surface
water sampling, private well sampling, and air
monitoring.

In addition to the ongoing remediation, Gov-
ernor DeWine has directed the Ohio Department of
De velopment to work to identify additional sup-
port that may be available for the East Palestine
businesses and community members. Representa-
tives from the agency traveled to Columbiana
County on Friday to meet with local officials and
engage with community members on recovery
needs and how the department may be able to as-
sist citizens and business owners. The Ohio De-
partment of Development administers more than
80 programs that support local communities, indi
viduals, and small businesses.

(EAST PALESTINE, Ohio)— The following are updates
from the State of Ohio regarding remediation work at the site of the
Norfolk Southern train derailment in East Palestine, Ohio.
Governor DeWine, First Lady DeWine Visit East Palestine

Governor Mike DeWine and First Lady Fran DeWine visited
East Palestine today to see the hazardous waste removal process
firsthand. They visited the derailment site where work is underway
to remove contaminated soil and they also visited the confluence of
Leslie Run and Sulphur Run for an update on surface water testing
and cleanup.

Hazardous Waste Removal
According to the Ohio EPA, approximately 1.8 million gal-

lons of liquid wastewater have been
hauled out of East Palestine in total.

*  Approximately 150,000 gallons
have been shipped to Vickery Environ-
mental in Vickery, Ohio, to be disposed of
through deep well injection.

*  Approximately 1.4 million gal-
lons have been shipped to Texas Molecu-
% lar in Deer Park, Texas, to be disposed of
through deep well injection.

*  Approximately 300,000 gallons
have been hauled to Detroit Industrial
= Well in Romulus, Michigan to be disposed

The Ohio EPA reports that approximately 700 tons of solid
waste have also left the derailment site.

*  Ross Incineration Services in Grafton, Ohio, has received
approximately 40 tons to be incinerated.

*  Approximately 200 tons have been hauled to Heritage
Thermal Services in East Liverpool, Ohio, to be incinerated.

*  Approximately 400 tons have been shipped t o U.S. Ecol-
ogy Wayne Disposal in Belleville, Michigan, to be placed in a land-
fill.

Hazardous Waste and Derailment Response Training

Governor DeWine announced today that he has spoken with
the CEOs of both Norfolk Southern and CSX railroads about the
need for increased train derailment response training for first re-
sponders.

Because most rail miles in Ohio are in rural areas, volunteer
firefighters are most likely to be the first on scene to a train derail-
ment. However, there is currently very little training for volunteers
on responding to trail derailments

Governor DeWine reported that the CEOs of both railroads
were in favor of working with the State of Ohio to increase rail-
road-specific training for Ohio's first responders.

Governor DeWine also announced today that the
Ohio Public Utilities Commission currently has up to
$800,000 in grant funding available to help Ohio's
smaller fire departments pay for critically important
training.

Today through May 31, PUCO will be taking ap-
plications for their annual hazardous materials training
grant program. Among the opportunities funded
through this program are “rail hazardous materials re-
sponse training” and hazardous material incident re-
sponse.

Funding for these grants is from fines paid by
hazardous material carriers and shippers. More infor-
mation is available at puco.ohio.gov.

Railway Safety Act of 2023

Today, Senators J.D. Vance and Sherrod Brown of Ohio, Sen-
ators Bob Casey and John Fetterman of Pennsylvania, as well as
Senators Marco Rubio (FL) and Josh Hawley (MO), introduced the
Railway Safety Act of 2023 in the United States Senate.

The legislation would:

*  Require rail carriers to give advance notice to state emer-
gency response officials before running trains carrying hazardous
materials;

*  Mandate trains run with at least two-person crews;

*  Require better monitoring of railcar wheel bearings —
which overheated in the Ohio train accident, according to the
NTSB, and likely caused the train to jump the tracks; and

*  Increase penalties for wrongdoing in the industry.

"Over the course of my response to Norfolk Southern’s train derail-
ment disaster, I have called upon Congress to take action regarding
federal rail regulations, including looking at the safety issues the
East Palestine derailment has raised. I have also called on Congress
to change regulations to ensure states are notified when trains carry-
ing hazardous materials are running through those states. Federal
statutes pre-empt regulations by the states, so it is important that ac-
tion is taken by Congress," said Governor DeWine. "I want to thank
Senators Vance and Brown and the other co-sponsors for answering
my call for Congress to act swiftly. Because our railways are large-
ly regulated at the federal level, I thank the Senators, as well as
Congressman Bill Johnson in the House, for working collaborative-
ly with my administration and answering our call for action in
Congress."

Track Removal Plan

Ohio EPA and U.S. EPA continue work to finalize the process
that Norfolk Southern will use to ensure the safe, complete, and ef-
fective cleanup of the hazardous waste under the train tracks at the
derailment site. Track removal has not yet begun, but work could
begin this week.

train derailment. The municipal water samples were taken by con-
tractors on February 21 from all five of the city’s wells. Ohio EPA
also took samples on February 21 and sent the samples to a separate
lab. Ohio EPA's test results are pending.

Sediment Washing

Ohio EPA continues to see positive results from the sediment
washing process that is underway in Sulphur Run and Leslie Run.
The washing has produced a visible reduction in floating contami-
nants in the water. The method to capture contaminants is now shift-
ing focus to dissolved contaminants. Work points along the creeks
are being condensed but will have increased aeration. The aeration
promotes a natural breakdown of the dissolved contaminants.

Private Well Sampling

Water sample results from private water systems of East Pales-
tine area homes continue to show no harmful levels of contaminants.

The Ohio Department of Health, working with the Columbiana
County Health District, had received verified laboratory results from
15 additional samples from private water systems as of noon
Wednesday. Thirteen of those wells showed no detectable contami-
nants. Two wells had trace detections at levels well below safe drink-
ing-water standards.

There is no evidence that any those trace detections are linked to
the train derailment.

In total, 136 private systems have been sampled through Tues-
day, Feb. 28. Of those, test results from 45 samples have been veri-
fied, and none have shown any harmful contaminant levels associated
with the derailment.
