Paul  many
years ago on
a visit to Haiti when I was still in the U.S. Senate.
We got to know him and learned about the amaz-
ing community health work he was doing in rural
villages in Haiti and Rwanda.

"He was instrumental in drastically reducing
the AIDS rate in rural Haiti by recruiting and
training community members to serve as health
workers, who would go out and help villagers
with AIDS receive and stay on life-saving an-
ti-retroviral drugs. He proved that even in the
poorest of countries, where many are illiterate,
that patients could effectively take the multi-regi-
men of anti-AIDS pills. We visited the hospital
and facilities he founded in Cange, a rural village
in the east-central part of Haiti, and saw first-hand
this miraculous work.

"Paul Farmer was just a good and decent

human being. He was a man of great passion, vi-
sion, and hope. He spent a lifetime in service to
others, fighting every day for a better, healthier
world for all. He touched so many lives in so
many ways, and Fran and I are grateful that we
had the chance to know him, to work with him,
and to call him our friend. We extend our deepest
sympathy to his wife Didi Bertrand and their chil-
dren, Catherine, Elizabeth, and Sebastian."
On Tuesday, Governor DeWine, First Lady Fran
DeWine, and Ohio Department of Natural Re-
sources (ODNR) Director Mary Mertz announced
that the state is awarding more than $28,000 in
grants for new or improved children's literacy
trails in Ashland, Athens, Champaign, Ottawa,
and Preble counties.

The grants, awarded as part of ODNR's
Recreational Trails Grant Program, will fund trail
and trailhead construction, maintenance, and sto-
rybook signage for each trail.

On Wednesday, Governor DeWine visited Euclid
to discuss the Euclid Police Department's recent
grant award of $120,275 to launch a new
body-worn camera program for its officers.

Last month, Governor DeWine announced
$4.7 million in body-worn camera grant funding
for 109 law enforcement agencies in the state. In
total, this funding will help agencies purchase
around 1,700 new body cameras, as well as com-
puter equipment, software, video storage, and
more.

The Lt. Governor was in Columbus on
Thursday, where he spoke to Common Sense Ini-

tiative's Small Business Advisory Council during a
meeting about the Innovate the Code bill and In-
tel's investment.

On Friday, Lt. Governor Husted, Director of the
Governor’s Office of Workforce Transformation,
announced that the 13th application period for
TechCred will open on March 1st and close on
March 31st.

"TechCred is helping businesses and thou-
sands of Ohioans become more competitive,” said
Lt. Governor Husted. “TechCred has become part
of the job training fabric of Ohio as many compa-
nies apply to use the program regularly. As a re-
sult, we want to help Ohio’s job creators plan a-
head, so we are announcing an official application
schedule for the rest of 2022 that will help busi-
nesses maximize TechCred and better compete in
today’s tech-infused economy.”

Since the program launched in October 2019,
a total of 1,615 Ohio employers have been ap-
proved for TechCred, which will fund up to
32,269 tech-focused credentials to upskill Ohio
workers. The results of the 12th round, which
closed on January 31st, will be announced in the
coming weeks.

“Ohio’s economy is growing, and businesses

can fill their tech needs by upskilling current
workers and preparing new employees for ca-
reers,” Ohio Department of Development Director
Lydia Mihalik said. “Businesses have been suc-
cessful in using TechCred to upskill their work-
force.”
Also on Friday, Governor DeWine and Minneso-
ta Governor Tim Walz issued a bipartisan re-
sponse to Russia’s invasion of Ukraine. Governor
DeWine and Governor Walz serve as co-chairs of
the presidentially-appointed Council of Gover-
nors. Both governors are committed to working
with leaders at the federal level and across the na-
tion and world to stand against Russia’s invasion
of Ukraine.

“At the direction of President Vladimir
Putin, Russian forces have invaded Ukraine in vi-
olation of international law. This is unacceptable,
and all freedom-loving people should stand a-
gainst this unprovoked invasion,” said Governor
DeWine. “Ukraine has been a sovereign and inde-
pendent state since the collapse of the former So-
viet Union in the 1990s. The United States and
Ukraine share common values including freedom,
democracy, and the rule of law. Our thoughts are
with the Ukrainian people.”

“We stand with Ukraine and condemn Russi-
a for these unprovoked and unlawful attacks,” said

Governor Walz. “We stand ready to sup-
port the federal government in guiding our
nation through this violent time, and I am
committed to standing together with lead-
ers at all levels of government, regardless
of political party, to work towards peace. It’s time
to unite, protect democracy, and work together to
end this violence and hold Russia accountable.”
Additionally, on Friday, Governor DeWine an-
nounced a partnership between the Ohio Traffic
Safety Office (OTSO) and the Ohio High School
Athletic Association (OHSAA) to raise awareness
about the resources available to help teens drive
safely.

“We want everyone on the road to make it
home safely. If we put teens in controlled driving
situations before they face them in real time, they
will be better prepared to navigate the road safe-
ly,” said Governor DeWine. “Inexperience behind
the wheel is a major factor in crashes for new
drivers. Giving our young people more opportuni-
ties to practice making good driving decisions will
prevent crashes and save lives.”

OTSO houses the Teach Your Teen to Drive
(TYTTD) website, which includes links to short
videos for teens to learn how to safely enter and
exit a highway, change lanes, and manage inter-
sections. Other links feature a guide with tips and
tricks to prepare for behind-the-wheel practice, O-
hio driving laws and requirements, and a tool to
help families track their progress and record which
driving environment their teens need more prac-
tice with.

As of Friday, there have been 2,651,304 con-
firmed and probable cases of COVID-19 in Ohio.

Governor DeWine Increases Wellness Support for
Ohio’s First Responders by $20 Million

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine announced today that an additional $20
million will be dedicated to supporting the re-
cruitment and wellness needs of Ohio's first re-
sponders.

Today's announcement brings the total
amount of funding for the Ohio First Responder
Recruitment, Retention, and Resilience Program
to $95 million. Governor DeWine created the
program in May 2022 to support the wellness
needs of law enforcement officers, dispatchers,
firefighters, paramedics, and emergency medical
technicians (EMTs).

"When it comes to public safety, we don't
want our police officers, firefighters, and medics
to be overworked and exhausted when they're re-
sponding to emergencies," said Governor
DeWine. "Through this program, we're not only
helping local first responders get support for
their mental wellbeing, but we're also helping to
ease the workload on current staff by funding
new hires."

Out of the $95 million, a total of $61 mil-
lion has been awarded to 237 first responder a-
gencies to date. This total includes $11.9 million
for 29 agencies announced today as part of the
grant program's sixth round. Grant awards for the
remaining $34 million will be announced in the
coming months.

SUMMARIES: Wellness Grant Awards Round 6
The Ohio First Responder Recruitment, Reten-
tion, and Resilience Program awards funding for
initiatives that support wellness programs ad-
dressing mental, physical, and emotional health
issues unique to first responders; recruitment and
retention efforts to restore workforce levels; on-
boarding and training costs; and explorer pro-
grams to engage young adults about first respon-
der careers. The $95 million in funding to be
awarded as part of the program in-
cludes approximately $1.3 million that
was awarded to several statewide ser-

vice providers in June.

MORE: Wellness Grant Awards by County
(Rounds 1-6)

The Ohio First Responder Recruitment, Re-
tention, and Resilience Program is administered
by the Ohio Emergency Management Agency
and funded as part of the $250 million in Ameri-
can Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds that Ohio
dedicated to first responders to help counter vari-
ous pressing issues exacerbated by the
COVID-19 pandemic. The additional $20 mil-
lion committed to the program today was initial-
ly part of the Ohio Violent Crime Reduction
Grant Program, also funded through ARPA,
which has now awarded funding to every law en-
forcement agency that requested a grant for a
qualifying violent crime reduction initiative.

Governor DeWine has also placed en-
hanced focus on the wellness of first responders
through the creation of the Ohio Office of First
Responder Wellness within the Ohio Department
of Public Safety. The new statewide office focus-
es exclusively on the well-being of first respon-
ders and provides specialized support and train-
ing to help emergency-response agencies proac-
tively address post-traumatic stress and other
traumas caused by factors that are unique to
first-responder careers.

Other assistance for first responders devel-
oped by Governor DeWine since taking office in
2019 includes the creation of the Ohio Narcotics
Intelligence Center, Ohio School Safety Center,
Ohio Office of Law Enforcement Recruitment,
Ohio Prisoner Extradition Reimbursement Pro-
gram, Ohio Body-Worn Camera Grant Program,
Ohio Ballistics Testing Initiative, Ohio Crime
Lab Efficiency Program, Ohio Violent Crime
Reduction Grant Program, Ohio Court Backlog
Reduction Program, and the new eWarrant
database.

ures. Through romantic imaginations, a legend was
spread according to which divine coursers were
seen jumping out of the Yellow River and flying
like legendary dragons high in the sky. Different
paintings of the divine coursers were created fol—
lowing the legend. It was
believed that the divine
coursers, with the flying
feature of the legendary
dragons, symbolized the
auspiciousness because the
joined force of the cours—
ers and dragons was taken
as a sign of harmonious—
ness between the heaven
and the earth. That’s why
a Chinese benison says:
“The emergence of the
divine coursers signs the
peacefulness of the world
(HEBH], K TR, Rel-
evant Chinese idioms,
such as “A dragon is fly—
ing high in the sky (527§
TER)” and “A dragon is
a divine courser (BEFS K
55)7, can be easily found
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in notable Chinese classics
including “Zhou Yi (Jf
25)”, “Shanhai Jing (IJ_](

courser, named ‘Jue Di (AaHb)’, was able of run—
ning swiftly without touching the ground; the sec—
ond one, named ‘Fan Yu (%ﬂ] 1)’ and covered by
feather, was able of flying like a bird; the third one
named ‘Ben Xiao (FFH)’ was able of galloping for
tens of thousands of miles overnight; the fourth one
named ‘Yue Ying (#5)’
moving shadowfar behind it ; the fifth one named

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Though exaggerated, the romantic literary
record makes vivid portrayals of the divine coursers
based on the rich imaginations of the Chinese an—
cestors. It gives us a full sense of the brilliance of the
legendary divine coursers, majestic looking and
magically featured. It’s not only an expression of
the ancestors’ admiration of the paradise but also
that of the aspiration of human beings to conquer
the nature and to be the masters of the universe.
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In the history
of the
painting in Chi—
na over the past
of
years, painting of
“Bight  Divine
Coursers  (/\&
[&])” has become popular as early as the Six Dynas—
ties. By the Liu Zongyuan (Mﬂl,j?ﬁj) era, celebrated
writers and poets made lots of poems and texts of

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the same name or similar ones, such as the poems
entitled “Eight Divine Coursers” written by famous
poets Bai Juyi (F4/&52)) and Yuan Zhen (JGHH),
and the “Preface of the King Mu of Zhou and His
Eight Divine Coursers (Jﬁjﬁ,‘f/\%{ﬁ“?)” con—
tributed by poet Li Guan (Z=#{). Many differently
featured horse paintings under the same name of
“Eight Divine Coursers” have been created in the
modern times by notable painting masters, includ—
ing Lang Shining (FB1H%%), Ren Bonian ({(F{H4F),
Ai Qimeng  (¥%57) and Xu Beihong  (#5:3575),
who left precious art treasures for us.
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The painting art should be developed with the
pace of the flying time. Based on my decades of
study of the predecessors’ achievements in horse
paintings, also based on my continued study of the
horse culture development home and abroad, I
have some new ideas on painting of the “Eight Di—
vine Coursers”: It should be an innovative work
reflects the new spirit and character of the Chinese
nation in the new era —— the character of the Chi—
nese people that keeps galloping ahead with no fear
of any hardship or danger, and the spirit of the
Chinese nation that takes the lead in achieving de—
velopment together with worldwide nations in the
great era of the 21st century.

To show the new spirit and character of the
new era, I decided to make a new painting of the
“Eight Divine Coursers” with a presentation of the
frontal images of all the eight horses, though it
would be a comparatively more difficult work. All
“Eight Divine

painted on eight pieces of
paper in different coat
colours  selected  from

those most commonly
seen, each one of my
“Eight Divine Coursers”
can be viewed as an indi—
vidual artistic work. Once
to be lined up, they look
like a moving Great Wall,

wild  hurricane

or a
blowing overwhelmingly
towards us...
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The “Eight Divine

Coursers” are symbols of
auspiciousness, not only
that of China but of the
whole world. As an at—
tempt of inheriting and
developing the traditional
Chinese horse culture and
the Chinese
painting skills with the
western aesthetic ideologies blended in, the new
painting of the “Eight Divine Coursers” is not only
a reflection of the Chinese nation’s growing confi—
dence and influence in contemporary global devel—
opment, but also that of the common will of the
worldwide people to jointly forge ahead for
achieving a glorious auspiciousness in the 21st cen—

tury.
