Supplemental Emergency Response Grant

The State of Ohio, through the Ohio Depart-
ment of Mental Health and Addiction Services,
has been awarded a $209,402 federal Supplemen-
tal Emergency Response Grant from the Substance
Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration
(SAMHSA) to meet the immediate and ongoing
behavioral health needs of the East Palestine com-
munity.

These funds will be used to minimize the
long-term impact of the East Palestine train derail-
ment and foster resilience by creating a positive
environment and sense of belonging in the com-
munity and to expand and enhance Columbiana
County’s crisis response system to ensure ade-
quate and effective intervention in crisis or disaster
situations.

Hazardous Waste Removal

According to the Ohio EPA, approximately
8.9 million gallons of liquid wastewater have been
hauled out of East Palestine in total. There is cur-
rently a pile of approximately 23,300 tons of exca-
vated soil waiting for removal from East Palestine,
versus 10,500 tons that have been removed.
Track and Soil Removal

Test results show that all but 50 feet of sam-
pled soil at the south rail line meet the clean stan-
dards determined by state and federal authorities.
In the approved areas of the south line, the gravel
bed has been rebuilt. Compaction, straightening,
and leveling must occur next before the new tracks
are laid.

Areas of the rail line that did not meet the
clean standards will undergo more soil removal,
and another round of testing will take place. Rails
in the final 50 feet of the south tracks will not be
reconstructed until the sampling results meet the
clean standards determined by state and federal

authorities. The south track is expected to be com-
plete in mid-April.

Governor DeWine visiting with

On Monday, Ohio Governor Mike DeWine
visited The Abilities Connection (TAC) in Spring-
field. TAC is a nonprofit organization that serves
people with disabilities and offers safe, inclusive
workplaces for their clients. The Governor's visit
coincided with Developmental Disabilities Aware-
ness Month.

Also on Monday, Ohio Lt. Governor Jon
Husted spoke at an event hosted by the Cleveland
Clinic and IBM as they officially unveiled the first

quantum computer in the world uniquely dedicat- |

ed to healthcare research. The IBM Quantum Sys-
tem One installed at Cleveland Clinic is the first
onsite private sector IBM-managed quantum com-
puter in the United States.

Also on Monday, Lt. Governor Husted,
who serves as director of the Governor’s Office of
Workforce Transformation, announced the results
of January’s round of TechCred, in which 345
employers were approved for funding, providing
the opportunity for Ohioans to earn 4,237 tech-fo-
cused credentials. This most recent round marks
the 18th application period of the program with
manufacturing topping the list of industries apply-
ing for tech-infused credentials.

“TechCred is working to upskill and reskill
Ohio’s workforce, while also providing a chance
for businesses to gain a competitive edge,” said Lt.

U nder the towering height of Cleveland City Hall's rotun-

da sat twenty-five beautifully decorated banquet tables,
cach for ten delighted diners. The tables alternated between
red cloth tops and white. The tables were loaded with China
plates and gold-bronze knives, forks, and spoons. (These were
plastic, but looked so authentic.) All was in readiness for the
opening of this gala event and celebration of the Twentieth
Anniversary of the birthday of the Erie Chinese Journal.

For twenty years the chief editor and its founder Annie
Ying Pu has faithfully published her monthly Erie Chinee
Journal filled with all sorts of brightly colored photographs
and attractive stories about Cleveland's cultural and social
events. On any night you can spot Annie racing around
northern Ohio from one community event to another, con-
stantly clicking her camera to capture all the happenings. On
the front of each issue there is a huge presentation of the faces
of Clevelanders from all the
recent events who blend into
an amazing mosaic of our
people, that includes all
races and These
demonstrate our unity and
inclusiveness.

But
an award appreciating the Journal/s value accompanied by the
grant rescued the Journal. She was able to resume and used
more direct-mailing, in their own Chinese language, but with-
out being forced to leave their homes during the pandemic.

Neighborhood Media Foundation Executive Director
Rich Weiss said, “We are very proud of Anne and the value
Facebook places on her labor since 2002 developing her
grassroots Chinese-language newspaper.” The Project grant
helped to save the 18-year-old paper from a pandemic disas-
ter."

A final tribute to Annie and this evening's recognition
event was delivered by a long- time leader of both the Asian
and general Community. "We are happy to be here tonight at
our own City hall," voiced Director Gia Hoa Ryan who is the
Founder and Executive Director of the Friendship Foundation
of American-Vietnamese. Director Ryan has been a leading
member of the Mayor's Community Relations Board and is
well acquainted with Annie's journal. "We are glad to join in
tonight's celebration of this Erie Chinese Journal-- one of the
best of Ohio Community newspapers. We plan to be here
twenty years from now to celebrate another 20 years of ac-
complishments by Editor Pu and the Erie Chinese Journal.
