New, Permanent East Palestine Health Clinic
Opening

East Liverpool City Hospital, with support
from the Ohio Department of Health (ODH), will
open a new, permanent health clinic in East Pales-
tine on Monday.

The East Liverpool City Hospital East
Palestine Clinic will be located at 139 North Wal-
nut St. It replaces ODH’s temporary East Pales-
tine Health Assessment Clinic, which opened Feb.
21.

The new clinic will offer the same services
as the former clinic, but will also provide tradi-
tional comprehensive primary care, including
treatment, prescriptions, lab testing, and consulta-
tion with specialists where appropriate. Physi-
cians, registered nurses, and mental health special-
ists will be on hand to provide services. The clinic
is a chance for residents to discuss health concerns
and receive a health assessment. Referrals will be
made if needed.

Many in the East Palestine community do
not have primary care providers. The state will be

Plant Tissue Testing

The Ohio Department of Agriculture (O-
DA) and The Ohio State University (OSU)
have finalized an Agricultural Plant Tissue
Sampling Plan and will next week begin col-
lecting plant tissue samples from East Pales-
tine area farms. ODA and OSU established a
procedure to sample and analyze plant tissue
materials in Columbiana County to address
concerns of the local agricultural community
following the Norfolk Southern Railroad train
derailment.

ODA plant health inspectors will collect
samples of growing crops, specifically winter
wheat, pasture grasses, malting barley, and
forage covers, which will then be sent to an OSU
lab for testing. The plant tissue samples will be

analyzed for the presence of a focused list of se-
mi-volatile organic compounds.

OSU, in coordination with local partners, has
identified proposed sampling locations within a
five-mile radius of the train derailment site. Farm-

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On Monday, Ohio Governor Mike DeWine, O-
hio Department of Public Safety Director Andy
Wilson, Ohio State Highway Patrol Superinten-
dent Colonel Charles Jones, and Ohio Department
of Transportation Director Jack Marchbanks un-
veiled a new statewide public awareness cam-
paign to draw attention to Ohio’s strengthened
distracted driving laws.

Beginning on Tuesday, April 4, 2023, it became
illegal in most circumstances for anyone in Ohio
to use or hold a cellphone or electronic device
while driving.

The new educational campaign encourages
Ohio drivers to "Lock Your Screen Before You
Rock the Road" and includes a new website, bill-
boards, printable posters, fact sheets, presentation
slides, tip cards, and social media, radio, and tele-
vision advertisements. Additional materials relay
the simple, but important message of "Phones
Down. It's the Law."

"Distracted driving crashes aren't accidents,
they're the result of drivers who make the choice
to divert their attention away from the road and
risk their lives and the lives of everyone around
them," said Governor DeWine. "Far too many
people have been seriously injured and killed in
Ohio because of poor choices behind the wheel,
and we are certain that this new law will influence
positive changes in behavior and save lives as a
result."

Also on Monday, Governor DeWine announced
that 89% of Ohio’s population is now served by a
law enforcement agency meeting or seeking to
meet standards developed by the Ohio Collabora-
tive Community-Police Advisory Board.
“Uniform standards for Ohio law enforce-

ment increase the trust between the public and lo-
cal agencies,” said Governor DeWine. “Each
year, more and more agencies step up and become
certified, which benefits all Ohioans.”
