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Mayor Bibb proposes broadband legislation to close Cleveland’s digital divide; leverage $20
million City effort into over $420 miillion in additional investments
Two-part plan includes state—of-the—-art infrastructure and brings affordable, high-speed
internet service to all Cleveland residents for just $18 per month

Friday, May 5, 2023 - Cleveland - May-
or Justin M. Bibb is proposing two initiatives that
will result in a citywide fiber optic network and
affordable, high-quality internet access for all resi-
dents. According to the latest U.S. Census data,
approximately 35 percent of Cleveland residents
do not have at-home broadband internet. These
targeted investments, proposed as a result of legis-
lation passed by Cleveland City Council, will help
close that digital divide - one of the ten priorities
identified in Mayor Bibb’s Rescue & Transforma-
tion Plan.

“Internet access should be a right for all
Cleveland residents and not a privilege for only
those who can afford it,” said Mayor Bibb. “In
this day and age everything can be done online -
from essentials like accessing medical information
and managing finances, to taking educational
classes or career development courses. These two
initiatives will break down the digital barriers and
ensure everyone in Cleveland, regardless of in-
come, has access to this fundamental right.”

Today, the Bibb Administration submitted
two pieces of legislation for Council approval: a
$20 million proposal from local nonprofit Digi-
talC to provide citywide affordable internet ac-
cess, and an agreement with SiFi Networks who
will privately invest over $400 million to deploy a
citywide fiber optic network without any public fi-
nancing. Both will be presented at the next City
Council meeting on Monday, May 8.

DigitalC Proposal

DigitalC is a Cleveland-based nonprofit in-
ternet service provider. The proposed $20 million
American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) investment
will go towards infrastructure buildout, imple-
mentation, and service management - expanding
the speeds and reach
of their current
low-cost  network
throughout the City.
Once in place, all
Cleveland residents
- regardless of in-
come level or neigh-
borhood - will be
eligible to subscribe
for high-speed inter-
net service at $18
per month.

“It was impor-
tant to me that any agreement we enter into would
provide service to every single Clevelander. No
one can be left behind,” said Cleveland City
Councilman Brian Kazy, chairman of the Utilities
Committee.

The funds will also be used to expand Digi-
talC’s nationally recognized digital adoption
model for digital literacy training services, direct
assistance in signing up for federal programs like
the Affordable Connectivity Program, and grass-
roots, door-to-door outreach efforts. This also in-

cludes commitments from two dozen community
partners who share the same vision for closing the
digital divide and will host on-site navigators, i-
dentify referrals, and provide additional training
seminars.

DigitalC already offers access to thousands
of houscholds in
Cleveland. They
plan to expand their
coverage to all
170,000+ house-
holds within 18
months of signing a
contract with the
City, pending City
Council approval.

“Two-thirds of our
city lacks access to
quality  broadband
internet. We hope
this partnership leads to robust conversations
about closing the digital divide for Clevelanders
of all ages,” said Cleveland City Council Presi-
dent Blaine Griffin.

To support this effort, DigitalC brings its
own financial reserves to the table as well as a $20
million commitment from the Jack, Joseph, and
Morton Mandel Foundation and the David and In-
ez Myers Foundation.

SiFi Networks Agreement
Under the proposed agreement, SiFi Net-
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works will install and operate an underground
fiber optic network throughout Cleveland at no
cost to the city. SiFi expects to invest over $400
million into building the network.

SiFi Networks is a fiber network developer
who wholesales their fiber to service providers.
They have a national footprint whose client base
includes over 40 cities across eleven states. Ac-
cording to the latest Federal Communications
Commission data, no other city in Ohio, and no
other major metropolitan area in the Great Lakes,
can boast a universal, citywide fiber optic net-
work.

“SiFi’s investment in Cleveland has the po-
tential to transform our economy for generations,”
added Mayor Bibb. “We’re raising both our floor
with DigitalC - by ensuring every single resident
has access to high-quality, affordable internet —
and our ceiling with SiFi - by ensuring universal
access to the infrastructure of the 21st century.
Together, these future-forward investments will
improve the daily lives of our residents today
while putting Cleveland in the best position to at-
tract new businesses and residents in the future.”

Upon legislative approval, SiFi will begin
design and procurement, which may take up to
two years, before commencing construction,
which will take up to five additional years to com-
plete. The network, which will be funded entirely
by SiFi, will be available to every home and busi
ness in Cleveland.

During Asian American, Native Hawaiian,
and Pacific Islander Heritage Month, our Nation
celebrates the diversity of cultures, breadth of
achievement, and remarkable contributions of
these communities; of brave immigrants who, mo-
tivated by the promise of possibilities, picked up
their lives and found new homes here; of native
peoples who have stewarded these lands since
time immemorial; and of community leaders shap-
ing a brighter future for us all. Throughout our his-
tory, they have represented the bigger story of who
we are as Americans and embodied the truth that

our diversity is our strength as a Nation.

Asian Americans, Native Hawaiians, and Pa-
cific Islanders (AA and NHPIs) represent us at ev-
ery level of government, including Vice President
Kamala Harris, the first Vice President of South
Asian descent; Ambassador Katherine Tai, the
first Asian American United States Trade Repre-
sentative; and Dr. Arati Prabhakar, who is the first
South Asian American to lead the White House
Office of Science and Technology Policy. Earlier
this year, I was also proud to nominate Julie Su to
serve as the Secretary of Labor. From historic Os-
car-winning performances in film to achievements
across business, culture, sports, and civil rights,
AA and NHPIs shape and strengthen the fabric of
this Nation.We see their contributions as business
owners and caregivers as well as their service in
the military and on the frontlines during the
COVID-19 pandemic.

Despite the immeasurable ways AA and NH-
PIs enrich this country, we continue to see persis-
tent racism, harassment, and hate crimes against
these communities. Attacks on Asian American
women and elders, have left too many families
afraid to leave their homes and too many loved
ones traumatized. The devastating murder of eight
victims in Atlanta, six of whom were women of
Asian descent, pierced the soul of this Nation.
This year, after the shootings in Monterey Park
and Half Moon Bay, both the Vice President and |
visited California to honor the victims; grieve with
the community; and witness their resilience, hero-
ism, and courage.Hate must have no safe harbor in
America, and every person deserves to be treated
with dignity and respect. To address the rising tide
of anti-Asian violence, I signed the bipartisan
COVID-19 Hate Crimes Act into law — which in-
cluded the Jabara-Heyer No HATE Act, making it
easier for Americans to report hate crimes and to
help State, local, and Tribal law enforcement a-
gencies better track these hateful acts.

This year I was proud to launch the first-ever
National Strategy to Advance Equity, Justice, and

Opportunity for Asian American, Native Hawai-
ian, and Pacific Islander Communities.This plan
reflects my Administration’s commitment to im-
proving the lives of AA and NHPIs — ensuring
that the census collects accurate data so they are
properly reflected when new policy is made; ad-
vancing safety, inclusion, and belonging for AA
and NHPI communities; promoting language ac-
cess and preservation; advancing AA and NHPI
representation in the Federal workforce; and striv-
ing toward an equitable COVID-19 recovery. The
White House was proud to host celebrations such
as Diwali, Eid al-Fitr, Lunar New Year, Nowruz,
and Vesak so we could celebrate with diverse AA
and NHPI communities from across the Nation.

We are also creating economic opportunities
for AA and NHPI workers and business owners.
The Small Business Administration has distribut-
ed nearly $16 billion in loans to AA and NHPI en-
trepreneurs since I took office. I was proud to sign
Executive Orders to ensure the Federal workforce
reflects the diversity of the American people.Our
efforts are paying off. In the Asian American com-
munity, unemployment has fallen by more than
half since I took office, and as of 2021, en-
trepreneurship had risen at the fastest rate in over
a decade.

working as tutors, mentors, student success coach—
es, postsecondary transition coaches, and integrated
student support coordinators in other support
roles.

“Our colleges and universities have always
been a driving force in solving America’s greatest
challenges; and, today, we’re calling on these
critical institutions to stand up once again by using
Federal Work Study and other dollars to help ac—
celerate learning and recovery in our K—12
schools,” said U.S. Secretary of Education Miguel
Cardona. “I applaud the 26 colleges and universi—
ties that are leading the way as early adopters of
this effort by answering the call and partnering
with the National Partnership for Student Success
in this work. By serving as tutors and mentors,
college students can make a positive difference in
the lives of children and youth, and ultimately, it is
in the best interests of our colleges and universities
to help accelerate academic recovery in our public
elementary and secondary schools. I’m hopeful
that this initiative will inspire more college stu—
dents of diverse backgrounds and income levels to
consider careers as educators.”

The Department’s Dear Colleague Letter
calls on colleges and universities that receive FWS
dollars to set a goal of using at least 15 percent of
their FWS funds for community service within the
next two years, and to devote any increase in the
use of FWS compensation for community service
to employment in P—12 schools or out—of—school
time programs as tutors, mentors, student success
coaches, and in other NPSS roles supporting stu—
dents. Colleges and universities may also join this
effort by significantly increasing the number of
college students placed in these kinds of roles, re—
gardless of if Federal Work Study funds are used.

The Dear Colleague Letter also encourages
colleges and universities to share data with the
NPSS on the number of college students serving in
these roles, and highlights how federal funds can
account for a larger share of FWS compensation
paid for these roles than other FWS roles.

Acknowledging the staffing challenges that
many schools have faced as they work to mount
high—impact tutoring and mentoring programs,
the Dear Colleague Letter encourages school and
district leaders to partner with regional colleges
and universities to establish partnerships that will
enable college students to fill these student support
roles in schools and out—of—school time programs.
In addition, the letter highlights federal resources
that schools and districts can use to increase the
number of individuals serving in these roles.

“Institutions of higher education have an
unprecedented opportunity to swiftly address
community learning needs and create pathways to
service by pairing federal work study with Ameri—
Corps funding to establish or expand programs that
place college students as tutors, mentors, postsec—
ondary transition coaches and other student sup—
port roles,” said Michael D. Smith, CEO of
AmeriCorps.  “AmeriCorps members and their
peers in postsecondary institutions, along with our
more than 200 higher education partners that
manage AmeriCorps programs, can help lay the
groundwork for closing this growing gap. We are
proud to stand with our colleagues at the U.S.
Department of Education, the National Partner—
ship for Student Success, and those institutions that
are rising to the challenge to help our country’s
students stay on track.”

“We know the profound impact of the
pandemic on K—12 students in Baltimore. They

have lost months and years of academic prepara—
tion that will have lingering eftects on their eco—
nomic opportunity in the years to come,” said
Ron Daniels, the President of Johns Hopkins U—
niversity, home of the Everyone Graduates Center.

mong other things, prohibits Chinese nationals
from acquiring real property in the state based
solely on race, ethnicity and country of origin, os—
tensibly in the name of national security.

The United Chinese Americans (UCA), a
national coalition representing Americans of Chi—
nese descent, believes the new law to be in viola—
tion of the equal protection guaranteed by 14th
Amendment to the Constitution and of the Federal
Fair Housing Act. UCA deems this law also dan—

gerous because it would legitimize and normalize
discriminatory practice and racist behaviors towards
Asian Americans.

With the passage of this blatant act of official
discrimination against Chinese and other Asian
nationals, Florida, at the urging of its governor,
follows in the repugnant and discredited tradition
of the Chinese Exclusion Act, enacted nearly 150
years ago to bar the entry of Chinese laborers into
the U.S., the California Alien Land Law, passed
more than a century ago to prohibit Asians from
owning land in the state, and Presidential Execu—
tive Order 9066, issued during World War Two to
incarcerate Japanese Americans. This is indeed a
dark day in American history.

“No less than other Americans, Chinese
Americans have always played an important role in
defending our national interests. No one should
ever address national security concerns by means of
discrimination or by violating our own constitu—
tion. This odious measure not only does nothing
to enhance national se—
curity,”  said  Haipei
Shue, president of UCA,
“but also brings us back

to the McCarthy era, when politicians fearmon—
gered and maliciously stepped on the rights of in—
nocent Americans. This DeSantis” bill, in essence,
is the race to show “Who is tougher on China’ a—
mong certain politicians for their own political
gains.”
