Monday, June 19, 2023

On Monday, Ohio Governor Mike DeWine marked June-
teenth, the oldest known celebration commemorating the ending
of slavery in the United States. In 2021, Governor DeWine made
Juneteenth a state holiday, following federal legislation that made
it a federal holiday.
Tuesday, June 20, 2023

Governor DeWine traveled to Toledo to get a look at the
damage caused by last week's EF-2 tornado that hit the Point
Place neighborhood. Governor DeWine met with local officials
and residents to see what resources the community needs for the
cleanup effort. DeWine sent aletterto the National Weather Ser-
vice urging them to explain to the citizens of Toledo/Point Place
why the normal warnings were not issued and what happened on
the evening of June 15th.

Wednesday, June 21, 2023

Governor DeWine and First Lady Fran DeWine joined local
leaders at Cincinnati Children's Hospital to celebrate the hospi-
tal's ranking byUS News and World Reportas the No.1 children's
hospital in the country.

For the week ending June 23, 2023

The Ohio Department of Developmental Disabilities
(DODD) learned that their Ohio Early Intervention (EI) system
achieved the highest rating of “meets requirements” determina-
tion from the federal Office of Special Education Programs for
the seventh consecutive year. This determination recognizes the
accomplishments that DODD and its local EI partners have made
in implementing the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act
(IDEA) and improving child outcomes. EI is a statewide system
that provides coordinated services to parents of infants and tod-
dlers with disabilities or developmental delays. Governor
DeWine has prioritized services for Ohio’s children, and this
achievement for the Early Intervention program is another step in
the right direction for children to be supported throughout their
growth and development.

' Thursday, June 22, 2023

Governor DeWine discussed details of a statewide plan to
support local law enforcement agencies with intelligence gather-
ing and forensic evidence examination tied to violent drug-related

crimes. DeWine outlined the plan before hundreds of law en-
forcement professionals attending the Ohio Narcotics Intelligence
Center's (ONIC) Law Enforcement Drug Summit in Columbus.
Ohio Lt. Governor Jon Husted provided remarks at the
Gravity Phase II project's ribbon-cutting ceremony to mark the

second phase of this mixed-use development in Franklinton.Grav-
ity I includes a 12-story, 257-unit residential tower, a 5-story,
214-bed shared and private living building, 185,000 squarefeet of
commercial office and retail space, and a 24-unit townhome
building.Gravity includes nearly 15 acres and 2 million square
feet of building space, making it the largest development in the
Downtown Columbus area since the Arena District.The project
was awarded aTransformational Mixed-Use Development Pro-
gram (TMUD) from the Ohio Department of Development in
March 2022.

Friday, June 23, 2023

The Ohio Department of Development announced the $600
million onshoring grant agreement with Intel Corporationhas
been finalized. These funds will help offset costs associated with
the construction of its state-of-the-art semiconductor manufactur-
ing campus in Licking County.

As part of the grant agree-
ment, $300 million is available for
the construction of each of the two
chip factories set to be completed
as part of the initial phase of Intel’
s $20 billion investment in Ohio.
Funds will be available for two
years after construction begins on
each facility, which must be com-
pleted by Dec. 31, 2028.

“Companies like Intel, from
one coast to the next, are choosing
to invest in Ohio because of our
strategic location, willing work-
force, and positive business cli-
mate,” said Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine. “I’m proud that we were
able to partner with Intel to make such a transformative invest-
ment in our state to make Ohio the new ‘Silicon Heartland.””

“This project is important for our economic and national se-
curity because it will allow computer chips to be manufactured in
America again,” said Lt. Governor Jon Husted. “Ohioans are go-
ing to be the economic winners as we bring a new industry to O-
hio with a supply chain that will create tens of thousands of
high-paying jobs.”

Governor DeWine Announces Plans for Estimated
$7.8 Billion Investment by Amazon Web Services in Ohio

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—?0hio Governor
Mike DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon Husted an-
nounced today that Amazon Web Services
(AWS) will invest an estimated $7.8 billion by
the end of 2029 to expand its data center opera-
tions in Central Ohio, creating hundreds of new
jobs.

AWS’s data center project represents the
second-largest single private sector company in-
vestment in Ohio's history. The new data cen-
ters will contain computer servers, data storage
drives, networking equipment, and other forms
of technology infrastructure used to power
cloud computing.

Numerous localities in Central Ohio are
under consideration for the new data center
campuses, and final site selections will be de-
cided at a later date.

"Amazon is already one of the largest pri-
vate-sector employers in Ohio, and the compa-
ny's continued growth here further cements O-
hio as the heart of our nation's technology and
innovation," said Governor DeWine. "As more
of the world relies on cloud computing, this in-
vestment will build on Amazon's current infras-
tructure in Ohio to help new and existing busi-
nesses grow, allow residents to securely connect
to friends and family, and provide access to on-
line educational resources and entertainment."

“This positions Ohio as a critical location
for the most discussed technology in the world,
artificial intelligence,” said Lt. Governor Jon
Husted. “This enormous capital investment fur-
ther solidifies Ohio as the tech center of the
Midwest and positions us for a bright future as
cloud computing and artificial intelligence are
more integrated into the economy and our ev-
eryday lives.”

AWS launched its first data centers in the
Midwest in 2016 and currently operates data
center campuses in Franklin and Licking coun-
ties. To date, AWS's investments and operations
have generated over $2 billion in economic ben-
efit for Ohio, and supported more than 3,000 lo-
cal secondary jobs on an average annual basis.
In 2022, AWS directly employed nearly 1,000
Ohioans across the state.

“Today, we are proud to reinforce our
long-term commitment to the State of Ohio with
plans to expand and invest an estimated $7.8
billion by 2030,” said Roger Wehner, Director
of Economic Development, AWS. “Since 2015,

AWS has invested more than $6 billion in Ohio
while supporting thousands of local jobs.

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Chen Danging (b. 1953) is an American-Chinese
painter known for his realist depictions of nudes
and rugged landscapes. Influenced by the paintings
of Jean-Franois Millet, Chen empathetically por-
trayed Tibetan farmers and herdsman, drawing crit-
icism from the Communist regime during the
1980s.

Born on August 11, 1953 in Shanghai, China,
he created propaganda art as teenager depicting the
feats of Mao Zedong. Chen went on to enroll at the
Central Academy of Fine Arts in Beijing. In 1982,
the artist immigrated to the United States, where he
spent the next 18 years writing and painting in New
York. During his time in New York, Chen be-
friended fellow artist and activist Ai Weiwei. In
2000, he returned to China, and became an outspo-
ken critic against the state. Ai and Chen published
the book Interviews Not About Art in 2007.

With the long lost humanity and strong per-

sonality, Chen Danging, unlike many contemporary
Chinese intellects, dares to question the social real-
ity, and reflects and criticizes many social events
with a senesce of detachment that should have been
possessed by an intellect. He is awarded the prizes
for “The Fifty Public Intellectuals Who Have Influ-
enced China”,“2005 Top Ten Male Elites in Chi-
na”,“Elites of the Era”, etc..

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41 years ago, theTibetan Painting Serieswas
created, I had seen it once 15 years ago, and had
seen it again this April. It wasThe Shepherdthat
came into the studio for a physical evaluation, in
preparation for her re-entry into market circulation.
Seven paintings, up to now,The Shepherdis the on-
ly one in market circulation.

Nosey people such as me, get all sorts of ideas
upon seeing it. Maybe I can take advantage of the
time gap before the artwork re-enters the market,
and make a public exhibition in the nearest art a-
cademy This felt like a person who has not been
home for a long time passing by the front door of
his own home and coming in for a chat.

The collector agreed, the client also agreed, col-
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leagues and cadres at the art academy even encour-
aged me by asking if it was possible to find other
works from or related to theTibetan Painting Series
The other six artworks are located in their separate
environments, I had no clue of their whereabouts,
so it didn’t look easy. I looked for the creator, who
did not agree to participate, and said “theTibetan
Painting Seriesis old news.” Be as it may, people
still want to exhibit and see it.

Then, in the creator’s studio, after a
large-scale search, I found more than 100 sketches,
drawings, and related documents of theTibetan
Painting Series created in the 1980s, and immedi-
atelyThe Shepardhad found her pasture.

The next day, good news came, collectors and
institutions who owned the other pieces supported
our wish to make one-to-one replicas of the art-
works. At last, we had accurate info about the
brothers and sisters ofThe Shep-
herd.

With the art academy providing the
venue, and as more and more people
contributed to the exhibition, we ex-
hibit the passing-byTibetan Painting
Seriesfor everyone to marvel at.

In 1980, Chen Dangqing’sTibetan
Painting Seriescreated an opportuni-
ty for the Chinese intellects who,
like a ship, were ashamed to contin-
ueto lose control of itself in a
downwards spiral into the whirlpool
of politics, and began to dock closer
to the shore of life and humanity.
Since then, poetry, literature,
movies, and art creation, had gradu-
ally come closer to daily life, it was
commonly known as the “life flow”
era. To this day, we cannot say e-
nough words of praise about it.

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1 year Anniversary of the Dobbs Decision
Saturday, June 24th, marked the one year an-
niversary of the Supreme Court’s decision to
overturn Roe v. Wade the devastating impact of
state abortion bans is clear. More than 23 million
women in the US - one in three - live in one of
the 18 states with an abortion ban currently in ef-
fect.
