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Governor DeWine, Lt. Governor Husted Announce New Projects Expected
to Create More Than 700 Jobs, $85 Million in Payroll

(COLUMBUS, Ohio) - Ohio
Governor Mike DeWine and Lt. Gov-
ernor Jon Husted today announced the
approval of assistance for four pro-
jects set to create 781 new jobs and
retain 156 jobs statewide.

During its monthly meeting, the
Ohio Tax Credit Authority (TCA) re-
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viewed and approved economic development proposals
from JobsOhio and its regional partners. Collectively, the
projects are expected to result in more than $85 million in
new payroll and spur more than $47 million in invest-
ments across Ohio.
Projects approved by the TCA include:

Wells Fargo Bank, National Association (TBD) ex-
pects to create 585 full-time positions, generating $73
million in new annual payroll and retaining $5.4 million
in existing payroll, as a result of the company’s new loca-
tion at a to-be-determined site. Wells Fargo provides
banking, insurance, investment, mortgage, and consumer
and commercial finance services through more than 8,400
locations, 13,000 ATMs, and Internet and mobile bank-
ing. Wells Fargo has offices in 42 countries and territo-
ries. The TCA approved a 2.582%, 15-year Job Creation
Tax Credit for this project.

R.E. Warner & Associates (Cuyahoga County) ex-

pects to create 88 full-time positions, generating
$6.3 million in new annual payroll and retaining
$9 million in existing payroll, as a result of the
company’ s expansion project in North Olmsted.
R.E. Warner provides full-service, multi-disci-
pline engineering, architecture, and surveying
for facilities and infrastructure from pre-project
planning through design to construction
close-out. The TCA approved a 1.538%, sev-
en-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this project.

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Typhoon Doksuri swept into southern Chi—
na on Friday, unleashing heavy rain and violent
gusts of wind that whipped power lines and
sparked fires, uprooted trees.

The
CFTC sued Binance in March, alleging they vio—
lated the Commodity Exchange Act and certain
related federal regulations, and for operating what
the regulator said was an "illegal" exchange and a
"sham" compliance program. Binance, the world's
largest cryptocurrency exchange, said the CFTC's
case should be dismissed because it sought to reg—
ulate foreign individuals and corporations that re—
side and operate outside the United States.
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TikTok plans to launch a program in August

to help Chinese merchants sell goods globally, and
will officially roll it out first to consumers in the
United States, a person familiar with the matter
said. With the full service program, merchants in
China will find it easier to sell products in the U.S.
as TikTok will help them in areas such as customs
clearance, warehousing and logistics,the person
said. TikTok's move to grow its ecommerce busi—
ness in the U.S. comes at a time when it is facing
heightened scrutiny from U.S. officials over con—
cerns about data security. The company is fighting
to prevent a ban after lawmakers introduced a bill
that would grant the Biden administration author—

ity to ban apps that pose security risks.
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A Georgia resident has died from a rare brain
infection, commonly known as the “brain—eating
amoeba,” state health officials said Friday. The
victim was infected with Naegleria fowleri, an
amoeba that destroys brain tissue, causes brain
swelling and usually death, the Georgia Depart—
ment of Health confirmed in a news release. Othi—
cials said the victim likely was infected while
swimming in a freshwater lake or pond but did not
say where. People can become infected when wa—
ter containing the amoeba goes up a person’s
nose. It cannot infect people if swallowed and is
not spread from person to person.
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Ford Motor said Friday it is recalling 870,000
F—150 trucks in the United States because of the
risk of an unexpected activation of the electric
parking brake due to a potential wiring issue. The
recall covers 2021 through 2023 model year
F—=150 trucks, according to a filing with the Na—
tional Highway Traffic Safety Administration
(NHTSA). It covers trucks equipped with a single
exhaust system. Contact with the rear axle housing
may damage the wiring harness, causing the elec—
tric parking brake to activate unexpectedly, the
automaker said.
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A 140—year—old Detroit historic building
(3143 Cass Ave) was razed Saturday morning de—
spite many calls for the demolition process to be
halted and a unanimous city council vote that
went unheeded. Built in 1883, the Cass Avenue
building was one of the last relics of a time when
Asian—owned businesses, a majority of them with
roots in China, thrived in downtown Detroit.
Home to the Chinese Merchants Asso ciation and
other groups, the building served as a gathering
space for cultural events, such as weddings and
movies, and even hosted a health clinic for immi—
grant families.
