Monday, August 7, 2023

The Ohio Department of Higher Educa-
tion (ODHE), Ohio Department of Education
(ODE), and Ohio Department of Job and Family
Services (ODJFS) partnered to develop the pro-
gram standards and add the occupation of K-12
teachers to the registered apprenticeships in O-
hio. Ohio’s Teacher Apprenticeship model is
designed to strengthen partnerships between
K-12 schools, their communities, and the educa-
tor preparation programs in Ohio’s institutions
of higher education by incorporating leading
practices in educator preparation with the rigors
of a registered apprenticeship program.

“This is an innovative way to help those

already working in schools, such as teachers’
aids, library specialists, or bus drivers, obtain
their teaching license,” said Governor DeWine.
“School districts are able to identify potential
future teachers who are already a part of their
communities and provide them the support and
guidance they need to succeed.”

“Teachers all across Ohio are currently in-
structing students at the more than 120 pre-ap-
prenticeship programs, but ironically, until now,
teaching has been a non-apprentice occupation,”
said Lt. Governor Jon Husted. “At a time where
we are facing a critical need to fill these posi-
tions, preparing teachers through the apprentice-
ship model will help deliver additional qualified
teachers for the classroom.”

Serving as the program sponsor, ODHE
will collaborate with ODE and ODJFS to pro-
vide support to Ohio’s K-12 school districts and
institutions of higher education as they develop

apprenticeships that:

Provide flexibility to allow for students
starting at different levels of experience and
schooling to be successful.

Provide credit for prior experience to count
for both related instruction and on-the-job train-
ing requirements.

Provide wage increases as skills and expe-
rience are attained.

Pair candidates with teachers who will
model best practices while giving teachers an
opportunity to take on a mentorship role while
remaining in the classroom.

“This program is meant to replicate other
successful programs where dedicated staff such
as paraprofessionals, custodians, and bus drivers
are recruited by their school districts to com-
plete an apprenticeship and become a teacher,”
said ODHE Chancellor Randy Gardner. “And it
is another example of working together to give

those interested in becoming a teacher one more
way to do so.”

“The Teacher Apprenticeship Program pro-
vides a remarkable opportunity for districts and
schools to grow their supply of quality teachers
to support student success,” said Dr. Chris
Woolard, interim superintendent of public in-
struction.  “It is just one initiative being imple-
mented to increase the supply of qualified edu-
cators in Ohio.”

In addition, candidates participating in the
teacher apprenticeship program will be eligible
to apply for the newly announced Grow Your
Own Teacher scholarships, which provides up to
$7,500 per year for four years in exchange for
committing to teach in a qualifying Ohio school
for at least four years.

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Ashley Liao Talks Coming—of—-Age Film ‘Love
in Taipei’

The actress also stars in the "Hunger Games"
prequel coming out this fall.

Like most college students on the brink of
graduation, Ashley Liao?still has several college
credits to go. But unlike many of her classmates,
she also has two?film?releases packed into her
schedule.

First up is “Love in Taipei,” a?film?adapta-
tion of the popular YA novel “Loveboat, Taipei”
for Paramountt+. Liao leads the coming-of-age
rom-com as Ever Wong, a high school graduate
who’s accepted into a premed program and the
dance program at New York University. The sum-

mer before her freshman year, Ev-
er’s parents send her to a cultural
immersion program in Taiwan
where she navigates romance, iden-
tity, and her passion for dance. The
film costars Ross Butler and Nico
Hiraga as the two main love inter-
ests.

The 21-year-old actress, and U-
CLA undergrad, recognized a kin-
dred spirit in Ever.

“When I was very new in my un-
2 dergraduate degree, I really wasn’t
sure what to pursue. I felt like I had to choose be-
tween the art of acting and my passion for my
career, and attending my dream university,”
Liao says. “Ever is stuck at that same cross-
road of not knowing whether she wants to fol-
low what her parents want her to do, or what
she wants to do — her passion for dancing.
And so it really struck a nerve with me,” adds
Liao, who plans to finish up her university
coursework this fall.

“One of Ever’s biggest struggles is figur-
ing out where she belongs and what she wants.

real life, because I hadn’t been back to Taiwan in
maybe a decade,” she adds.

Liao, who got her industry start as a child ac-
tress in projects like “Fuller House,” will next ap-
pear in the “Hunger Games” prequel “The Ballad
of Songbirds and Snakes,” set to be released in
theaters Nov. 17. She filmed the project in Berlin
— her first time in Europe — shortly after wrap-
ping “Love in Taipei.”

The Biden- Harris Administration’s Re-
sponse to the Maui Wildfires

The Biden-Harris Administration has mobi-
lized a robust whole-of-government response ef-
fort to support immediate and long-term rescue
and recovery efforts in Maui, Hawai i. Since the
onset of the horrific fires in Maui, dozens of Fed-
eral departments and agencies, including the De-
partment of Homeland Security through FEMA
and the Coast Guard, the Department of Defense
through the Navy and Army, the Department of
Health and Human Services, the U.S. Forest Ser-

vice, and the Small Business Administration
(SBA) have been working with state and local
partners on the ground to assess ongoing needs
and providing resources and personnel to support
response efforts.

Last Thursday, within hours of the devastat-
ing fires, President Biden signed a Major Disaster
Declaration for Hawai i, and as President Biden
told Governor Josh Green, the Federal Govern-
ment stands ready to provide additional assistance
to ensure the state recovers. This weekend, FEMA
Administrator Deanne Criswell, U.S. Fire Admin-
istrator Dr. Lori Moore-Merrell and U.S. Small
Business Administration Administrator Isabella
Casillas Guzman surveyed catastrophic damage on
the island and hosted a local press conference to
reiterate the Administration’s commitment to sup-
porting impacted communities, however long it
may take.

The Administration continues to encourage
individuals impacted by the disaster to register for
Federal assistance at www.disasterassistance.gov
or by calling 1-800-621-3362.

More on the coordinated federal response:

There are almost 500 Federal personnel de-
ployed to Maui to assist residents in their greatest
time of need.

In the immediate aftermath of the fires, the
U.S. Coast Guard and U.S. Navy supported mar-

& itime search and rescue operations, and U.S. Army

i helicopters supported fire suppression efforts on
the Big Island.

As fire containment efforts continue, FEMA
and its Federal partners continue response efforts.
FEMA has deployed more than 140 Urban Search
and Rescue personnel who have integrated with
the Maui Fire Department to help conduct rescue
operations.

In Maui, FEMA has provided 50,000 meals,
75,000 liters of water, 5,000 cots and 10,000 blan-
kets and shelter supplies to the county government
for distribution.

FEMA has also authorized Critical Needs
Assistance  (CNA) which provides a onetime pay-
ment of $700 per household to applicants who
were displaced from their homes and have critical
needs. CNA provides for lifesaving and life-sus-
taining items such as water, food, prescriptions,
personal hygiene items, and fuel for transporta-
tion.

The Small Business Administration has
dozens of staff on the island and has begun mak-
ing low-interest Federal disaster loans available to

Hawai i1 businesses, homeowners, renters, and
nonprofits.

The U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Food
and Nutrition Service approved Hawai i’s request
for impacted Child Nutrition Programs and Sup-
plemental Nutrition Assistance Program benefits.

The American Red Cross and Maui County
continue to staff and support six shelters where
food, water, hygiene kits and other essential re-
sources are provided to survivors who are unable
to return home. FEMA Disaster Survivor Assis-
tance Team members are deploying to shelters and
helping people register for Federal assistance.
Those affected by the fires may visit a Red Cross
shelter to get a hot meal, charge their phone and
access other essential support.

Department of Health and Human Services
Secretary Xavier Becerra approved a Public
Health Emergency effective retroactively from
August 8 through November 6, 2023.

In addition, 17 specialists from the Depart-
ment of Health and Human Services’ Disaster
Mortuary Operational Response Team are on
Maui, with additional teams en route to assist the
state.

Local and national Voluntary Organizations
Active in Disasters (VOADs) are providing emer-
gency assistance to survivors. Those seeking to
donate to the recovery efforts, can do so by visit-
ing www.hawaiistatevoad.org.

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers is helping
clear roads, stabilizing electric service and work-
ing with the Environmental Protection Agency on
the removal of hazardous waste essential to recov-
ery work in the affected areas.

The U.S. Forest Service Incident Manage-
ment Teams and Wildfire Liaisons integrated with
the State to help identify resources, equipment,
and additional personnel needed to fully extin-
guish the fires and prevent flare-ups.

The U.S. Fire Administration is also working
with local fire departments to identify what sup-
port is needed for firefighting personnel and their
families who were also affected by this disaster, as
they continue to heroically battle these blazes.

The Department of Defense, through U.S.
INDOPACOM, is actively supporting the Federal
response by helping move supplies across the
State and is providing assistance with fire suppres-
sion activities.

U.S. INDOPACOM is also taking actions to
move their response command and control person-
nel forward to the island of Maui.
