“Ohio continues to make good
progress in our effort to stem the tide
of opioid addiction, but our work is
far from over,” said Governor Mike DeWine.

nounced a $100 million investment ‘
of federal State Opioid and Stimu-
lant Response (SOS, formerly SOR)
funding from the Substance Abuse
and Mental Health Services Admin-
istration to help communities fight
opioid addiction and prevent over-
dose deaths.

The funds are a continuation
of year one funding received by the Ohio Depart-
ment of Mental Health and Addiction Services

Monday, October 2, 2023

Ohio Governor Mike DeWine announced
the appointment of Cynthia A. Welty to the San-
dusky County Court District One.

Governor DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon
Husted held a virtual press conference to discuss
the ongoing legal dispute involving the Ohio De-
partment of Education, which, pursuant to
changes in law, ceased to exist at midnight on
Tuesday.

Tuesday, October 3, 2023

Governor DeWine spoke at the Buckeye
Association of School Administrators Fall Con-
ference about theReadOhio initiative, a statewide
effort to encourage improved literacy skills for all
ages, including the implementation of curriculum
aligned with the science of reading in K-12
schools.The science of reading refers to research
that has been conducted for decades by scientists
and literacy experts that shows there is an actual
science behind learning to read and that certain
skills need to be taught, including phonics.

Lt. Governor Husted traveled to West Lib-
erty to speak at theLogan County Chamber's An-
nual Legislative Breakfast about the state's eco-

nomic outlook and workforce priorities.

Governor DeWine delivered a statement on
the news that Dr. Pierre Agostini of the Ohio State
University was announced as a winner of the No-
bel Prize in Physics.

“Congratulations to the Ohio State Universi-
ty’s Dr. Pierre Agostini who was named today as
one of three Nobel Prize winners in Physics for
their work on exploring electrons inside atoms
and molecules,” said Governor DeWine. “Ohio is
the heart of innovation and research with talented
scientists making internationally recognized dis-
coveries, building on our proud legacy of inven-
tions that have changed the world.”

Governor DeWineannounced several en-
hancementsto the state's freeSafer Ohio School
Tip Line(1-844-SAFEROH) that will make it cas-
ier for Ohioans to report school safety concerns.

Governor DeWine provides an update on the
new distracted driving law

Governor DeWineannounced that traffic
crashes have significantly decreased in the six
months following the enactment of strengthened
distracted driving laws in Ohio.

New preliminary data from the Ohio State
Highway Patrol shows that distracted driving
crashes hit a record low in September 2023 when
compared with each month dating back at least to
January 2018. Distracted driving crashes peaked
in May 2018 with 1,383 crashes as compared with
last month's low of 576 crashes.

"In just six months, this law is saving lives
by changing the culture around distracted driving
and changing the behavior of drivers behind the
wheel," said Governor DeWine. "I am grateful to
every driver who has chosen to put their phones
down, and I encourage other drivers to commit to
doing the same. There is no acceptable amount of
distracted driving."

Governor DeWineannounced the appoint-
ment of Adam L. Myser to the Belmont County
Court, Northern Division.

Myser, of St. Clairsville, will assume office
on Oct. 20, 2023, and will be taking the seat for-
mally held bythe Honorable Chris Berhalter.
Myser will serve the remainder of the unfinished
term and need to run for election in 2024 to retain
the seat.

(_E#% P03)“While the rate of unintentional over-
dose deaths is slowing, our work must continue.
This funding will help us save lives and promote
stronger, healthier communities.”

More than $58.7 million of the $100 million
will be channeled to Ohio’s 50 county Alcohol,
Drug Addiction and Mental Health Ser vices
(ADAMHS) boards to expand access to local pre-
vention, harm reduction, treatment and recovery
supports. Another $16.6 million will be designat-
ed for direct-funded community ini tiatives. O-
hioMHAS will also use these funds to partner with
the Ohio Department of Health to provide funding
to purchase additional supplies of the overdose re-
versal drug naloxone, and the Ohio Department of
Veteran Services to provide services for veterans
and active-duty service members, including the
expansion of peer recovery support services for
residents at the ODVS Domiciliary who have a
history of opioid use disorder, stimulant use disor-
der, and/or co-occurring disorders. (See list at-
tached below details on planned invest-
ments/awards).

OhioMHAS coordinated with statewide part-
ners, state level agencies, and Governor Mike
DeWine’s RecoveryOhio initiative to identify O-
hio’s goals for the SOS initiative. Key priorities
include:

* Reducing unintentional overdose deaths

* Increasing access to addiction treatment

* Preventing youth alcohol and drug use

* Increasing recovery supports

* Supporting responsible prescribing practices
* Promoting harm reduction practices

“I am proud of the work Ohio is doing
through the SOS initiative and look forward to ex-
tending the impact of these programs with this ad-
ditional round of funding. Ohio has experienced
significant successes thus far with the SOS initia-
tive, exceeding the national rates in several key
data collection and outcomes performance mea-
surements,” said OhioMHAS Director Lori Criss.
“Together with our local partners, we are saving
lives and illuminating the pathway to recovery
with a goal of connecting Ohioans with the ser-
vices they need to get well, be well and stay well.”

Some examples of programs funded in year one
that will be sustained with the continuation fund-
ing include:

* $686K to the Wood County Alcohol, Drug Ad-
diction and Mental Health Services Boardfor a
Quick Response Team (QRT) to respond to over-
doses; installation of naloxone vending machines;
expand treatment and withdrawal management
services; and an array of recovery supports includ-
ing peer support, housing and transportation.

* $202K to the Mental Health and Recovery
Board of Belmont, Harrison, and Monroe Coun-
ties to implement peer recovery support programs
in local jails to assist clients struggling with opi-
oid and other stimulant use disorders.

* $842K to the Clermont County Mental Health
and Recovery Board to support prevention and af-
ter school programming to help youth build
healthy and effective coping skills; expand access

to Medication-Assisted Treatment; promote treat-
ment in lieu of incarceration; and promote peer
support services and other recovery supports in-
cluding housing and transportation.
* $150K to the Youngstown Urban Minority Al-
coholism and Drug Abuse OutreachProgram (Ma-
honing County) to increase prevention, treatment
and medication assisted treatment services to mi-
nority youth and adults with or at risk of opioid
use disorder.
* $150K to Brigid’s Path (Montgomery County)
to provide services to infants exposed to additive
sub stances and assist families with community
linkage.
* $558K to Workit Health (Lucas County) for on-
line and on-demand addiction treatment through
mobile and web applications.

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What Do Young Latino Voters Want to Hear on the Republican Debate Stage?

“Young Latinos just want to have normal
lives. We don't want to be in crisis mode 24-7
with breaking news alerts going on every two
hours.” - Santiago Mayer, executive director of
Voters of Tomorrow.

Latino youth — predicted to be a major vot-
ing bloc in the 2024 Presidential election — are
veering from their older family members and
shifting hard left on a host of issues, including gun
control, reproductive rights, climate change, and
immigration policy.

A day ahead of the second Republican Pres-
idential debate, the Brennan Center for Justice
hosted a panel discussion Sept. 26, focusing on
the rising power of LatinX youth. The panel fea-
tured Maria Teresa Kumar, CEO of Voto Latino;
Santiago Mayer, executive director of Voters of
Tomorrow, which he founded at age 17; and Ari-
zona state Rep. Alma Hernandez, who has been
involved in Democratic politics since she was 14.
The panel was moderated by Paola Ramos, a cor-
respondent for Vice and a contributor at Telemun-
do and MSNBC.

Latinos are now the second largest voting
bloc in the United States after non-Hispanic white

voters. Latinos are also both the fastest growing
and the youngest electorate. In 2022, 34.5 million
Latinos were eligible to vote, according to a Pew
Research Center study, up almost 5 million since
2018. An estimated 70% of Latinos who vote are
registered Democrats. However, candidate en-
gagement with the community is minimal.

‘The Good Old Days of Newt Gingrich’

Panelists noted that narratives about the Lati-
no vote swinging right to support former President
Donald Trump are based on a deep campaign of
misinformation, perpetuated through both social
and mainstream media.

Maria Teresa Kumar, CEO of Voto Latino.
Kumar said candidates
would have to take a
stance on immigration,
going back to their par-
ty’s roots. “There was a
time when the Republi-
can party was vying for
the Latino vote. And not
so long ago in 2012,
when Newt Gingrich —
former Speaker of the House — was on that stage,
he was talking about compassionate pathways to
citizenship for people who had been in this coun-
try for at least 10 or 20 years.”

“But Republican candidates today have
failed miserably because instead they’ve politi-
cized workers, people that want to contribute, who
are American: all but a social security number.
And as a result, we have been polarized as a coun-
try in ways that we never thought possible.”

“So what I would look for of individuals go-
ing on to that stage is some leadership and adult-
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hood and speaking straight. Because it’s very easy
to demonize the most vulnerable and the most
marginalized. But at the end of the day, none of
those folks that do that have a pathway to the
White House, plain and simple,” said Kumar.

The Frat Boy Demographic

“Our job as Latinos is to make sure that we
are paying attention and holding people account-
able because at the end of the day, we want the
same protections every American has, including
for our families,” she added. “The person that
wants to truly have a shot at the White House to-
morrow night is going to have to be able to di-
vorce themselves from the dangerous policies that
are hurting people in Latino communities.”

Santiago Mayer, executive director of
Voters of Tomorrow
s == Mayer discussed
the findings of a re-
cent Voters of To-
morrow poll.
“Young people care
about the economy
and jobs. This is
number one, which
is shocking for a lot
of people, but it is
really  something
that we feel in our day-to -day lives,” he said.

“Number two, abortion rights and access to
reproductive care. Even some of the groups that
you really wouldn’t think care about abortion,
like the frat boy demographic, for example, they
are very concerned about this issue,” said Mayer.

“We care about gun violence. We’ve grown
up with the threat of fearing in our own class-
rooms. We’ve seen the climate deteriorate, and
we are very concerned about the climate crisis,”
he said, adding that Latino youth are also con-
cerned about LGBTQ rights even if they are not
part of the queer community.

‘Worlds Exploding’

“The bottom line is young people, especially
young Latinos just want to have normal lives. We
don’t want to be in crisis mode 24-7 with break-
ing news alerts going on every two hours. We just
want to be able to sit down, and have a normal

conversation without something in the world ex-
ploding and having to deal with it,” said Mayer.
“Candidates need to lean on that, especially the
Republican candidates who keep in many ways
sort of denying reality, especially with regards to
like climate and gun violence,” he added.

Arizona state Rep. Alma Hernandez

Hernandez, the youngest-ever representative
in the Arizona state Legislature, said she would
like to see the candidates comprehensively address
reproductive rights.

Another Day Older and Deeper in Debt

“Women’s health is going to
be on the ballot again. And |
think it’s really critical that
these candidates tell us where
they stand on this issue. If
they’re, if they think they’re
going to win by saying: ‘we’
re going to continue to attack
women and their reproductive
rights,” well, I'd love to see
how that goes.”

“Republicans blocked President Joe Biden’s
efforts for student loan debt forgiveness. And I
would like to really hear what their plans are to
help so many American students who have gone
into so much debt to get educated. What is their
plan to help them?”

“We tell people constantly: ‘go to school,
get an education, you’ll get a good job’, but what
are Republicans’ plans for those who have gone
to school, but now are barely making enough to
cover their loan payments?” queried Hernandez.

“We’re hearing that a recession is coming a-
gain. And I think that people around my age and
people who have gone to school are really, really
starting to get nervous and really want to know
what, what are people going to do to help them?
And those are two of the important issues that 1
believe is going to really change the minds of vot-
ers and the way that they’re going to see these
folks who want to be elected officials,” she said.

All three panelists agreed that candidates
need to reach out to LatinX voters consistently
throughout the election cycle, not just two weeks
before the polls open.
