Lt. Governor Husted spoke at the Startup

Midwest luncheon in Columbus. The event, host-
ed by the Ohio State University's Center for Soft-
ware Innovation, celebrated and showcased Ohio’
s role as a destination for entrepreneurs. It provid-
ed valuable content, education, resources and op-
portunities for early-stage technology en-
trepreneurs and others.

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) and its partners announced a new project a-
greement totaling more than $100 million, with a
significant investment from the Bipartisan Infras-
tructure Law. These much-needed funds will clean
up nearly 875,000 cubic yards of contaminated
sediments from the Cuyahoga River Gorge Dam.

EPA Regional Administrator and Great
Lakes National Program Manager Debra Shore
announced the agreement alongside Ohio EPA Di-
rector Anne Vogel and Akron Mayor Dan Horrig-
an at the Gorge Metro Park in Cuyahoga Falls.
This long-awaited cleanup will greatly advance
the environmental and economic revitalization of
local communities and will help lead to the ulti-
mate removal of the Cuyahoga River Area of Con-
cern from the list of 25 remaining U.S. Areas of
Concern  (AOCs) — highly degraded areas found
across the Great Lakes basin.

“Improving water quality is something I’ ve
prioritized throughout my years in public service,
and the state is proud to support this long-awaited
project with funding from the H2Ohio initiative,"
said Governor DeWine. “It’s also great to see the
important role that the Great Lakes Legacy Act is
playing in this project. When I sponsored the Act
in Congress in 2002, we knew it would make a
significant impact on water quality across the
Great Lakes region. Now, more than two decades
later, the act is still making a difference, con-
tributing to the removal of the Gorge Dam and the
contaminated sediment behind it.”

Thursday, October 26, 2023
Lt. Governor Husted spoke at the Wayne E-

conomic Forum in Wooster. The forum is an an-

nual event that brings leaders and executives to-
gether to share ideas and best business practices.

Governor DeWine and Ohio Department of
Developmental Disabilities (DODD) Director
Kim Hauck announced that $2.8 million will be
distributed across 52 counties to bolster state and
local efforts to support youth with complex needs
in their family homes.

“Ohio’s youth need the support of their fam-
ilies and communities, but sometimes they have
significant needs and find themselves in crisis. We
must support these families and provide financial
assistance to county boards of developmental dis-
abilities and other local partners who help families
provide healthier environments,” Governor
DeWine said. “This funding leverages local cre-
ativity to ensure families have the resources to
succeed and stay together.”

Opportunities for Ohioans with Disabilities
(OOD) announced CareSource and Crown Equip-
ment Corporation as the 2023 Governor’s Inclu-
sive Employer Award winners for their commit-
ment to individuals with disabilities in the work-
place.

“Congratulations to CareSource and Crown
Equipment Corporation,” said Governor DeWine.
“By recognizing the value that skilled workers
with disabilities offer and creating workplaces
where all Ohioans can thrive, they have set power-
ful examples of what it means to leave no Ohioan
behind.”

Governor DeWine joined community leaders

In April, Governor DeWine announced that
the jail construction project would receive $15
million in funding from the Ohio Department of
Rehabilitation and Correction's Ohio Jail Safety
and Security Program.

Lt. Governor Jon Husted, Supreme Court of
Ohio Chief Justice Sharon Kennedy, Interim Su-

perintendent of Public Instruction Dr. Chris
Woolard and other partners highlighted Ohio’s
commitment to improving school attendance
statewide during the Ohio Takes the Pledge to
Stay in the Game! event held at the Columbus
City Preparatory School for Girls. During the
event, members of the Ohio Attendance Taskforce
announced recommendations to improve school
attendance and reduce chronic absence.

These recommendations will help schools
and districts implement effective prevention and
carly intervention strategies to improve attendance
and decrease chronic absenteeism. Chronic ab-
sence is defined in Ohio as a student missing 10%
or more of school hours. In the 2022-2023 school
year, Ohio’s chronic absence rate was 26.8% ,
meaning more than 615,000 students in the state
were chronically absent.

“We want our students to be in school every
day because it s vital to their personal success and
well-being,” said Governor DeWine. “As a state,
we’re focused on the needs of all students and this
partnership between educators, families, and com-
munities demonstrates our commitment to sup-
porting strong school attendance so Ohio’s stu-
dents can learn, grow, and thrive.”

“Too many of our kids are chronically ab-
sent, and they are missing out on more than just
reading and math, but also other support services
and the life and job skills that come with attending
school,” said Lt. Governor Husted. “The recom-
mendations the task force has put forth will help
address the underlying cause of absenteeism so
that Ohio students are prepared to succeed in
school and life.”

Governor DeWine, Lt. Governor Husted Announce New Projects
Expected to Create More Than 2,200 Jobs, $482 Million in Payroll

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor
Mike DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon Husted today
announced the approval of assistance for three
projects set to create 2,247 new jobs and retain 63
jobs statewide.

During its monthly meeting, the Ohio Tax
Credit Authority (TCA) reviewed economic de-
velopment proposals brought to the board by Job-
sOhio and its regional partners. Collectively, the
projects are expected to result in more than $152
million in new payroll and spur more than $482
million in investments across Ohio.

Projects approved by the TCA include:
WEST

Joby Aero, Inc., city of Dayton (Mont-
gomery County), expects to create 2,000 full-time
positions, generating $140 million in new annual

payroll, as a result of the company’s new Dayton
location. Joby is an aerospace company that is de-
veloping an electric vertical takeoff and landing
aircraft designed to pioneer the air taxi market.
The company plans to build a large-scale manu-
facturing facility capable of delivering up to 500
aircraft per year. TCA approved a 2.055 percent,
30-year Job Creation Tax Credit for this project.

NORTHEAST

LabConnect LLC, city of Cleveland (Cuya-
hoga County), expects to create 167 full-time po-
sitions, generating $8 million in new annual pay-
roll, as a result of the company’s new location in
Cleveland. LabConnect provides laboratory and
functional outsourcing for biopharmaceutical,
pharmaceutical, and contract research organiza-

tions. The company performs the assembly of test
kits, sample management, and tracking, testing, or
storing of specimens. The new location will pro-
vide bio storage and processing measures to ac-
commodate expansion needs. The TCA approved
a 1.475 percent, cight-year Job Creation Tax
Credit for this project.

Cleveland Kitchen Co., city of Cleveland
(Cuyahoga County), expects to create 80
full-time positions, generating $3.6 million in new

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annual payroll, as a result of the company’s ex-
pansion project in Cleveland. Cleveland Kitchen
manufactures packaged raw and probiotic fer-
mented foods such as sauerkraut, kimchi, and
pickles to be distributed and sold in grocery stores
across the country. The project includes the ex-
pansion of their current manufacturing space to
accommodate an increase in product sales due to
a recent acquisition. The TCA approved a 1.217
percent, seven-year Job Creation Tax Credit for
this project.

New Soybean Processing Plant to Bring More Than 100 New Jobs to Ohio

October 20, 2023

(UPPER SANDUSKY, Ohio)—Ohio
Governor Mike DeWine, Lt. Governor Jon
Husted, Ohio Department of Development Di-
rector Lydia Mihalik, and JobsOhio president
and CEO J.P. Nauseef announced that a new
soybean processing plant in Upper Sandusky
will bring more than 100 new jobs to Ohio.

Louis Dreyfus Company (LDC), a lead-
ing merchant and processor of agricultural
goods, will invest approximately $500 million
to construct the new plant in Wyandot County,
bolstering the region's economic growth in the
critical food and agriculture sector.

"Soybeans are Ohio's top exported agri-
culture product, so we are very excited to wel-
come LDC to Upper Sandusky," said Governor
DeWine. "This new facility will not only bring
in new jobs, but it will also lead to new av-

enues for growth and innovation in Ohio's agricultur-
al sector."

There are approximately 26,000 soybean farm-

ers in Ohio, and the annual economic impact from
soybean production in Ohio is $5.3 billion. LDC’s
state-of-the-art soybean processing plant will have in-
tegrated crushing, edible oil refining, and lecithin
production and packaging capabilities.

“LDC choosing Upper Sandusky for its expan-

sion grows our robust agricultural industry and adds
to the list of innovative companies choosing Ohio be-
cause of our talented workforce and dedication to
business growth," said Ohio Lt. Governor Jon
Husted. "The positive ripple effect of this project on
local communities and across the state is something
we look forward to seeing."

“This is a memorable moment for the people of
Wyandot County,” said Lydia Mihalik, director of
the Ohio Department of Development. “This signifi-

cant investment by LDC, and the jobs that will
be created out of it, not only will strengthen the
economy throughout the region, but are proof
that Ohio is an attractive landing spot for busi-
nesses looking to expand.”

According to the Ohio Department of Agri-
culture, soybeans are cleaned, cracked, dehulled
and rolled into flakes to separate the oil and
meal components during processing. Soybean
products include tofu, soymilk, edamame, soy
nuts, sprouts, miso, and soy sauce. Soybean oil
is also used in salad dressings and mayonnaise,
as well as in industrial products such as plastics
and biodiesel.

“LDC's substantial investment is a testa-
ment to Ohio's economic vibrancy and our ap-
peal to global agribusiness leaders,” said J.P.
Nauseef, JobsOhio president and CEO. “This
collaborative effort brings 100 new jobs and cut-

ting-edge technology that will serve as a magnet for
future investment in this critical sector.”

Wyandot County has long been recognized as
a center for manufacturing, agri-business, and farm-
ing, backed by an ideal location and highly skilled
workforce. The partnership between JobsOhio, Re-
gional Growth Partnership, Wyandot County Eco-
nomic Development, and the City of Upper San-
dusky created an ideal environment for LDC.

Dean Monske, CEO of Regional Growth Part-
nership, added: "This development is a beacon of e-
conomic development and innovation. The Region-
al Growth Partnership is excited to support the en-
deavor, which will contribute to the region's pros-
perity and lays a foundation for future collabora-
tions."

The State of Ohio and JobsOhio will consider
assistance for the project, which will be made pub-
lic after any incentives are approved.
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John "Jack" Craciun Ill, age 76.
Beloved father of Janell, John (Julie),
Joseph, Victoria, Simone and Grace,
dearest grandfather, loving brother of
Joseph (Kay), James, Mary (Jeff), and
Jean, and Jack’'s loving companion
and fiance Lorinda, uncle, cousin and
friend of many.

Jack" Craciun III is funding, and mul-
tilateral trade relations programs. As an
American-educated, globally recognized
China Specialist who’s literally earth-shak-
ing work in the fields of tfagrrf a w the CIA
of the Vatican. His academic studies in-
clude attending Ohio’s University of Tole-
do, where he pursued a degree in Business
Administration.

During his second year at university,
Jack was called home to run the Craciun
funeral home, where he buried all of his
friends who were killed in Vietnam. Jack’s
career in marketing began in 1967 when he
became Regional Promotions Director for
Liberty-Blue Note Records. In six months
on the job, his marketing and sales team
broke the Fifth Dimension's hit song, "Up,
Up, and Away," and Vicky Carr's "It Must
Be Him," promoting sales in excess of 2
million records. Drawn by the dynamics of
print and broadcast media news, advertis-
ing and promotions, Jack returned to
Cleveland and became an account execu-
tive with Spizel Advertising. There he con-
tributed to the production and marketing of
the most successful fundraising program in
the history of the Cleveland Orchestra at
that time, featuring the Cleveland Browns
and helping the agency win numerous ad-
vertising and public relations awards.

Along with two other associates in
1970, Jack founded the WNCR FM radio
station of Cleveland, Ohio which became
the first commercially successful FM radio
station in America. In 1974, Mr. Craciun
established CIII Productions, Inc., which
produced and marketed a variety of global
entertainment cross cultural exchange pro-
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jects in the broadcast and entertainment in-
dustries as a record, video, and film pro-
ducer.

In 2006, Mr. Craciun produced The
First Rock Concert in Military History to
Kick-off the Bicentennial of the USA, and
established the Robert F. Kennedy Scholar-
ship Fund, the first deferred sentencing
program of non-violent offenders in Ameri-
can judicial history and he produced the
first radio-thon in broadcasting history to
combat youth crime. For these accomplish-
ments, Jack was granted life time Senator
of the United States Jaycee Junior Chamber
International.

Along with live event and film/video
productions, media broadcast communica-
tion programing, cross cultural exchange,
cross-over  artist development, and
third-world market economic development,
Mr. Craciun has consistently and repeated-
ly redefined the branding, marketing and
merchandising of consumer products and
communication technologies, based on es-
tablishing broadcast networks and defining
new demographic research niches to deliv-
er new consumer expendable income ratios
to third world countries around the world.
Upon entering China in 1985 to pioneer as
a nation-builder with a legacy of trendset-
ting global cross cultural exchange accom-
plishments in the fields of Industry, Fi-
nance, Broadcast Communications,Tech-
nology Transfer, Education and Entertain-
ment, Mr. Craciun founded ITM Ltd.
(Group). Under the umbrella of ITM Ltd.
(Group), four divisions were formed, The
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ITM Communications Division being es-
tablished in 1985, The ITM Trading and
Capital Fund Division established in 1986
and 1987, and The ITM Consumer Product
Division in 2007. Since

1999, he has led ITM (US) Ltd., a
globally recognized industrial develop-
ment, technology transfer, and consumer
product manufacturing, distribution, brand-
ing and licensing company, in redefining
global cross cultural exchange accomplish-
ments in the fields of industry, finance,
broadcast communications, entertainment,
therapeutic nutrition, and related fields of
education. ITM established Leon Lai (Lai
Ming), “The Heavenly King,” Hong
Kong's Canto-pop teen idol, as the first
Asian international crossover artist of the
new millennium. Leon Lai began his inter-
nationally-acclaimed Asian tour in 1994,
and, by the late 1990’s, was performing
sold-out concerts in Las Vegas, Vancouver,
Toronto, and around the Pacific Rim.

In 2006, Mr. Craciun founded The
First Dragon Foundation Ltd. (non-profit
Co.), The First Dragon Publishing Co. ,
Ltd., The Future of Medicine (TFM), Inc.,
and The Future of Medicine Foundation ,
Ltd (non-profit Co). In September 2017,
Jack Craciun returned to China to further
ITM’s China cross cultural exchange ini-
tiatives by building upon his life’s work
and ITM's 33-year dedication to marketing
the culture of China to the world. During
his return to China, he was honored by a re-
quest to make a keynote speech celebrating
the merger of two of China’s most dynam-
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ic law firms in December 2018, Dehuai
Law Firm, headed by Dr. Tang Jinlong,
Chairman of the China Finance & Industry
Group. On June 11, 2018, he attended a
Signing Ceremony to commemorate his ap-
pointment as Honorary Director of the
Board of Directors and Vice-Chairman of
the Board of Advisors of the China Finance
& Industry Group (CFIG).

In 2020, Jack founded The Future of
Medicine Foundation, made up of global
business and medical leaders dedicated to
“Return Health to Humanity” by educating
the public, business and healthcare industry
leaders through good science and newswor-
thy facts that prove the importance of Or-
thomolecular Medicine’s application of
nutrition to prevent and / or cure disease. In
early 2021, Scott Tips, J.D., President and
General Counsel for the National Health
Federation (NHF) and the Foundation for
Health Research (FHR), appointed Jack to
the position of Executive Director of Com-
munications and Fundraising for the Foun-
dation for Health Research and to the
Board of Advisors of both NHF, FHR and
the HEALTH FREEDOM NEWS global
magazine publication. Today, Mr. Craciun
continues to act as the ITM Group Founder,
Chairman, & CEO. He has also been re-
cently selected to serve as the Director of
Global Expansion for METAXCHANGE.

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Governor DeWine Announces Additional $150 Million to
Demolish Dilapidated Buildings,Pave Way for Economic Growth

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)— Ohio Governor
Mike DeWine and Lt. Governor Jon
Husted today announced that additional
funding is now available to help transform
Ohio’s communities into vibrant hubs of
opportunity through the demolition of
blighted buildings.

Demo Map

A new round of the Ohio Building
Demolition and Site Revitalization Pro-
gram will provide $150 million in grants to
raze dilapidated commercial and residen-
tial buildings and revitalize surrounding
properties throughout the state.

The first three rounds of the program

- announced in October 2022, December
2022, and January 2023 - awarded nearly
$150 million in grants to support 3,699
projects in 87 counties.

“Blighted buildings have no place in
our vision for Ohio’s future,” said Gover-
nor DeWine. “These dilapidated eyesores
continue to stand in the way of progress,

and by helping local communities take
them down, we can open these areas up for
new economic development."

"Although Ohio's economy is on the
rise, numerous communities are unable to
fully participate in this growth due to the
presence of legacy properties that require
demolition and preparation for new devel-
opment," explained Lt. Governor Husted.

The DeWine-Husted Administration
created the Building Demolition and Site
Revitalization Program in 2021 in partner-
ship with the Ohio General Assembly. This
new round of funding was made possible
through continued support in the 2023 bi-
ennium budget bill, House Bill 33. The O-
hio Department of Development adminis-
ters the program.

“Companies from all over the country
are choosing to set up shop in Ohio be-
cause we’re making transformative invest-
ments in the critical infrastructure that sup-
ports their growth,” said Lydia Mihalik, di-
rector of the Department of Development.
