Ohio Governor Mike DeWine Week in Review
For the week ending March 29, 2024

Monday, March 25, 2024

Ohio Governor Mike DeWine visited Love-
land, Gallipolis, and Athens following his an-
nouncement of new projects to revitalize commu-
nities and stimulate transformational change in
Appalachia.

The projects will be funded as part of the
Appalachian Community Grant Program, which
was developed by the DeWine-Husted Adminis-
tration and Ohio General Assembly to infuse $500
million into Ohio's 32-county Appalachian region.

Governor DeWine applauded a change
made to the state’s administrative rules that re-
quire emergency departments to report nonfatal
drug overdoses to the Ohio Department of Health.

The Joint Committee on Agency Rule Re-
view approved the addition of rule 3701-3-16 to
the Ohio Administrative Code. The rule will take
effect April 8.

"We must continue to work tirelessly to ad-
dress the overdose crisis, to support those in re-
covery, and to encourage wellness to prevent ad-
diction in the first place," said Governor DeWine.

Tuesday, March 26, 2024

Governor DeWine announced that the state
has distributed 1 million fentanyl test strips in an
initiative to combat the opioid crisis. The strips
serve as crucial tools in harm reduction efforts, al-
lowing users to test substances for the presence of
fentanyl, a potent synthetic opioid that has been
increasingly found laced in various street drugs,
contributing significantly to overdose fatalities.
“By providing access to fentanyl test strips, we
empower individuals to make informed decisions
and potentially avert tragic consequences associat-
ed with opioid use," said Governor DeWine.
Wednesday, March 27, 2024

Governor DeWine announced that Indian
Lake State Park will reopen on Friday, March 29,
following damage from the tornado and severe
storms that struck Logan County on March 14.
Thanks to the unwavering dedication of Ohio De-
partment of Natural Resources staft, local commu-
nity members, and volunteer groups from across
Ohio, this beloved recreation destination is ready
to welcome back visitors well ahead of the start of

the summer season.

“Ohioans are resilient, and we have been
diligent in assuring the health and safety of resi-
dents in the weeks following the tornadoes and se-
vere storms in western Ohio,” said Governor
DeWine. “Indian Lake State Park is a wonderful
destination for Ohioans and visitors to enjoy fish-
ing and outdoor recreation, and its reopening is a
step toward rebuilding our communities.”

Governor DeWine issued the following state-
ment on the death of former Hamilton County Au-
ditor and State Representative Brigid Kelly:

"Fran and I are saddened by the death of
Hamilton County Auditor Brigid Kelly. Brigid
dedicated much of her career to public service,
first as a Norwood City Councilwoman, then as a
State Representative, and then as Hamilton Coun-
ty Auditor. Like many who worked with her, |
knew Brigid to be cordial, collaborative, and will-
ing to work with both parties to help advance the
interests of Ohioans. Fran and I extend our sincer-
est condolences to Brigid’s husband, Steve, and
her entire family."

In honor of the life and service of former
State Representative Brigid Kelly, Governor
DeWine ordered the flags of the United States and
the state of Ohio to be flown at half-staft upon all
public buildings and grounds throughout Hamilton
County, the Ohio Statehouse, Vern Riffe Center,
and Rhodes Tower from sunrise to sunset on the
day of her funeral.

The Ohio Department of Natural Resources
(ODNR) and Opportunities for Ohioans with Dis-
abilities (OOD) have joined forces to introduce
LightSound technology at Ohio state parks and
wildlife areas, enhancing accessibility for Ohioans
who are blind or have low vision during the April
8 solar eclipse.

“Ensuring accessibility for all Ohioans is a
priority for our administration,” Governor
DeWine said. “By partnering with OOD and
ODNR to introduce LightSound technology, we're
taking meaningful steps to leave no Ohioan be-
hind, especially during significant events like the
solar eclipse."

Governor DeWine issued the following state-
ment regarding the death of former U.S. Senator
Joe Lieberman:

“Fran and I were saddened to learn of the
death of former U.S. Senator Joe Lieberman of
Connecticut.

“Joe was a Senate colleague who put country
over party. He cared deeply about our country and
the people he served. He was a man of great in-
tegrity. I was proud to work together with Joe on a
number of issues including legislation to combat
underage drinking on college campuses.

“He was a good man, who lived his faith. He
was the first Jewish nominee for vice president,
and he exhibited graciousness in defeat when the
2000 election was called for the Bush-Cheney
ticket.

“Fran and I send our condolences to Hadas-
sah and their entire family. May Joe’s memory be
a blessing."

Governor DeWine announced the availability
$4 million in substance abuse grants over the next
two years as part of the Ohio Deflection and
Pre-Arrest Diversion Grant Program, administered
by the Office of Criminal Justice Services.

“Helping those with substance abuse issues with
recovery is an important strategy to reduce crime
and the stress it places on our corrections system,”
Governor DeWine said. “These grants will allow
local communities challenged by high overdose
rates to develop, expand, or enhance substance use
deflection and pre-arrest diversion programs, to i-
dentify, treat, and support those impacted by the
use and misuse of opioids, stimulants, and other
substances.”

Governor DeWine an-
nounced the appointment
of Katelyn Dickey to the
7th District Court of Ap-
peals.

Dickey, of Lisbon, will
assume office on April
10, 2024, and will be tak-
ing the seat formerly held
by Judge David D'Apoli-
to, who resigned at the
beginning of the year.

She will serve the remainder of the unfinished
term and will need to run for election in Novem-
ber 2024 to retain the seat.

Following this week’s damage assessment
by the Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) in the 1l-county area affected by this
month’s tornadoes, Ohio Governor Mike DeWine
has initiated several federal and state disaster aid
mechanisms which could bring financial relief to
Ohioans affected by the severe weather incidents.

March 22, 2024

Ohio Governor Mike DeWine and Lt. Gov-
ernor Jon Husted today announced dozens of
transformational projects that will significantly
improve access to healthcare across many of O-
hio's Appalachian communities.

As part of the new Appalachian Children's
Health Initiative, more than $64 million in fund-
ing will be awarded to the Appalachian Children

Coalition to support the creation or
expansion of community- and
school-based health clinics, the
launch of healthcare-focused work-
force development programs, and
more.

"QOur vision for Ohio’s future is
one where all Ohioans, no matter
where they are from, have the op-
portunity to live up to their full po-
tential," said Governor DeWine.
"These projects will uplift and em-
power the people of Ohio’s Ap-
palachian region for generations to
come."

The funding will be divided among 28 pro-
jects that are expected to impact 61,000 students
and 375,000 residents across 20 Appalachian
counties. Partners include 34 school districts, a ca-
reer technical school, an educational service cen-
ter, and 16 healthcare partners. Expanded services
will include comprehensive primary care, dental,
vision, and mental health services for children,
families, and communities.

“Expanding school-based healthcare is
proven to significantly reduce barriers to access-
ing essential health services, leading to improved
physical and mental health and academic out-
comes for students,” said Lt. Governor Husted.
“These investments will deliver better life and a-
cademic outcomes for students, benefiting fami-
lies and the community.”

The project will also establish workforce
training partnerships between schools and their as-
sociated health clinics to prepare the next genera-
tion of Appalachian healthcare professionals.
