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Election Day 2025 may be 18
months away, but Mayor Justin Bibb is
already out stumping for reelection. Since
the start of the year, he has been showing
up at block club-style events with sup-
porters and their neighbors.

Bibb held a backyard gathering this
week with residents on Saratoga Avenue
in the Old Brooklyn neighborhood. He
chatted at a Shaker Square home in

It’s not much money, but the
early campaigning gives the mayor a
jump on whoever lines up at the starting
block to challenge him.

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Ohio Governor Mike DeWine and Lt. Gov-
ernor Jon Husted announced the approval of two
projects that will create 215 new jobs and retain
353 jobs statewide.

During its monthly meeting, the Ohio Tax
Credit Authority (TCA) reviewed economic devel-
opment proposals brought to the board by JobsO-
hio and its regional partners. The projects are ex-
pected to result in more than $15 million in new
payroll and spur $25 million in investments across
Ohio.

Governor DeWine and Ohio Department of
Education and Workforce Director Stephen D.
Dackin announced an increase in the number of
schools providing prevention-focused programs,
services, and supports. The latest Prevention Ser-
vices Report outlines this progress from school
years 2021-2022 and 2022-2023.
