Ohio Governor Mike DeWine Week in Review

Monday, June 24, 2024
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Ohio Governor Mike DeWine and Lt. Gov-
ernor Jon Husted announced the approval of nine
projects that will create 707 new jobs and retain
1,614 jobs statewide.

During its monthly meeting, the Ohio Tax
Credit Authority (TCA) reviewed economic de-
velopment proposals brought to the board by Job-
sOhio and its regional partners. The projects are
expected to result in more than $44 million in new
payroll and spur more than $217 million in invest-
ments across Ohio.

Tuesday, June 25, 2024

Governor DeWine participates in the Gover-
nor's Lake Erie Fish Ohio Day with his son and
grandson.

Ohio Historic |
Preservation
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Governor DeWine, Lt. Governor Husted, and
Ohio Department of Development Director Lydia
Mihalik announced that the state is supporting 35
projects to preserve dozens of historic buildings
across Ohio.

More than $68 million in tax credits will be
awarded to 12 communities as part of the Historic
Preservation Tax Credit Program. The program
provides financial incentives for the private rede-
velopment of historic buildings that are vacant
and/or generate little economic activity.

“As our downtowns and neighborhoods
grow and evolve, it’s important that we preserve
Ohio's historic spaces in a way that drives further
investment into our communities,” said Governor
DeWine. “By supporting these renovations, we're
reviving historic buildings that stood prominently
in the past so that they can contribute to Ohio's
strong economy and growth in the future.”

“Economic development is vital for our e-
conomy to continue to grow, and we can do that
in a way that preserves our existing historic spaces
while creating new opportunities for housing,
businesses, and communities,” said Lt. Governor
Husted. “This program preserves Ohio’s history
while investing in the future.”

(DELAWARE, Ohio)—Ohio Governor
Mike DeWine and Ohio Department of Trans-
portation (ODOT) Director Jack Marchbanks to-
day announced new recommendations to improve
safety and traffic flow on a heav23connectily trav-
eled section of U.S. 23 between Columbus and
Toledo.

Daily travel on the 23-mile stretch of U.S.
23 from Worthington to Waldo currently exceeds
the road's capacity by 30 percent, causing regular
traffic crashes and significant traffic congestion.
Between 2020 and 2024, nine people were killed
and 72 people were seriously injured in crashes
within these 23 miles alone. The average
rush-hour commute is currently 40 minutes, and
by 2050, ODOT estimates the commute will in-
crease to 75 minutes.

"This small stretch of U.S. 23 is a vital cor-
ridor for freight, and those living and working in
this area depend on it - but this road is not on par
with the other routes that connect our major cities
and even some of our mid-sized communities,"
said Governor DeWine.

ODOT's U.S. 23 Connect road construction
recommendations, which are divided into seven
sections, would eliminate nearly all of the 39 traf-
fic lights along the corridor, bringing the total
number of signals to seven or fewer. The proposal
would also widen lanes, add several interchanges,

This includes the removal of seven sig-
nals from Delaware at Pennsylvania Avenue to
State Route 229.
ODOT developed the recommendations for
U.S. 23 after a series of public meetings between
ODOT and local stakeholders, including the pub-

lic, local government, school districts, businesses,
and first responders. Since then, engineers have
analyzed data and more than 600 public comments
to develop a comprehensive plan aimed at reduc-
ing congestion, improving safety, and enhancing
overall travel experience.

“Northwest Ohio has spoken with one voice
on the need for an efficient connection to Colum-
bus for people and freight. With improvements to
the existing Route 23, Governor DeWine is taking
a positive first step toward a comprehensive plan
that will support Ohio’s future economic vitality,”
said Sandy Spang, executive director of the Tole-
do Metropolitan Area Council of Governments.

ODOT's recommendations for U.S. 23 are
not final plans. ODOT will present more details on
the options during five public meetings in the
coming months. The meetings will allow atten-
dees to review the recommendations and provide
feedback to inform any modifications to the plan.

The first public meeting will take place on
August 6 at a time and place to be announced by
ODOT. The agency will advertise the public meet-
ings several weeks in advance through multiple
channels, including Facebook and X. Interested
parties can also sign up to receive direct emails
about the meetings at publicinput.com/23connect.
