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Pittsburgh International Folk Festi-
val has been renamed this year so that
people don't get a wrong impression of
this event and been mistaken that the
Folk Festival is a lot of rock and roll
bands coming from all over the world to
Pittsburgh. Now, it's called Pittsburgh
Folk Festival starting this year. It's a Folk
Festival promoting diversity in the Pitts-
burgh area.

Lillian used to be involved with the
dancers group of Philippine Association
but she left Pittsburgh and came back
with a different interest in Hawaiian Hula
dance.

Some media couldn't help Folk Fes-
tival Corporation to advertising due to the
high cost of the ad that folk Festival just
can't afford.

Festival to get out of it's financial turmoil.
Last Year, Folk Festival had broke even.
Hopefully, it'll make some profit this
year.

For years, Folk Festival has been
changing venue and locations. In the 70s,
Folk Festival was held in Civic Irena.
Then, Folk Festival moved to Expo Mart
and I.C. Light Empha Theatre. After that,
Heinz Field had offered Folk Festival two
years contract. However, Folk Festival
couldn't afford two years but did the festi-
val there last year. This year, Folk Festi-
val will move be held in Convention
Center. The Convention Center has been
very accommodating but still have park-
ing and the electrical issues need to be
worked out. It's because that parking and
electrical are own by other companies not
the Convention Center.

Folks Festival used to have 10 ven-
dors. After Lillian came on board. The
number of the vendors are doubled. Now,
it has 30 to 35 vendors. This year, hope-
fully, could include 50 vendors.

The peak of the Folk Festival is in
the 70s. It has been going down until
three or four years ago because of three
groups had left Folk Festival. The atten-
dance has been in the decline. Most of
the people who come to the Folk Festival
are the families of the performing groups.

The public attendance has been go-
ing down hill. It needs public participa-
tion to get the word out. Folk Festival
needs to get support from the health care
industries and the entraponuer.
