Born and raised in Daphne, Alabama, Stew-
art spent fifteen years building a traditional busi-
ness background. In 1989, Stewart joined Marvel
Entertainment Group, where he spent nine years,
first as president and CEO and later as vice chair-
man. In 1991, he was named CNBC Marketing Ex-
ecutive of the Year.

Locally, Stewart serves on the boards for the
Cleveland Convention & Visitors Bureau, Diversity
Center of Northeast Ohio, Downtown Cleveland
Alliance, and Cleveland Film Commission.

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New Leaders in partnership with the Rock and Roll
Hall of Fame and Museum, is second in a three-part
series exploring the past, present, and future of rock
and roll in Cleveland. The final program in the se-
ries is Hello, Cleveland!
