They represent an
incarnation of the YUE Fang, which were
all—female ensembles that played the royal
courts of the Tang Dynasty (618—907
CE). The number twelve has important
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significance in Chinese culture, astrology
and numerology; however there are actu—
ally thirteen musicians in the band so that
there is always a substitute player available.
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
